Minutes

1.
Call to Order.


The Policy Subcommittee meeting of the ETSC was called to order by telephone conference call at 3:30 p.m. by Dale Berry, Chair.  Those in attendance were Dale Berry, Marsha Bianconi, James Fyvie and John Hunt.  Also in attendance was State 9-1-1 Coordinator Harriet Miller-Brown.

Call to the Public.


There were no issues raised by the public.

3.
Approval of Minutes.


It was MOVED by FYVIE supported by BIANCONI to approve the minutes of the March 31, 2008 meeting.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

4.
Teleconferencing of Meetings.


The Sub-Committee reviewed proposed changes to Section 3 of the ETSC bylaws.  It was MOVED by BIANCONI supported by HUNT to recommend the following change in Section 3 to the ETSC (new language in CAPS, deletions in strikethrough):
3.
MEETINGS OF THE COMMITTEE MAY BE ATTENDED BY VIDEO OR TELEPHONE  CONFERENCE CALL, AT THE DESCRETION OF THE CHAIR.  VIDEO TELECONFERENCE WILL BE LIMITED TO A SINGLE SITE AND ONLY FROM THE UPPER PENINSULA DUE TO TRAVEL DISTANCES.  A quorum for the conduct of Committee business shall be a majority of the members designated and serving on the Committee.  FAILURE TO ESTABLISH A VIDEO TELECONFERENCE DUE TO TECHNICAL OR OTHER PROBLEMS SHALL NOT PRECLUDE CONDUCTING THE MEETING, AS LONG AS A QUORUM IS PRESENT.

The motion was approved.

5.
Timing of Sub-Committee Minutes.


The Sub-Committee reviewed proposed changes to Section 7f of the ETSC bylaws.  There was additional discussion about requiring the sub-committee chair to give a verbal summary of the meeting in lieu of minutes to the ETSC, if requested.  This language was added to the proposal.  It was MOVED by BIANCONI supported by FYVIE to recommend the following change in Section 7f to the ETSC (new language in CAPS, deletions in strikethrough):

   
7f.
The subcommittee chair shall issue meeting minutes for each subcommittee meeting held, and shall forward such minutes TO THE ETSC CHAIR no later than 14  FIVE business days prior to the next scheduled ETSC Committee meeting to the Committee Chair for distribution to the MEMBERS Committee. IF THIS IS NOT POSSIBLE, THE SUBCOMMITTEE CHAIR SHALL GIVE NOTICE TO THE CHAIR OF THE ETSC REGARDING THE DELAY AND A VERBAL SUMMARY WILL BE GIVEN TO THE COMMITTEE, IF REQUESTED.

The motion was approved.

5.
Ethics and Standards of Conduct.

Harriet Miller-Brown reported that she discussed with Kristen Smith of the Attorney General’s office which laws apply to the ETSC in this area.  Rather than a conflict of interest act, the two acts which apply are the State Ethics Act (Act 196 of 1973) and the Contracts of Public Servants with Public Entities Act (Act 317 of 1968).  These are the acts which should be referenced in the new bylaw.  The Sub-Committee continues to feel that a separate bylaw regarding prompt notification of conflicts is appropriate.

It was MOVED by HUNT, supported by FYVIE to recommend to the ETSC adoption of a new Section 12 of the Bylaws: 

12.
CONFLICTS OF INTEREST


12A.
THE STATE ETHICS ACT (ACT 196 OF 1973) AND THE CONTRACTS OF PUBLIC SERVANTS WITH PUBLIC ENTITIES ACT (ACT 317 OF 1968) AS AMENDED, ARE ADOPTED BY THE ETSC IN THEIR ENTIRETY, AND SUPERCEDE ALL CONFLICTING BYLAWS, POLICIES OR OTHER RULES OF THE ETSC.


12B.
INDIVIDUAL MEMBERS OF THE COMMITTEE AND/OR SUB-COMMITTEES MUST PROMPTLY DISCLOSE IN WRITING ANY FINANCIAL OR PERSONAL INTEREST THEY MAY HAVE TO THE CHAIR OF THE COMMITTEE OR SUB-COMMITTEE.

12C.
ON AN ANNUAL BASIS, THE ETSC WILL DISTRIBUTE THE STATE ETHICS ACT (ACT 196 OF 1973) AND THE CONTRACTS OF PUBLIC SERVANTS WITH PUBLIC ENTITIES ACT (ACT 317 OF 1968), AS AMENDED, TO ALL COMMITTEE AND SUB-COMMITTEE MEMBERS FOR THEIR REVIEW.

The bylaws may be amended by a majority of the members designated and serving on the Committee.  Any proposed changes in the bylaws shall be presented to the committee of the whole at least 30 days prior to voting.
