ROLL CALL
The State 9-1-1 Committee (SNC) meeting was called to order by Sheriff Dale Gribler at 8:35 a.m. 
DISPATCHER TRAINING SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT

A.  Update on MPSC Rulemaking regarding Training Standards
The members of the Dispatcher Training Subcommittee have met with representatives from the MPSC and prepared a document they feel meets the State 9-1-1 Committee’s recommendations as well as the MPSC’s needs as far as the minimum training standards.  Mr. Fyvie thanked Ms. Benedict for her assistance with this work.
Mr. Fyvie made a MOTION to approve the Minimum Training Standards Rulemaking document as presented to the State 9-1-1 Committee today, Mr. Van Doren supported.

Mr. Piasecki noted that he has been reviewing the comments posted on the MPSC site regarding this process and inquired of the comments that Oakland County has made. Mr. Fyvie noted that there is a concern of legal interpretation which needs to be reviewed by the Attorney’s General’s (AG) office.  Mr. Piasecki also noted this document seems pared down from the initial document.  This document removed many of the items that do not pertain to the rulemaking standards, specifically, processes that were not in the SNC’s original recommendation and have already been in place for many years. This way the processes can be changed or updated and do not need to be included as a rule.  It does not remove any current funding.
Ms. Miller-Brown reported that she has given the AG representative the comments from Oakland County to review.  He is in the process of researching those comments. There are no penalties for non-compliance other than the SNC advising the County Board of Commissioners, City Council, or governing board of the PSAP that they are operating with undesignated telecommunicators.  
Ms. Benedict reminded members that the recommended requirements are all that is being approved today, not necessarily the final language.  Once the final language is added, it may not look like this.

Mr. VanDoren inquired who would review this document to make sure it continues in the approved form?  The Dispatcher Training Subcommittee, along with the State 9-1-1 Office, will be monitoring it, but it is currently in the informal comments period only. If there is any need for further correcting or modifying, the document will be brought back to the Dispatcher Training Subcommittee. 
Roll call was taken.
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The MOTION carries by roll call vote.

B.  Dispatcher Training November 2009 Distribution

Mr. Fyvie made a MOTION to approve distribution of the November 2009 distribution to 1,514 telecommunicators representing 126 PSAPs in the state of Michigan.  Mr. Bawol supported.
