ROLL CALL
The State 9-1-1 Committee (SNC) meeting was called to order by Chair Dale Gribler at 10:00 a.m. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A MOTION was made by Mr. John Bawol to approve the minutes of the October 6, 2008, ETSC meeting.  Supported by Lt. Col. Kriste Etue, the MOTION carries.
CORRESPONDENCE

Sheriff Gribler welcomed Ms. Mary Jo Hovey.  She was recently hired into the State 9-1-1 Office as a Departmental Analyst. Her largest responsibility will be county compliance reviews. 
Sheriff Gribler also advised the members that Mr. Hugh Crawford has won a seat in the House of Representatives in the 38th District so this will be his final meeting. Sheriff Gribler thanked Mr. Crawford for his work on the State 9-1-1 Committee.
Sheriff Gribler thanked the State 9-1-1 Office for furnishing today’s refreshments. 

OLD BUSINESS
A.  Prepaid Reimbursement Issues

Ms. Miller-Brown reported that the Virgin Mobile and OmniPoint law suits have been dismissed.

NEW BUSINESS
A.  Election of Officers (Chair and Vice Chair)
Lt. Col. Etue made a MOTION to nominate Sheriff Gribler as Chair, Mr. Temple supported. The MOTION carries.
Ms. Christine Schultz made a MOTION to nominate Mr. Jim Fyvie as Vice Chair, Chief Hoffman supported.  Mr. Lloyd Fayling made a MOTION that nominations be closed, Chief Hoffman supported.  The MOTION carries.
LEGISLATIVE ACTION SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT 
A.  Update on Pending Legislation

Ms. Miller-Brown reviewed the changes under HB 6070 S-4: 
484.1401a (5) - Adjusts dates to flow together with the other dates (corrects issues from both the 2007 changes and current 2008 proposal).

484.1401b (1) (a)-(c) - Allows for county board of commissioners to apply local 9-1-1 surcharge up to $0.42 by resolution and up to $3.00 by voter approval. The total maximum local surcharge is $3.00.  

484.1401b (2) - Grandfathers in the current surcharges as approved by the MPSC U-15489.
484.1401b (7) - Extends the annual notice date for counties changing their local surcharge from April 1, to May 15.

484.1401b (12) - Language to strengthen up confidentiality requirements of the counties in reference to information received as a result of providers’ remittance of the local 9-1-1 surcharge.

484.1401b (14) - County 9-1-1 surcharges can only be used for purposes listed in the SNC’s allowable and disallowable usage list. Requires the SNC to notify house and senate committees 

that have jurisdiction over issues of technology 90 days prior to any changes in the list.

484.1401b (15) - Allows for collection of specific surcharge to continue for certain bonded obligations. (Was in prior statute under same section.) 

484.1412a - Language added back in because former Sec 405 was removed when SB 410 and 411 were going to use a common network fund. Since Sec 405 is now MLTS, this is part of Sec 412 where accounting for the Sec 401 funds occurs. This is the substance of the former Sec 405.  

484.1413(b) - Removes reference to training funds (484.1408 [2] [b] is in reference to training fund distribution, not standards).

484.1717 - Extends the sunset to December 31, 2014.

Ms. Miller-Brown indicated that the Senate is scheduled to meet tomorrow and she expects they will vote on the bill – then hopefully it will be in the Governor’s Office by the end of this week. 

B.  Update on IP-911 Feasibility Study 
Kimball Corp. has begun on-site visits this week to Michigan PSAPs.  They will have 2 project reps in Michigan doing the on-site visits. They gave a presentation to the MCDA on Friday December 5. There will be meetings in January for communications providers. At the December 2009 SNC meeting, Kimball will give an audio/visual presentation to the members. 
POLICY SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT

     CERTIFICATION SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT
A.  Saginaw County 3-1-1 Appeal
This issue was tabled from the October 2008 meeting.  Since that meeting, Mr. McIntyre provided additional information which was forwarded to all members prior to today’s meeting. 
Mr. Bawol made a MOTION that the Certification Subcommittee, based on additional information received, is recommending that Saginaw County cease funding its 3-1-1 system with 9-1-1 surcharge funds and that no repayment of  surcharge funds are due.  Mr. Loeper supported.

Mr. Fayling visited the center since the October 6 SNC meeting and listened in on 3-1-1 calls – he claims the calls sound much like calls that come in on 10-digit lines.  Consequently he feels the 3-1-1 charges should be an allowable expense as Saginaw is providing a public service with this system. 

Mr. Fyvie explained that recently some items have surfaced, including the costs for this system, which found to be more expensive than originally thought and that 3-1-1 does not provide access by all devices in Saginaw County.  3-1-1 can be accessed by a landline phone only.  
Mr. Kearney reminded the members they should get a legal interpretation when talking about using 9-1-1 funding for purposes other than 9-1-1 and that opening a situation where 9-1-1 funds could be used for other purposes may be setting precedent that could impact funding in the future.
Ms. Miller-Brown reminded the members that 3-1-1 systems have separate contracts like 9-1-1 because it is a 3-digit routing and comes into a center.  There is a separate contract and a separate database built unlike a 10-digit that would be available to the public. 
Ms. Schultz inquired if the Certification Subcommittee will be looking into new language that will or will not allow 3-1-1 in the future? Ms. Miller-Brown explained that when the new legislation passes, there will be a process that will need to be followed when language in the Allowable/Disallowable list is changed. The Certification Subcommittee will place 3-1-1 systems on the agenda for discussion at their next meeting in March 2009.

