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· City of Wayne - Wayne Police Department has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $55,000 for Juvenile-Focused Community Policing.
Summary:  The Wayne Police Department will utilitize grant funding to improve functioning levels and social skills of youth, improve law-abiding behaviors, and avoid negative contact with law enforcement among youth through their Life Skills program.  The program involves youth in a wide range of positive, culturally specific intervention services and resources, enhances protective factors that prevent delinquency and behavior for increased risk for substance use.

· City of Westland - Westland Police Department has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $42,200 for Juvenile-Focused Community Policing.
Summary:  The Westland Department of Housing and Community Development, along with the Westland Police Department and other stakeholders, seek funding to continue operations for a K-12 learning lab which serves an at-risk neighborhood. Grant funds will fund certified educators and tutors and allow for the purchase of equipment to improve and expand programming.

· Michigan Department of State Police - C.O.M.E.T. has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $90,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.
Summary:  The County of Macomb Enforcement Team (C.O.M.E.T.) is a multijurisdictional task force which started in 1982 and is comprised of federal, state, county, and local police officers.  The team's primary function is to enforce narcotics laws, apprehend violent criminals, and support other criminal justice agencies.  C.O.M.E.T. primarily serves the Macomb County area.  Macomb County is 482 Square miles and has a population of 840,978, according to the most recent census data.  Macomb County is listed as the ninth smallest of all 83 counties and has three of the largest ten communities in Michigan.

· Michigan Department of State Police - D.R.A.N.O. - Michigan Department of State Police - has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $73,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.
Summary:  The Downriver Area Narcotics Organizations (D.R.A.N.O.) targets mid- to high- level narcotic violators in the downriver (southwest Wayne County) working with state, local, and federal law enforcement agencies.  Their purpose is to identify drug trafficking organizations (DTO's) to disrupt, dismantle and arrest violators and combat subsequent associated crimes.

· Michigan Department of State Police - L.A.W.N.E.T. has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $84,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.
Summary:  The Lenawee and Washtenaw Narcotics Enforcement Team (L.A.W.N.E.T.) is a multijurisdictional drug enforcement concept with full-time narcotics enforcement-related responsibilities for Livingston and Washtenaw Counties.

· County of Oakland - N.E.T. has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $134,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.
Summary:  The Oakland County Narcotic Enforcement Team (N.E.T.) is a multijurisdictional task force created to encourage cooperation between law enforcement agencies in southeast Michigan and other federal agencies.  N.E.T. works collaboratively in an effort to apprehend and convict those involved in the use, sale, and distribution of illegal drugs and narcotics.

· Michigan Department of State Police - R.H.I.N.O. has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $55,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.
Summary:  The Region of Irish Hills Narcotics Office (R.H.I.N.O.) is responsible for investigating narcotics-related complaints and targeting mid- to high-level drug dealers in Lenawee and Hillsdale counties.  The team partners with local agencies and assists with investigations of all crime.  R.H.I.N.O. also participates in drug abuse prevention with the probate courts and local/intermediate school districts.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Michigan Department of State Police - W.W.N. has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $82,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.
Summary:  The importation, manufacture, and distribution of illegal drugs and the violence associated with the drug trade are causing a degradation of the quality of life in Western Wayne County.  Western Wayne Narcotics (W.W.N.) is committed to disrupting and dismantling drug trafficking organizations, which operate in and/or travel through Western Wayne County.

· City of Wayne - Wayne Police Department has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $11,991 for Technology Enhancement Projects.
Summary:  The Wayne Police Department seeks to replace three portable radios purchased in 1999 with brand new radios. This will improve officer safety and allow officers to better serve and protect in the City of Wayne.

· County of St. Clair - St. Clair County Sheriff's Department has been awarded Residential Substance Abuse Treatment (RSAT) funds in the amount of $74,088. 
Summary:  St. Clair County Sheriff’s Department proposes to provide an intensive cognitive behavioral treatment program addressing the substance abuse and criminal behavior of felony offenders during their incarceration.  The three phases of the program include Intensive Education, Therapeutic Groups and Re-entry planning.  Medication Assisted Treatment is a component for eligible participants, initiating Vivitrol pre-release.
