Summary: This is a continuation project for the Southwest Enforcement Team 
(S.W.E.T.), a multijurisdictional task force serving Barry, Berrien, Branch, 
Calhoun, Cass, Kalamazoo, St. Joseph and Van Buren Counties. The task force 
was designed to address narcotics-related issues collaboratiely throughout the 
eight counties. Teams are comprised of police officers, a prosecutor and 
administrative staff to target mid- to upper-level narcotics traffickers in 
cooperation with local substance abuse councils, school and community leaders.
