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KEY POINTS
· Don’t turn anyone away who calls about No Worker Left Behind (NWLB).

· Encourage callers to come into the MWA right now to begin the eligibility/assessment process (they do not need to wait until the fall).

· Individuals might already be eligible for existing programs and funding. We want to help individuals get connected to education and training right away.   

ELIGIBILITY  

No Worker Left Behind (NWLB) is Governor Granholm’s vision for helping displaced – and soon-to-be displaced – workers learn new skills for a new career.  The program will expand on job training and education services currently available to job seekers through Michigan Works!      

FREE TUITION
The program offers up to two years worth of free tuition for approved training at Michigan community colleges, four-year colleges and universities, proprietary schools, or other approved training centers.  Participants have three years to sign up for the program.  NWLB is a one-time offer.  

REQUIREMENTS

Participants may pursue an occupational certificate or associate’s degree for a new career in a high demand field or emerging industry or entrepreneurship training. 
FIRST STEP  

Encourage individuals calling about NWLB to come in to MWA centers right now to start the eligibility and skills assessment process – they are likely already eligible for existing programs using currently available funding.  

TIMELINE 
A workgroup representing all major stakeholders began meeting in early March to hammer out a detailed proposal for implementation of the full NWLB free tuition program.  The group will finish its work by May 1, the Governor will approve a final plan in May, and we will implement the plan over the summer in time for the fall semester.
