In just two years, OK2SAY has received nearly 5,000 tips. OK2SAY is making a difference and saving lives because of the thousands of “heroes in the hallway” who stepped up and took ownership of their roles in keeping their schools and classmates safe! Let’s all do our part and help promote the program in our school.  Remember, it’s OK2SAY.
