Michigan Transit Center for Excellence (MTCE)

In 1997, MDOT established the MTCE in conjunction with six Michigan universities. The MTCE provides the transit
community with a wide range of technical expertise including, but not limited to: encourage and evaluate new public transit
technology; develop and improve public transit training programs; improve efficiency and effectiveness of public transit services;

increase use of public transit; and improve safety for the public. Listed below are updates on three MTCE projects.

Bus Body Structural
Integrity Project Update

Michigan Technological University’s Keweenaw Research
Center compl eted testing on two medium duty Champion buses
and presented afinal report to PTD in February. Some of the
report’s recommendations have already been addressed by the
Vehicle and Equipment Advisory Team and are contained in
the new vehicle specifications:

* TheFederal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (FMV SS) 220
Rollover Test will continue to be required in the State of
Michigan bus specifications, and our specification now
requires the successful bidder to submit the test results on
the bus that is being offered in the bid.

* A copy of the Altoona Bus Test Report is now required to
be submitted by the successful bidder and will be reviewed
for weaknesses in the structure and design.

e Theuseof wood as a substrate material to the exterior skin
is now prohibited.

e All structural members are now coated with corrosion
resistant primer and paint coating. All structural members
(box type tubing) used from the window line down,
including the floor structure, will also have the interior of
the tube coated with corrosion resistant material.

* Window openings are now specified with a maximum
opening size of 1/8" (/16" around the window).

e The wording “or equal mechanical properties’ when
referring to the metal covering and structure doesrequirea
manufacturer to meet the minimum properties specified.

» Assuggested, weremoved the additional requirement for
the body structureto be ableto support the entire weight of
afully loaded vehicle on its top or sideif overturned. All
requirements for structure are to comply with the FMVSS
220 Rollover Test.

Transit Strategic
Plan Project

The University of Michigan (UM) will conduct the transit
strategic plan update. An oversight team consisting of PTD
staff, specialized services providers, transit agencies, and a
representative from the Office of Services to the Aging will
provide input into the study and oversee activities.

Violent Crime Study Update

The violent crime study was completed in April by the
University of Michigan. Wewant to thank the members of the
project oversight team and all the public transit agencies who
participated in the agency, driver, and passenger surveys.

Somefindingsfromthereport include: quality of lifecrimes
(such as drunkenness, vandalism, disorderly conduct and
verbal abuse) appeared as the most prevalent type of crimein
all study components (literaturereview and all surveys); while
agencies believe that their drivers are well equipped to handle
crimes and emergencies, drivers themsdves are not convinced
that this is the case; and the literature review documents a
perceptual mismatch betweenthepublic’ s perception of transit
safety and the actual levd of transit safety.

The report lists policy recommendations for the transit
agencies in the following areas: crime data, driver training,
patrol and security, technology, design issues, service
improvements, and information campaigns. The report also
lists recommendations for MDOT and the State L egislature.

Performance Measures
Study Update

PTD in conjunction with Wayne State University (WSU)
is conducting a research project entitled “ A PTMS Based
Procedure to Assess Performance of Transit Agencies in the
State of Michigan.” The project oversight team consists of
personnd from several transit agencies, a planning
commission, university representatives, andMDOT personnd.

WSU has completed a literature review which focused on
procedures for identifying peer groups and their attributes and
characteristics, aswel asonthestatistical techniquesandtools
used in past studies to evaluate a specific agency with respect
toitspeer group. InMarch, WSU presented a draft report to
the oversight team on the findings from this literature review.

WSU is now concentrating on developing proposed
procedures based on the identification of different types of
peer groups, comparing the performance of the subject agency
with that of its peer group and identifying the“ outliers’” in the
distribution, following a statistically valid approach. Project
completion date is March 2000.

Rail Fixed Guideway
Systems: Oversight Agency

Governor John Engler, inaletter dated April 27, 1999 to Gordon J.
Linton, Administrator, Federal Transit Administration (FTA),
designated the Michigan Department of Consumer & Industry Services
asthe State's Oversight Agency to overseethesafety and security of the
Detroit People Mover. The designation of the Oversight Agency was
required by the FTA in the final rule (49CFR Part 659) titled, "Rail
Fixed Guideway Systems: State Oversight." The rule required states
to haveadesignated Oversight Agency for fixed guideway rail systems.
The Governor has requested FTA to release the Federal Section 5307
fundsthey havebeen withholding fromthetransit agenciesin urbanized
areas.

The Department of Consumer & Industry Services (CIS) will
proceed immediately to assembleateam made up of expertsin thefield
of safety, security, and transit operations to perform an on-site review
of thePeopleM over facilities, equipment, operations, security systems,
and existing safety and security programs and plans. As required by
the Final Rule of December 27, 1995, CIS is required to develop a
System Safety Program Standard and the Detroit Transportation
Corporation, the operator of the People Mover, is required to prepare
a System Safety Program and System Safety Program Plan for
approval by FTA. FTA alsorequiresa Security Plan aswell as annual
reports and a three year Safety and Security Review.

EEOC Issues Reasonable
Accommodation Guidance

On March 1, 1999, the Equal Employment
Opportunity Commissionissued additional guidanceon
reasonable accommodations entitled, *“ Reasonable
Accommodation and Undue Hardship Under the
Americans With Disabilities Act.” The guidance
includes EEOC’ s analysis of requirements concerning
medical documentation to support accommodation
requests, acceptable response time to requests, equal
access to information at work, job reassignment,
telecommuting, past performance problems, and undue
hardship.

SEMCOG HostsElderly
Mobility and Safety Forum

Approximately 150 people attended the Elderly
Mohbility and Safety Forum hosted by the Southeast
Michigan Council of Governments (SEMCOG) on
April 12, 1999, in Troy. Staff from the Office of the
Secretary of Transportation, National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration, Federal Highway
Administration, and Federal Transit Administration
spoke about the national agenda for meeting the
transportation needs of an aging society.

A pand consisting of Greg Cook, Ann Arbor
Transportation Authority; Claryce Gibbons-Allen,
Detroit Department of Transportation; Robert
KinKead, consumer representative; Ron Ristau,
Suburban Mobility Authority for Regional
Transportation; and Rose Ann Ward, MDOT, led a
group discussion in a workshop entitled “Enhancing
Alternative Transportation Options.” At theworkshop,
participants identified transportation issues impacting
the mobility of our state' selderly, aswell asthebarriers
and solutions for addressing the issues. Other
workshops explored new highway designinitiativesand
addressed the enhancement of safe mobility for the
ederly.

The Elderly and Mobility Safety Task Force, a
statewide interdisciplinary task force, has developed an
“ Elderly Mobility and Safety - the Michigan
Approach, Draft Plan of Action.”

Focus group research sessions were
conducted in April 1999 with elderly citizens and their
care givers, as well as with professionals involved in
elderly mobility and safety issues.
