8. ____________________, 20_____ is the final date to file a stipulation of uncontroverted facts and agreed admissibility of exhibits and witness.  The stipulation shall include the parties’ separate and specific written explanations as to why they did not agree to each proposed fact or the admissibility of each proposed exhibit or witness.

9. ____________________, 20_____ is the final date for the filing of dispositive motions.

10. ____________________, 20_____ is the date after which the pre-trial conference shall be scheduled.  The above date shall be after the date indicated above for the filing of the stipulation of uncontroverted facts and agreed admissibility of exhibits and witnesses. At the pre-trial conference settlement, the parties shall be prepared to discuss briefing requirements, hearing procedures, and the use of depositions and exhibits.
