SUBMITTING CERTIFICATIONS IN MEGS


1. Only MEGS Authorized Officials (Level 5) will be able to submit the certifications. The types of certifications that you will have to submit, is dependent upon your agency type. For example, an ISD may have different requirements than an LEA. To submit the certification using MEGS:

a. The agency’s MEGS Authorized Official, level 5, will log into MEGS.  On the Main Menu, in the Additional Functions Section, click on the link “Certification Menu”.
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b. Select the appropriate link

When the Authorized Official indicates agreement, the screen will present a confirmation of submission, indicating the name and the date/time of the submission.  This certification may be printed by using the Print button. 

The print button will cause the screen to re-format to allow the entire text to be printed.  A print dialog box will be presented giving the user an option to print multiple copies.  The confirmation of submission and the print option will be available through the Authorized Official’s Main Menu.  


4.   Once the certification has been submitted, the Michigan Department of Education will maintain an annual record of the agency’s submission.   Therefore, future grant applications during the year will be covered and no additional certification will be necessary.
