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FY 2001 Comprehensive Transportation
Fund Budget Important Updates

The FY 2001 Comprehensive Transportation Fund (CTF) budget
is $230,995,900, a decrease from FY 2000 of $956,100 or 0.41
percent due to a FY 2000 mid-year supplemental appropriation.

Formula Operating Assistance
The amount appropriated for formula operating assistance is

$150,652,700, an increase of $676,400 or 0.45 percent from the
previous year.  However, since budgeted eligible costs increased
7.6 percent, there will be a negative impact on the percentage of
state funds each agency will receive in the local bus operating
distribution formula.

R&E Manual and OAR 
Are Slated for Revisions

The Local Public Transit Revenue and Expense (R&E)
Manual and the accompanying Operating Assistance Report
(OAR) are being revised.  The revisions will further define
data fields to facilitate more effective database querying.  

The R&E Manual is used by transit agencies to determine
revenues and eligible expenses that are reported to the state
for local bus operating assistance.  These revenues and
expenses are reported on the OAR which will also be revised
to reflect the changes in the manual.  The OAR must be
submitted using the Public Transportation Management
System (PTMS). 

The draft changes to the Manual and accompanying
Report are posted on the PTD website (www.mdot.state.
mi.us/uptran/PTD/pub/draft.pdf) for comments.  The Manual
and Report will be reviewed by the Management Advisory
Team in August.  Per the new Administrative Rules, our goal
is to have the new and improved R&E Manual mailed out
with the 2002 Annual Application Instructions and the updated
OAR in use on PTMS by December 1, 2000.

Three intercity carriers responded to a Request for
Proposal (RFP) to operate the state-sponsored east and
west Lower Peninsula intercity bus routes. The east
route operates along US-23 between Bay City and St.
Ignace, and serves the communities of Alpena, Rogers
City, Onaway, Cheboygan and Mackinac City. The
west route operates along US-131 between Grand
Rapids and St. Ignace, and serves the communities of
Cadillac, Traverse City, Kalkaska, and Petoskey. 

Indian Trails was selected as the most responsive
bidder to the RFP.  Indian Trails has operated the east
and west routes since November 1990 and plans to add
four intercity coaches to its fleet to operate this state-
sponsored service.  Indian Trails is the oldest
continuous provider of intercity bus service in the State
of Michigan, providing transportation service to the
citizens of Michigan since 1910.

NTSB Issues Recommendations 
 to Minimize Impaired Driving

 from Legal Drugs

Prescription and over the counter medications can cause
or contribute to transit accidents as documented by many post
accident investigations.  Two of the most commonly used
medications in America, Valium and antihistamine, have been
implicated in transit accidents, and other licit (legal) drugs
have been documented in accident investigations as well.

As a result of these findings, the National Transportation
Safety Board (NTSB) has issued recommendations to
minimize further occurrence of this problem.  In the future,
you may see actions taken by the U.S. Department of
Transportation, the modal administrations, and the U.S. Food
and Drug Administration.   

MDOT will keep you informed of future related events as
they occur.  For the current situation, the Federal Transit
Administration (FTA) is strongly encouraging transit systems
to take the following two actions:  “review your current
policies with regard to operators’ use of over-the-counter and
prescription medications which could result in jeopardizing
public safety, and institute educational programs within your
systems to educate your operators about the potential dangers
of taking certain types of medications.”  FTA emphasizes that
the educational programs should be provided “immediately.”

Those transit agencies who must follow the Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA) drug and alcohol
regulations have existing regulations related to driving
impaired by licit drugs which they must follow.  However, the
above FTA  recommendations are also good guidelines for
those agencies who must follow FHWA drug regulations.
