Contract (2002-0229) between MDOT and the Mackinac Island State Park Commission will
provide Federal and State Grant funds for the purchase of snow removal equipment at the
Mackinac Island Airport in Mackinac Island, Michigan. This is a sub-grant issued pursuant
to the condition of the Block Grant given to MDOT by the Federal Aviation Administration
