Certification Specialist Position Filled: Fire marshal introduced Liam Carroll as the new
Certification Specialist at the Bureau of Fire Services. Liam is coming from Schoolcraft College.

Revised Course Summary (Handouts): Fire marshal provided council with handouts for FY21
to give an idea of how courses are going so far this year.

Fatal Fires: As of April 13", 2021, there have been 44 fatalities in 39 fires.

MI Prevention Update: The disability project is almost complete with a 31 minute video that
talks about how firefighters interact with those experiencing disabilities. The video also explains
a new Disability Network program being rolled out where the state has 15 networks and there is
a representative from Ml Prevention for each zone in the event someone is in need of a bed
shaker or a strobe, or any assistance, they can reach out to their representative.

Sonic Alert — Home Aware devices are available in limited quantity through M| Prevention.

Payment to Training Coordinators During Instructor I: Councilperson Blomstrom brought up
concerns on how training coordinators that are teaching the old Instructor Orientation during
Instructor | are being paid. Councilperson Blomstrom asked Fire Marshal Sehlmeyer to put out a
memo as to what needs to be done specifically for the payment to the training coordinators, so
the fire service is on the same page. Fire Marshal Sehimeyer mentioned that in the coming
months the IGAM will be getting updated to address this issue.

Payment of Prep Time for Multi-Week Courses (Course Codes E and H): Councilperson
Blomstrom asks council to look at Instructor I, Instructor I, and the Fire Officer classes instructor
rates of pay to also incorporate prep time prior to the class to ensure that instructors are being
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d)

paid adequately for their service. Prep time prior to the course takes time outside of the 40
hours that are paid for the class. Using Instructor | as an example, building the paperwork,
building the schedule, emailing students, setting up Navigate, and doing all the pre-course
checking of the homework, take time outside of the 40 hours that are paid for the class. If there
are 16 students in a class, it will run right through that 40 hour timeframe. When there were
federal grant classes, it allowed for one (1) hour of prep time for every four (4) hours of
instruction. Councilperson Blomstrom did not call for a motion but asks that council think of a
possible formula to provide additional compensation for these classes for the instructors.

New Wildland Courses: Dan Hammerberg proposed two (2) new Wildland courses that were
provided in the meeting packet and were requested by a couple of Wildland U.S. Forest Service
instructors. One is the S-200 Initial Attack Incident Commander and the other is FI-110 Wildland
Fire Observations and Origin Scene Protection for First Responders. The S-200 class is a 19
hour class and the FI-110 is a 6 hour class. Both would be on the regular curriculum catalog
under an “L” Couse Code and would only be able to be taught by either Michigan DNR Fire
Instructors or US Forest Service Instructors who are authorized to teach it by the National
Wildland Coordinating Group.

Only counties that actively
are doing something with mental and behavioral health are eligible to receive additional funds.

Concern is that is council comes back and have another meeting and other changes are made,
then each council member will have to go back to their groups and talk before they can approve the
new changes, if any. Today council could have come to this meeting with no changes and moved it
along and nothing would have went back to the other groups. You are here to represent your
groups and you should have an understanding of how your groups feel and you should know that
ahead of time. Changes were made but there was nothing that came out of the clear blue that you
shouldn’t be able to act on. | think you did the right thing by moving on and | look forward to having
JCAR approve this. Thanks for all your hard work.

Chairperson Tackett: I'm not really going to add too much more that everybody else didn’t say but
I’m not going to disagree or make arguments or points, but | do want to thank everyone for their
hard work for the last 2-3 years or however long you’ve been on council. | do want to thank you
guys for all your time and effort and understanding, give and take and all the other things that were
mentioned earlier.
