1. Call to Order - Chairman Charon called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

2. Meeting Minutes - Charles Nystrom moved to approve the meeting minutes from March 18, 2004.  Suzan Hensel supported the motion.  Motion carried.

3. Quarterly Certification per Sec. 408 (6)(b) – Members were presented with a question from the Department of Treasury regarding the change in the legislation which now requires quarterly certification of counties.  The language of the Act was reviewed.  Chairman Charon presented comments submitted by Paul Rogers indicating that this section was changed to allow those counties who missed the first deadline of the year to loose only one quarter’s payment.  All members agreed this is a necessary component.

In review of current compliance requirements, it is evident that all counties are compliant for the second quarter.  Charles Nystrom moved to recommend second quarter certification of all counties, including the four districts of Wayne County, to the ETSC for 2004.  Dale Gribler supported the motion.  Motion carried.

4. Additional Committee Members - Chairman Charon advised that, for audit purpose, it will be necessary to increase the number of members of this subcommittee to 7 or 9.  He will request those with interest to volunteer at the upcoming ETSC meeting.

5. Random Compliance Reviews – Board members were asked to begin developing their ideas for the random audit process.  This will require implementation soon.

6. Compliance Status Letter/Survey – Chairman Charon distributed a revised questionnaire for members to consider.  Members discussed sending a letter to all county coordinators and the four Wayne County districts to advise them again of the requirements for Phase 1 and 2.  This letter will be accompanied by a survey to gauge where they are in implementation.  This will give the members time to work with these counties to continue their pursuit of compliance and recertification for future quarterly payments.  Mr. Charon will advise the ETSC members of this process.

Charles Nystrom raised the issue of closest car concept as another component or requirement of eligibility.  Upon further discussion, members felt this was an issue to be pursued by the new state 911Coordinator.

7. Adjourn – the meeting was adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
