I.
Review of Invoices
A. Voucher 04-0023, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of the invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $8,250.00.

A motion was made by Mr. Hugh Crawford for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0023 in the total amount of $8,250.00.  Supported by Mr. Paul Styler, the motion carried.

B. Voucher 04-0027, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of the invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $4,960.00.

A motion was made by Chief Kay Hoffman for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0027 in the total amount of $4,960.00.  Supported by Mr. Hugh Crawford, the motion carried.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $38,270.23.

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D. Voucher 04-0024, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of the invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $32,925.86.

A motion was made by Chief Kay Hoffman for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0024 in the total amount of $32,925.86.  Supported by Mr. Paul Styler, the motion carried.

E. Voucher 04-0025, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of the invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $3,943.23.

A motion was made by Mr. Hugh Crawford for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0025 in the total amount of $3,943.23.  Supported by Chief Kay Hoffman, the motion carried.

F. Voucher 04-0026, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of the invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $198,958.69.

A motion was made by Chief Kay Hoffman for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0026 in the total amount of $198,958.69.  Supported by Mr. Hugh Crawford, the motion carried.

II. Invoice Returned to CMRS Subcommittee by ETSC

Voucher 04-0012, This voucher was returned by the ETSC at its March 23, 2004, meeting to the CMRS Subcommittee for further clarification of the handset deployment costs and to insure costs are not also being passed on to customers.  Subcommittee members reviewed a letter sent by the supplier indicating reimbursement is not being sought for handset related costs.  In addition, Mr. Scott Temple spoke with the supplier and summarized his findings in an e-mail to the CMRS subcommittee members.  He stated the costs are all for PDE, MSC upgrades, and other valid costs.

A motion was made by Mr. Hugh Crawford for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0012 in the total amount of $640,352.96.  Supported by Mr. Paul Styler, the motion carried.
