4.       New Business

A. Training Committee Interpretation of Section 409 (1) (d) of  Act 78.

Section 409 (1) (d) of Act 78 was broken down by sentence in the endeavor to provide the ETSC with a practicable and functional interpretation of the Act.

(1) One and one-half cents of each monthly service charge collected

under section 408 shall be available to PSAPs for training

personnel assigned to 9-1-1 centers.

Motion: 
Paul Rogers moved, that only personnel employed by primary PSAPs (wireline or wireless) established in Section 401 (12) (a) (b) (c) are included in the FTE count. Motion seconded by James Fyvie.  Motion carried

Note: The committee felt the methodology used in 401 be utilized in wireless fund distribution.

(2) A written request for money from the fund shall be made by a public safety agency or county to the committee.

It is the opinion of the Training Committee that Public Safety Agency and PSAP as used in the Act are synonymous.  It is the PSAPs responsibility to make a request to the ETSC for training funds.  Notices of fund availability  will be sent to all County Boards and PSAP’s by ETSC.  

(3) The committee shall semiannually authorize distribution of money from the fund to eligible public safety agencies or counties.
In accordance with the Act, PSAPs must qualify for the funds annually,  with semiannually distribution. 

(4) A public safety agency or county that receives money under this subdivision shall create, maintain, and make available to the committee upon request a detailed record of expenditures relating to the preparation, administration, and carrying out of activities of its

      9-1-1 training program.

A registration form for Act 32 will be modeled after the MCOLES 302 form.  Dale Rothenberger will draft the form for review on 2/14/01. The form should identify the distribution year, PSAP name, address and Federal ID number.  It should identify the number of full time eligible personnel employed during the period and total number of hours worked. The registration form will be accompanied by a letter of explanation.  Before returning the registration form to ETSC, it must be signed by the Counties Chief Administrative Officer, the  PSAP Administrator, and the Chief Financial officer.

(5) Money expended by an eligible public safety agency or county for a purpose considered unnecessary or unreasonable by the committee or the auditor general shall be repaid to the fund.

MCOLES guidelines of expenditures will be reviewed.  Suzan Henzel and James Bolger will work with Dale Rothenberger of MCOLES to develop expenditure guidelines for the training fund.

(6) Money shall be disbursed to an eligible public safety agency or county for training of PSAP personnel through courses certified by the commission on law enforcement standards only for either of the following purposes: (i) To provide basic 9-1-1 operations training (ii) to provide in-service training to employees engaged in 9-1-1 service

It is implied that “certified,” means approve or authorize.  The ETSC Training Committee should review and then recommend the appropriate training courses to MCOLES for certification.  Three (3) work groups were established to identify training criteria and guidelines.
