1.             Chairperson Nystrom called the meeting to order at 10:07 A.M.

2.             Minutes for the June 11, 2001meeting were accepted as printed

3.             The agenda was presented.  Under 4 New Business, E. Training

                                                   Fund Distribution, 2001 Guidelines was added to the agenda and

                                                   approved.

4.             New Business

A. Revision of ETSC form 201.  ETSC form 201 was changed to

      TC-34D.  Dale Rothenberger, MCOLES requested that the form be

      changed from ETSC 201 to TC-34D to correspond and comply with

      MCOLES in house system.  The D delineates dispatcher training.

Procedures for Reviewing TC-34D.  Under Authority the wording was corrected to read “The subcommittee has been given the authority by ETSC to recommend approval of training courses eligible for reimbursement from the ETSC Training Fund.”   Changes were also made under Approval reading “If the Training Subcommittee recommends the approval of the course request, the vendor will be notified by MCOLES and MCOLES will register the course.”  

MCOLES/ETSC Training Approval & Appeal Process Chart.  The Subcommittee reviewed the MCOLES/ETSC Training Approval & Appeal Process chart that was presented by Dale Rothenberger of MCOLES.  The word denied was deleted and replaced with the word disapproved. MOTION: Thomas Altland moved to accept changing ETSC form 201 from ETSC 201 to MCOLES form TC-34D with attachments Procedures for Reviewing and the MCOLES/ETSC Training Approval / Appeal Process chart.  William Charon supported the motion.  MOTION CARRIED

Hermina Kramp of MCOLES presented the Subcommittee with MCOLES guideline information for the blue mark sense data collection forms. Herm was concerned that the general information guidelines was to strongly worded.  Subcommittee members applauded the work done by Ms. Kramp and MCOLES and supported the document as written.  Prior to a vendor and/or instructor presenting an approved/certified-training course,  MCOLES will mail them a blue mark sense data collection form.

MOTION: Thomas Altland moved to accept the MCOLES document as written with emphasize that the document must be returned to MCOLES immediately after the completion of each session of the training course.  Craig Swenson supported the motion.  MOTION CARRIED

B. Basic/Operational Training taskforce report and
C. Management/Supervisor taskforce report.  Both taskforce chairpersons reported that there was nothing to report at this time.  Dale Rothenberger of MCOLES reported that only four (4) approval/certification requests have been submitted to MCOLES at this time.  All PSAP Directors or Managers are encouraged to communicate with prospective vendors and advise them to get registered with MCOLES immediately.  

Considerable conversation exchange took place over the Basic/Operational Training taskforce and the Management/Supervisor taskforce responsibility to the Training Subcommittee concerning approval or disapproval of vendors, training courses and/or instructors. 

MOTION:  Paul Rogers moved that the training subcommittee task forces shall submit their recommendations for approval or disapproval of training course to the Training subcommittee.  Harriet Miller-Brown supported the motion. MOTION CARRIED

D. Acceptance / Certification of submitted ETSC 101 forms.  As of this date, ETSC had received 144 ETSC 101 forms from Primary PSAPS. Subcommittee members paired up and where given 18 ETSC 101 forms to review. (1) No member could review their own application.  (2) Each group listed the Primary PSAPs name and certified that the PSAP provided all requested information on the application, (3) verified that the requestor was in fact a Primary PSAP, (4) verified that the calculations on the application were accurate and (5) three different individuals signed the application.

      The subcommittee as a whole then reviewed all applications a second

      time. Inquiries were made with the following agencies to verify the

      total number of FTE’s submitted on their application were correct:

      Allen Park PD, Antrim Co CD, Detroit PD, MSP, 

      Ingham Co/Lansing PD, Madison Heights, Otsego Co CD,

      Sumpter Twp PD, Belleview PD, Taylor PD, Warren PD, Wayne Co

                                     CD.  Pleasant Ridge PD application was temporarily withheld for not 

     having three different signatures.  Auburn Hills PD application was 

     rejected for submitting after the July 2, 2001 due date. (Post marked

      7/9/01). 

      The subcommittee authorized the chairperson to verified the disputed

       information with each agency and report his findings to the ETSC.

This was the first approval or certification procedure by the subcommittee and definitely a learning process.  It is felt that the ETSC form 101 must be amended prior to the next application period.   A revised form should include only FTEs (dispatchers and supervisors) that are directly involved with 911 call taking.  Police Chiefs, Sheriffs, Post Commanders or Fire Chiefs should not be eligible to receive wireless training funds.  The next application should include the name, SS # and work title for each FTE position applied for.  It should also include the population served by the applying Primary PSAP.

Approximately 46 eligible Primary PSAPs did not apply for the monies from the wireless training fund.

Connie Ross of the Department of Treasury reported that there would be $421,009.00 available for distribution in August.  That amount was collected between January, 2000 and December 31, 2000.

MOTION: It was moved by Dale Rothenberger that the August, 2001 wireless training fund payment distribution shall be from funds collected between January, 2000 and December 31, 2000.  The February 2002 payment distribution will come from funds collected between January 1, 2001 and December 31, 2001.   William Charon supported the motion. MOTION CARRIED

As of this writing (7-24-01), all disputed 101 applications have been verified as accurate on their face or the FTE numbers have been acceptably amended.  All ETSC 101forms have been returned to Denise Fox at MSP Hqts. and an accurate count of 1808 FTE’s from 143 Primary PSAPs have been given to Connie Ross at the Michigan Department of State Treasury.

E. 9-1-1 Center Personnel Training Fund Distribution – 2001 Guidelines. Corrections were made to the 2001 Guidelines.  ** Draft – June 11, 2001 – Draft ** is deleted.  In section II Eligibility under 1. Registration. “Note: Registration for the year 2001 shall include registration for year 2002.” is deleted.  Under 2. Report of Expenditures the last sentence “2002” is deleted.  Under V. Distributions page 3, second paragraph NOTE: The initial distribution will be made in August 2001, from revenue collected between January 2000 and June 2001.  June 200l is deleted and replaced with December 31, 2000.  Delete: Future distributions will be made on the last day of June and December of each year.

5. General Comments - Dale Rothenberger again emphasized that the ETSC, MCDA, APCO, NENA, Counties, Directors and PSAP managers must make every effort to inform Vendors and Instructors of the importance of completing form TC-34D as soon as possible.
