Chairman Hensel called the meeting to order at 10:10 am.

Participants conducted round table self introductions.

3)
The agenda was approved by consensus.

4)
The minutes of the June 26th meeting had been previously distributed to committee members.  Motion by Andy Goldberger (St. Joseph County), supported by Marcia Bianconi (Western Wayne), to approve the minutes; approved unanimously.

5)
Old Business

A) Nextel participation – Scott Temple (SCB) introduced Joe Zubok who will be representing Nextel.

B) Consultant – as Ralph Gould was not present, the Chair tabled the item.

6)
New Business

A) Allowable expenses – Chairman Hensel relayed to the Committee that there was concern voiced at the last ETSC meeting regarding the expenditures that would be allowed pursuant to the legislation.  There was a lot of discussion and a suggestion to draft a checklist.  Paul Rogers read applicable sections of Public Act 78 of 1999 §409(1)(b) & (c):  “. . . Money received by a county under this subdivision shall only be used to implement the wireless emergency service order and this act.  . . . Money expended under this subdivision for a purpose considered unnecessary or unreasonable by the committee or the auditor general to implement the wireless emergency service order and this act shall be repaid to the fund.”  Rogers suggested that a disclaimer be added to the checklist: “By way of example, but not limitation, the following are either allowed or disallowed wireless fund expenditures.”  Joe Rebh moved to take amended document with Paul Rogers’ disclaimer to ETSC; Charlie Nystrom supported; motion passed unanimously.

B) Distribution of documents to counties – Chairman Hensel advised that ETSC had approved draft documents at their last meeting (check list, letters, etc.) that were to be mailed out.  As of this date, nothing has been sent.

C) MCDA update by Paul Rogers – A list of wireless carriers and contacts was distributed.  Paul requested contact by anyone with additions or corrections.  The letter sent requested a start date of September 1, 2000, and Paul anticipates a large meeting of the 30 counties MCDA represents and the carriers to be set up after that date.  Rackeline Hoff (AT&T Wireless) gave an update of mail processing and staffing procedures within AT&T and Scott Temple explained staffing, etc. at SCB.  Mike Sexton (Ameritech 911) reminded committee members of the wireline/network involvement.  Bob Currier (SCC) explained the process of implementation and SCC’s procedures for boundary maps, routing etc.  He also advised that fine tuning will be an ongoing effort even after implementation – how often maps are printed is determined by need.  Scott Temple advises that RF updates are provided quarterly, but new cell sites are added as they occur.

Marsha Bianconi raised the issue of “211” for human services hotline.  Bob Currier explained efforts in Ohio and Indiana related to these additional numbers.  Mike Sexton reminded committee that MPSC is still reviewing 211 access.  Suzan Hensel advised that Midland County will be cutting over 211 service in the next few weeks, with a database staff person assigned.  Century Tel and Ameritech advised that parts of Midland County may not have 211.  XYpoint advised that NENA and APCO initially opposed additional 3-digit dialing.

Scott Temple asked Joe Zubok to explain Nextel “9 key” dialing 911 problem.  Nextel has distributed an information flyer to its customers explaining the problem.  Ameritech phones have similar capability if so programmed.

Susan Sherwood advised that Sprint phones should no longer have a one-button 911 capability.  Suzan Hensel advised that Nextel has call-routing problems to appropriate PSAPs and Joe Zubok will address them.

Shirley Razmus (MSP Rockford) advises Gene Adamczyk will be her replacement in MSP Communications.

Joe Rebh reminded attendees of the upcoming AMUG meeting on September 28th – Roger Hickson (Ameritech) and Norm Forsche (NENA) will do a presentation on wireless, similar to Petoskey presentation in July.

Suzan Hensel advised of a letter she received from Leelanau County Administrator regarding database issues that were unresolved by Ameritech & SCC; she will refer the issue to AMUG.
