In 2003, Attorney General Mike Cox appointed Mr. Ianni Director of the newly formed Consumer Protection Bureau.  In August of 2004, he was appointed by the Attorney General to another newly formed position-Director, Homeland Security and Special Projects, where he is responsible for coordinating emergency legal response training for all state Attorneys General.
