Due to a prior commitment, Lt. Col. Peter Munoz was unable to attend today’s meeting. In his absence Ms. Harriet Miller – Brown opened the meeting with requests for changes or updates to the agenda.
Review of Senate Bill 1267 
Sgt. Matt Bolger reviewed Senate Bill 1267.  Changes extend from his request regarding an incident in Kalamazoo County. Their suicide hotline received a call and was able to give out the phone number to a

9-1-1 operator, but was unable to give out address information since the call did not originate through the

9-1-1 database.  The law was originally written to prohibit the use of the 9-1-1 database for reasons not related to a 9-1-1 call. New changes would allow for public safety agencies to access the 9-1-1 database to respond with community notification systems to emergency events that are dangerous or threaten individual or public safety and also to alert users of imminent danger. This is not to be used for requests for fundraisers, etc.  Improper use of this feature will be considered a misdemeanor. The current Energy & Technology committee chair would like to review this in couple years to see if the wireless industry would be able to participate.   Sgt. Bolger added that if there are questions or concerns to contact him and he will pass along to Sen. Bruce Patterson. He also noted that Sen. Patterson would like to make this bill a Public Act by the end of the 2004 session. 
Review of Senate Bill 1339    
Mr. Ralph Gould reviewed Senate Bill 1339 regarding multi-line telephone service (MLTS). He discussed examples of how the State of Minnesota wrote their MLTS/PBX bill. Mr. Gould discussed this with others in the industry and was advised that the group should either produce a document that has many

exemptions or with a generous timetable.  It was also suggested that they find groups who would support this issue such as local Chamber of Commerce’s, etc. The suggested timelines are 5-10 years for technical requirements and implementation schedules.  It would also be safer to add in technical requirements now.  Sgt. Bolger recommends asking for a timeline of three years. Large employers will have the largest opposition to this bill. There was some brief discussion regarding the language to be used for the effective dates, waiver provisions and enforcement. Sgt. Bolger recommended the group meet with the Michigan Public Service Commission (MPSC) to begin with.  They would be able to give members advice on how to proceed. He also alerted the LAS members this bill will expire at the end of this year – they will need to find a new sponsor to work with in the legislature.   
Review of Position Draft Paper 

Ms. Miller-Brown reviewed the latest version of the LAS Position Paper with the group. The LAS members are in agreement with this document. Prior to the meeting,  Mr. Scott Temple notified Ms. Miller-Brown that the CMRS industry generally agrees with the document as written.  A formal motion was made to accept this position paper as amended, all in attendance supported, the motion was carried.  The next step will be to move the paper to the ETSC for full committee approval.  Ms. Miller-Brown would like to use this document as in invitation for the legislature to work with ETSC on revising the 9-1-1 statute, including an evaluation of 9-1-1 funding. The committee is not going to make a recommendation regarding funding at this point as it is going to require a collaborative effort and more consideration than can be done in the paper.
Additional Discussion – Ms. Miller-Brown requested another LAS meeting in January 2005 to further work on Senate Bills 1267 and 1339 and possible issues for the next legislative session.  
The meeting was adjourned at 12:00 p.m.
