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The meeting of the ETSC Legislative Action Subcommittee was called to order at 10:15 a.m. by Lt. Col. Peter Munoz, chair of the subcommittee.

Lt. Colonel Munoz noted he is the new representative for the Michigan State Police to the ETSC and thus will chair this subcommittee.  Capt. Tom Miller will wrap-up the rewrite issue at today’s meeting.  Lt. Colonel Munoz gave special thanks to Mr. Jim Fyvie for hosting the meeting.

I.
Overview of Master Table

Capt. Tom Miller reviewed the master table listing all the issues considered by the workgroups.  After the subcommittee comes to consensus on the individual issues, they will be moved forward to the full ETSC for review and approval.  Captain Miller noted that issues which the workgroup leaders decided not to pursue have been left on the master table.  However, once agreement is reached by the subcommittee, those issues will be removed and not included in the package to the ETSC.

Mr. Joe Geshel from the Legislative Services Bureau will work with the bill sponsor to amend the act and assure no conflict among sections.  He stated preference is to amend a standing act and not write an entirely new one.  Mr. Geshel further noted that he works on the bill for the Legislator who requests him.  It is a confidential relationship whereby information is not shared with others unless the Legislator authorizes it.        Mr. Geshel further noted that over 3,500 bill requests have been received thus far and the length of time to get a bill addressed depends on what they are told by the Speaker.

Mr. Paul Rogers will address the issue of identifying a focus group to serve as a central or core group at the next ETSC meeting.  The group will follow the rewrite, be available to assist where needed, and assure language is acceptable to each organization represented on the ETSC.  Mr. Rogers stated he would mimic the procedure used previously to follow the bill through the process.

II.
Review of Draft Issues

Issue 1A:
Wireless Surcharge Sunset
A question was addressed regarding the parity issue and why it was not included.  The workgroup members present indicated that the parity portion was the specific issue that made it difficult for them as a group to come up with a recommendation.  There were many differing viewpoints on this issue.  The last time the workgroup leaders met, the only item brought back to the workgroup to deal with was the prepaid phone cards.

A recommendation was made to establish a workgroup to look into this issue.  Captain Miller noted that if this is done, the workgroup will need to be on the fast track to get this accomplished by the March 28, 2003, ETSC meeting.  Captain Miller will move further discussion of this item to the end of today’s meeting.

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 1A, Wireless Surcharge Sunset, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

It was noted that the surcharge in “user” needs to be changed from $.052 to $.52.

Issue IB:
Repeal of Act
A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 1B, Repeal of Act, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

Issue 2:
Multi Line Telephone System (MLTS) Technology
A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 2, Multi Line Telephone System (MLTS) Technology, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

Mr. David Vehslage noted he might have additional thoughts on this issue as it moves forward.

Issue 3:
Penalty and Interest Assessments on CMRS Late Payments

The workgroup has recommended the issue not be pursued at the present time.

Issue 4A:
Prepaid Wireless Surcharge

Captain Miller noted there was discussion at previous meetings that NENA was looking into this on a national level.  However, the workgroup felt the issue needs to be moved forward.

Mr. Scott Temple noted that the wireless industry, in general, will oppose this issue.

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 4A, Prepaid Wireless Surcharge, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.  Opposing was Mr. Scott Temple.

Issue 4B:
Annual Reporting and Accounting
A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 4B, Annual Reporting and Accounting, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

Issue 5:
ETSC Rule Making Authority

The workgroup has recommended the issue not be pursued at the present time.

Issue 6:
Registration Requirement for Any Service System Resellers 

Providing Access to 9-1-1 in Michigan/Registration Requirement for CLECS in Michigan

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 6, Registration Requirement for Any Service System Resellers Providing Access to 9-1-1 in Michigan/Registration Requirement for CLECS in Michigan, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

It was noted that this issue could be dependent on the state coordinator position.  It may need to be tweaked.

Item 7:

Third-Party Access to CMRS Fund (Tariff)

Captain Miller introduced language to be added under “issue to be addressed.”  The second paragraph should have the end language “this portion of the law should be rethought” removed and replaced with “this portion of the statute should be restructured to allow a LEC that has not contributed to the CMRS fund be permitted to receive reimbursement for allowable expenditures made to implement the wireless service order.”

