1. 2002 Report to the Legislature
A primary focus of this meeting was to review the draft 2002 Report to the Legislature which is due August 30, 2002.  Input was recorded and a draft copy of the updated report will be redistributed to subcommittee members within the next week.  Subcommittee members were asked to review the updated draft as soon as they receive it and provide any additional comments to Linda Cwiek by July 31, 2002.  The final draft will be presented to the full ETSC for approval at its August 19 meeting.

2.
Legislative Issues

Concerns and recommended changes to existing legislation will be identified at the next Legislative Action Subcommittee meeting.  At that time, work groups will be formed from subcommittee members and other interested parties to research specific issues.  A standard format will be used to gather information on each issue, to include the specifics of each topic to be addressed, the current statutory language and any recommended changes, potential cost implications, and any potential political implications.

A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the many new technologies coming our way and whether the subcommittee’s focus should be on amending existing legislation or on drafting entirely new legislation to address the funding of 9-1-1 service in Michigan.  It was the consensus of the group that the most pressing need is to work toward the extension of the January 1, 2004, sunset of Section 408 to ensure the continuation of the wireless surcharge.  Other changes, including an extensive review of how 9-1-1 is funded within the state, will require more time to research and develop.

MOTION by Mr. Gould, seconded by Ms. Marsha Bianconi, that the Subcommittee take all action possible to support extension of the surcharge sunset from January 1, 2004, as listed in section 408, to December 31, 2006.  MOTION PASSED.

Captain Miller requested any additional legislative issues not already identified be submitted to Linda Cwiek for incorporation into an inclusive list for assignment on August 19.  Anyone who would like to volunteer to work on a particular issue was asked to submit their name to Linda before the next subcommittee meeting so work groups can be assigned at that time.
