Statewide, the Michigan Department of Education received nominations for 35 science and 25 mathematics teachers.

The PAEMST program was established in 1983 by The White House and is sponsored by the National Science Foundation.  The program identifies outstanding mathematics and science teachers, kindergarten through 12th grade, in each state and the four U.S. jurisdictions.  Traditionally, PAEMST award winners are leaders in the improvement of science and mathematics education.

Annually, a national panel of distinguished scientists, mathematicians, and educators recommends teachers from each state and jurisdiction to receive the award.  Presidential awardees receive a $10,000 honorarium from the National Science Foundation, attend recognition events in Washington D.C., and receive a Presidential Citation.
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
