ASSESSMENT (Student Performance):  Students will write and defend 5 school policies for their own hypothetical school.

FIELD EXPERIENCE CONNECTING ACTIVITY:  Cadets will compare/contrast the policies of the field site with those of the high school and explain the similarities and differences.
