	· Lead students in reviewing their self-evaluative information from Unit 2; from this information have them list at least 10 values they have about their future career (i.e., work with young children, help students improve their physical condition, work with children who can demonstrate independent thought, etc.)
	· Review your self-evaluative information from Unit 2

· List 10 values you have for your future career in education

	· Have students rank order their listed values (1-10; “1” being most important to them) and write these on the appropriate “values” lines on the matrix
	· Rank order your values

· Remove a decision-making matrix from the workbook

· Write in values on the appropriate lines on the decision-making matrix

	· Direct students to write their 3 favorite options in the option boxes (across the top)
	· Write in 3 favorite options in the options box

	· Lead students in comparing their value with the option (i.e. working with small children – does an elementary school teacher do this?  If yes, circle the points)
	· Compare values to options and circle the corresponding points

· Add up the total points for each option (by column)

· Determine which option is the best decision (based on points)

	· Lead students in discussing their decision
	· Discuss decisions with the class


ASSESSMENT (student performance):  Student’s decision-making matrixes will be assessed based on the following criteria:  did the student list their values (based on prior self evaluation)?  Are there 3 options listed?  Were the values evaluated correctly against the options?

FIELD EXPERIENCE CONNECTING ACTIVITY: Students will work with their Supervising Teacher in choosing an appropriate field experience based on their decision.
