	· Discuss the concept of the effective educator

· Lead students in reading p. 9-19 from Wong
	· Discuss the effective educator

· Read p. 9-19

	· From this reading, lead the cadets in creating a list of qualities of a professional educator
	· Brainstorm a list of qualities of a professional educator

	· Lead students in writing a description of “The Teacher I Will Be” based on their reaction to the reading
	· Write a description of “The Teacher I Will Be

	· Discuss that you will be showing a movie that has the theme of education 

· Inform students that they will be comparing and contrasting the main character to the “Teacher I Will Be”
	· View the movie

· Take notes (as necessary)

· Compare and contrast the main character with “The Teacher I Will Be”

	· Discuss methods of writing a comparison paper with the students.
	· Write a short paper describing the main character, how they feel they will be like the main character, and how they feel they will differ from the main character

	· Lead students in sharing their insight from the movie
	· Share your insight from the movie with the class


ASSESSMENT (student performance):  The students’ short papers will be assessed using the following criteria:  the main character was described accurately, the student utilized supporting statements to compare and contrast themselves to the main character.

FIELD EXPERIENCE CONNECTING ACTIVITY: Cadets will write a “movie review” about the movie that would be made about their field site.  (Who will play the lead?  Who would play their character?  Would it be a drama or a comedy?)

AUTHOR’S COMMENT:  You could utilize this lesson plan as a weekend homework assignment and the students could choose their movie from the Recommended Resources list.
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
