ASSESSMENT (Student Performance):  Students need to figure their pay salary based on first year of contract. They will add up their extra duty pay, but deduct taxes (roughly 28 percent). Then they need to deduct rent, utilities, transportation, social expenses, school loans, and miscellaneous bills.   They need to be able to keep track of pay coming in and going out.
FIELD EXPERIENCE CONNECTING ACTIVITY: This is real life! The cadet needs to find out how much rent is per month, and utility bills.  The student may already have a car loan and car insurance, if they do not then find out from a car dealer what the cost of a car is per month.   They could ask their co-operating teacher about their extra assignments, if they continued with their education past a bachelor’s degree, and if they have any suggestions.

AUTHOR’S COMMENTS:  Students liked to see this money issue.  I tied in the salary discussion with site based and union discussions.  When I invited the site-based member to come and talk we had the new contract in front of everyone.
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
