Talent Show:  If You Wouldn’t Say it in Person, Why Say it Online?
(Ad Council and McGruff, the Crime Dog)
Length: 47 seconds
Teacher walks on stage:  “Okay Lindsey, you're up.”

Students in audience start to clap.

Lindsey walks onstage: “Today we’re going to talk about Patty.”

[Screen changes to feature a young white girl with a smile]. 

Lindsey: “Patty's best characteristics she's stupid … stupid and ugly.”

[Screen focuses on Patty’s face now a hurt expression].

[Screen focus on an African-American classmate who looks surprised]. 

Lindsey:  “Everything she does is ugly.  Watch her eat … watch her stuff her face.”

[Screen focus on a white girl who appears to be looking at Patty … looking embarrassed – not knowing what to do].

Lindsey: “Look at her … greasy hair, dirty fingernails.  It makes me want to vomit.”

[Screen changes to feature Patty’s face with no expression]. 

Lindsey: “Her dad doesn't work, they have no money. That's why she wears that nasty pink sweater.  I don't think she ever changes her underwear.”

[Screen focus on a white girl who appears to be looking away – does not know what to do].

Lindsey: “That's why she looks so stupid. Doesn't she look stupid?”  

[Screen changes to feature Patty’s with hurt/shocked expression]. 

Lindsey: “Everyone hates her … even the teachers and they're supposed to like everyone.  Get a life Patty.  Thank you.” 

Words appear on screen.   If you wouldn't say it in person, why say it online?  Delete cyber bullying. Don't write it. Don't forward it.
