Ken – Lo-lo just don’t respond to her.  Save the text messages and if she doesn’t stop, you’re going to have to tell your parents or something.

Lo – Alight.  How did she even get my cell number in the first place?

Ken – How should I know?  She probably swiped it from my phone.

Lo – Great, hunh!

Ken – This is why she’s my ex-girlfriend.

Lo’s phone vibrates indicating that she got a text message

Ken – Because she does stuff like this!

Lo – I know but I hate being called names.

Ken – Yeah but it’s not like they are true.  Don’t let something like this ruin your day.  Let’s just eat.  Sasha!

Sasha the squirrel has eaten all of Ken’s lunch.

Ken & Lo laugh.

Scene goes black.

Scene opens on words.

Male Narrator – What is cyberbullying?

Male Student – Ah, threats they can receive through the Internet either by email or comments

Lo – Look I just got like 5 of these last night on IM and 3 more today on my cell.

Female Student – Cyberbullying is when anybody tries to contact you in a mean way.

Lo – I know but I hate being called names.

Male Student – It is basically like trash talk through technology

Male Narrator – Why do people cyberbully?

Female Student – I think people cyberbully because they want to feel better about themselves.

Female Student – It’s like they probably just don’t got a life.  They just like to bother people or just like to get attention from it.

Ken – Whoa!  Who’s sending you those?

Lo – It’s your ex-girlfriend Ken!  She thinks you and I are going out!

Male Student - They don’t have the courage to stand to your face and say it.  So they have to hide behind some type of screen.

Male Narrator – Have you ever been cyberbullied?

Female Student – Yeah I was before.  On her MySpace page she has her boyfriend send me a message that if you don’t stop giving my girls number out, I’ll kill you and all this stuff.

Female Student – I do have one friend that she received a really mean text message on her phone.

Ken – Listen, she should not be saying those things to you.

Male Narrator – what would you do if you were cyberbullied?

Female Student – Just ignore it and hopefully it would stop.

Ken – Just don’t respond to her

Male Student – I would keep the mail or whatever they are sending me.

Ken – Save the text messages.

Male Student – I would end my profile and I’d immediately get off the site.

Female Student – Umm, if it continued I’d probably let someone know.

Male Narrator – Why is cyberbullying a bad idea?
