The U.S. Census Bureau introduced the Geographic Support System Initiative to achieve a continuously maintained and 
highly accurate address list to support its data collection and tabulation efforts for all censuses and surveys.  The 
American Community Survey, which provides annual, detailed characteristics of the population at small-area geography 
levels, the Population Estimates Program, the economic censuses, and all the current surveys benefit from an accurate 
address list.  Working in concert with partners, the Census Bureau is collecting geospatial data to support this ambitious 
effort.  In addition, the Boundary and Annexation Survey (BAS) is planned for 2015.  BAS provides an opportunity to 
ensure that the Bureau has up-to-date and accurate boundaries for data tabulation and publication.
