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Employers can't retaliate against workers for taking time away from
work under these circumstances, but you must notify your employer.
If necessary, file a complaint with MIOSHA. Learn more at Michigan.gov/MIOSHAcomplaint.
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Begin home isolation for 10 days. Begin home quarantine for 14 days.

Monitor yourself for symptoms.

After 10 days, you may end home
isolation if you meet these criteria:

If you must leave home, every person regardless of health,
should cover their nose and mouth with a homemade mask,
scarf, bandana or handkerchief, especially when a 6-feet
distance is difficult to maintain.
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* People with conditions that weaken their immune system might need to stay home longer than 10 days.
Always follow the advice of your healthcare provider. All processes on this chart are for the general public. They
do not specifically apply to workers at a health-care facility, first responders and prison employees.
