GUIDELINES FOR ESTABLISHING A GED TESTING CENTER

To Whom It May Concern:

Thank you for inquiring about the General Educational Development (GED) testing program.  We will review the plans you have designed to serve potential testing needs in your community and the possibility of your institution becoming an official GED Testing Center in the State of Michigan to administer the GED Tests.

Included with this letter are (1) guidelines for requesting authorization to establish a GED testing center and preparing a Statement of Interest;  (2) Application to Establish a GED Testing Center (Appendix A); (3) GEDTS Form 75-2, Official GED Testing Center Compliance Checklist (Appendix B); and (4) information about test scheduling and fees.  If an application is approved for the first part of the process, a Request to Establish an Official Testing Center Form L-75 will be mailed requesting more detailed information.

Note:  The GED Testing Service (GEDTS) makes the final determination on the establishment of all Official GED Testing Centers.
