Michigan
 (FY2010):

· There was an increase of the complaints that were investigated: 2001, 54.08% (70,784); 2009 61.19% (71,780); and 64.98 % in 2010 (78,893).  
· In 2010 27% of investigations resulted in evidence of abuse or neglect.  
· Of the 78,893 confirmed investigations in 2010 (an increase of 1,517 over 2008), a total of 21,401 complaints were confirmed representing 32,531 identified victims (an increase of 179 over 2009).
· 38 percent of victims were under the age of four.
· In approximately 79 percent of all cases, the perpetrator is the parent.

· Since the first year that the Five Category Disposition data became available (FY2002), the distribution of investigation dispositions has remained consistent. Twenty-two to twenty-seven percent are category I, II, or III (confirmed - preponderance of evidence), and 72 to 78 percent are category IV or V (no preponderance of evidence). In FY20010 those percentages were 27 and 72, respectively.

· In a study by Caldwell & Noor (2005), costs of child abuse in Michigan were estimated at $1,827,694,855. The costs of prevention are a fraction of the costs of abuse.  Cost savings ranged from 96% to 98% depending on the prevention model tested.

: (FY2009)
· An estimated 690,869 children were victims of maltreatment.


· An estimated 2.9 million children received a CPS investigation or assessment. 


· An estimated 1,825 children in 2010 (compared to 1,770 children in 2009) died from abuse or neglect.
· During 2009, 76 percent of victims experienced neglect, 23 percent were physically abused, 11 percent were sexually abused, and 9 percent were psychologically maltreated.
· The consequences of child abuse cost the country at least $103.8 billion annually, costing the average American family approximately $942 each year.
