That the lands upon which this restrictive covenant is imposed have been or will hereafter be used as a sanitary landfill, and that neither they, nor their servants, agents, employees, nor any of the heirs, successors, lessees or assigns shall (or shall by their leave or sufferance permit others to) engage in filling, grading, excavating, drilling, or mining of the lands and premises above described until 50 years after completion of all landfill activity upon the same, unless written authorization therefore is obtained from the Director of the Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy and that the state of Michigan or any municipality may in addition to any other remedy available at law bring an action for an injunction or other process against any person, county, or municipality to restrain or prevent any violation of the restrictive covenant hereby imposed upon the subject premises.
