(Material) in question and the use of the Material comply with all conditions of the Designation of Inertness #17-I-003 for Lead Painted Concrete (Designation). I have enclosed a map of the location depicting the location of reuse. 

The following conditions of the Designation have been met:

· The Material is not regulated under the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) or as a hazardous waste pursuant to Part 111, Hazardous Waste Management, of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act (NREPA).
· The Material is generated from floors, ceiling, and/or walls only and does not include material from pits, sumps, or trenches.
· The Material will only be used as general fill material on the property where it was generated according to generally accepted engineering standards.
· The Material will not be placed within 4 feet of the seasonal high groundwater table and will not come into contact with the waters of the state of Michigan.
· The Material shall not be placed in a wetland or flood plain without proper authorization by the DEQ.
· This Material will not be mixed with other wastes that are not inert as defined by Part 115 of the NREPA.
· The Material will be processed, transported, and used in compliance with Part 55, Air Pollution Control, of the NREPA.
· The Material may be disposed in accordance with Part 115 of the NREPA at a properly licensed solid waste disposal facility or at an out-of-state facility in accordance with that state’s solid waste disposal regulations.
· The use of the Material will not cause the creation of a “facility” as defined by Part 201, Environmental Remediation, of the NREPA.  Activity inconsistent with this Designation does not constitute a permitted release as defined in Part 201 of the NREPA.