B. Updates on County Compliance Reviews 

Crawford County - Ms. Hovey has been in contact with Mr. Akers from Crawford County requesting additional information relative to the Crawford report.  Once she has received this information she will forward the report to the Certification Subcommittee members for their review.

Jackson County – They have been chosen as the next county for a random compliance review.  The letter will go out to Jackson County officials as soon as possible.

Alpena County – A second on-site review is scheduled for Friday, December 12. Ms. Miller-Brown and Mr. Bawol will meet with Mr. Szor and other county officials regarding the work completed on the recommendations made during the first on-site review.
Ms. Margie Hatfield from Hillsdale County has been chosen as the newest member of the Certification Subcommittee.

EMERGING TECHNOLOGY SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT
The proposed rulemaking for the distribution of the Federal ENHANCE 9-1-1 funds came up immediately following the October SNC meeting.
There are 3 requirements for matching funds: 1) that it is equal matching funds, 2) the state has to have a 9-1-1 plan in place, and, 3) it has to be related to technology development - Phase II and IP-Based 911 systems.  Ms. Miller-Brown would like to tie this to the Kimball study they are doing regarding inventory of all of the centers in Michigan.  This will give us a snapshot of what the PSAPs would need whether it is Phase II or mapping systems. The Federal Government want the grants to be administered by the state and not be issued separately to 9-1-1 centers. 
The Emerging Technology Subcommittee would be the group to work on a State 9-1-1 Plan.   Michigan has been pre-allotted for $1.1 million under the proposed rule making for the distribution. Applications are being accepted for supplemental grants – Ms. Miller-Brown proposes that we apply for an additional $600,000 for a 3.4 million dollar total grant possibility. Final rules for grant distribution are expected to be in place in March of 2009.  

Ms. Marsha Bianconi inquired if the development of a State 9-1-1 Plan that qualifies for matching grant monies would supersede the existing State 9-1-1 County Plans in place.  No, this is completely different than the 9-1-1 plans at the counties.
DISPATCHER TRAINING SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT

A.  Dispatcher Training Work Group Update
The Work Group members are gathering as much information and background facts as possible prior to the public hearings that will be held during 2009 regarding the Minimum Training Standards document.  
B.  Dispatcher Training Application Updates
The November PSAP payment was sent out on November 19 to all eligible PSAPs.  Mr. Fyvie reported that $52,477.64 has been collected back from PSAPs for unused 2001-2003 training monies.  This money has since been re-dispersed to the PSAPs.  
The Dispatcher Training Application packets are due in the State 9-1-1 Office on Wednesday, February 4, 2009.

The next Dispatcher Training Subcommittee meeting is scheduled for Thursday, February 12 and if necessary, an appeals meeting has been scheduled for Monday, March 2. This timeline will allow the subcommittee to review packets, hear any appeals, and be prepared for any appeals at the March SNC meeting.

STATE 9-1-1 ADMINISTRATORS REPORT
Ms. Miller-Brown updated the members regarding items active in her office including:
At the October 6, 2008, SNC meeting, Ms. Miller-Brown was directed to draft a letter in support of HB 5298 and opposing HB 6070.  Since that meeting, modifications were made on HB 6070 and these modifications gained support of interested 9-1-1 parties. In consultation with Sheriff Gribler, she did not feel it would be a good idea for the SNC to send a letter of support for HB 5298 and opposition to HB 6070 since the bill was the vehicle for the proposed changes to P.A.32.
Feasibility Study – Kimball Corp is progressing on the IP 9-1-1 Feasibility Study.  They have a regular conference call schedule and are beginning on-site PSAPs interviews.  There will be providers meetings scheduled for the week of January 19, 2009.
MPSC Rulemaking – Ms. Miller-Brown has received communication from the MPSC and the process the SNC is working on with them. Mr. Piasecki has volunteered to assist with the actual drafting process for the necessary documents on the pieces.
Charter/Level 3 Refund Issue – Ms. Noxon is assisting six counties in an issue involving revenues and refunds from two landline phone service providers in Michigan. Charter Fiberlink has requested a refund of the landline surcharge from Allegan, Genesee, Grand Traverse, Livingston, Montcalm, and Saginaw Counties totaling $442,167.10.  The reason for the requested refund is that Level 3, the once underlying carrier for Charter, asserts that both companies have paid the surcharge for these counties.  Level 3 has been withholding funds from the six counties and Clinton County.  The purpose for the withholding is that their computer systems were not removing customers from their database, causing Level 3 to pay a surcharge for customers who were no longer their customers. There also appears to be some question about remittance/refund of the technical surcharge to counties. To date, Charter and Level 3 have provided spreadsheets with data including the number of units for which they are requesting/withholding funds.  Level 3 has been asked to provide an accounting under M.C.L. 484.1405, but the response is still pending. 

Annual CMRS Fund Audit – There were no findings in regard to the SNC or the State 9-1-1 Office in respect to the CMRS funds.