In addition, Items 1 and 3 should be removed and item 2 changed to read “(ILEC) that are 9-1-1 Service Providers and have incurred expenses…”

A recommendation was also made to change the title of this issue to “9-1-1 Service Provider Access.”

Mr. Scott Temple noted that the wireless industry, in general, will fight this issue.  He indicated one or possibly two carriers would have no opinion and the remainder would be dead set against it.

Captain Miller noted that this issue and its language may be dependent on the outcome of the Barry County lawsuit.  His recommendation is to move forward with this issue and let the ETSC decide if they want to move this issue on.  He further noted that third party access is an issue for the CMRS sub-committee.

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 7, Third-Party Access to CMRS Fund (Tariff), in the legislative rewrite deleting Items 1 and 3 and adding the language introduced by Capt. Tom Miller.  The MOTION CARRIED.  Opposed were Mr. Scott Temple and Mr. David Vehslage.  Abstaining was Mr. Robert Currier.

A question was raised regarding projected expenses and if they could be determined.  Ms. Regina Bell and Mr. Temple will investigate and provide information back to the committee.

A MOTION was made and seconded to rename the issue “9-1-1 Service Provider Access to CMRS Fund.”  The MOTION CARRIED.

Issue 8:
All Service Providers Release of Customer Information in

Emergency Situations (Subpoena Process, Etc.)

Sgt. Matt Bolger reviewed a letter from the Kalamazoo County Prosecuting Attorney that references this issue and why it needs to be addressed.

A recommendation was made to change the title to “Emergency Service Provider Release of Customer Information in Emergency Situations.”  In addition, change “Emergency Dispatcher” to “Service Provider” under “Recommended Additions, Modifications, Eliminations.”

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 8, Emergency Service Provider Release of Customer Information in Emergency Situations (Subpoena Process, Etc.) in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

Issue 9:
Bogus Wireless 9-1-1 Calls

The workgroup has recommended the issue not be pursued at the present time.

Issue 10:
MSP Access to Wireless Funds

Change---delete “to” under “Recommended Additions, Modifications, Eliminations,” second paragraph, sixth line.

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 10, MSP Access to Wireless Funds, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED. Ms. Suzan Hensel opposed.

Issue 11:
County Certification for Wireless Calls

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 11, County Certification for Wireless Calls, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

A question was raised if an appeals process should be in place.  Mr. Rogers noted this could be addressed after the ETSC has considered the issue.

Issue 12:
Un-initialized Initiative
The workgroup has recommended the issue not be pursued at the present time.

Issue 13:
Michigan 9-1-1 Coordinator

Captain Miller noted that the subject of where the position would be housed in state government was not addressed.  However, workgroup members realize the Governor’s Office and Legislature would make that decision.  The preference within the PSAPs is for the position to be housed within MSP.

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 13, Michigan 9-1-1 Coordinator, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

Mr. Temple inquired on the funding source as it is not clearly defined.  Mr. Rogers said discussion had centered around a penny a month, but no firm recommendation given.  The intention is to get the issue started.

Issue 14:
Alternate Uses for 9-1-1 Databases/Accessibility to 9-1-1 Databases

“Emergency Service Responders” should be changed to “Emergency Service Providers.”

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 14, Alternate Uses for 9-1-1 Databases/Accessibility to 9-1-1 Databases, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

Issue 15:
Qualified Obligation (Debt Retirement on Surcharge Ballot 

Proposals)

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 15, Qualified Obligation (Debt Retirement on Surcharge Ballot Proposals), in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

Issue 16:
PSAP Certification for Direct Payment of Wireless Funds

A MOTION was made and seconded to recommend to the full ETSC the inclusion of Issue 16, PSAP Certification for Direct Payment of Wireless Funds, in the legislative rewrite.  The MOTION CARRIED.

Issue 17:
Telecommunicator Certification/Funding of MCOLES Tracking to 

Assure Proper Use of Funds

The workgroup has recommended the issue not be pursued at the present time.

III.
Parity Issue

A workgroup chaired by Mr. Paul Rogers was formed to look into this issue.  Workgroup members will be:  Ms. Regina Bell, Ms. Patricia Coates, Sheriff Dale Gribler, Mr. Jim Fyvie, Ms. Harriett Miller-Brown, Mr. Scott Temple, and Mr. David Vehslage.  The workgroup will meet prior to the March 28, 2003, ETSC meeting.
