	Medicaid card/number/records sent to caregiver within 5 days.
Enrolled in/attending school within 5 days.
If child is attending same school, discuss transportation plan.

	Caregiver Visit

	Child medical/dental/mental health – medication, physician, diagnosis, concerns, appointments, treatment, follow-up care, and therapy updates. Date of child’s last physical exam and last dental exam.
Child behaviors – worker/caregiver concerns, developmental milestones.
Education – school status/performance, behaviors, and services provided.
Caregiver tasks required to meet child’s needs (completed/attempted).
Caregiver family adjustment to child’s placement.
Permanency plan and how shared with the caregiver.
Any CPS complaint made since last visit.
For relative placements, if the relative is pursuing foster care licensure, obtain update on progress towards achieving a license.

	Human Trafficking

	A sex trafficking victim is defined as an individual subject to the recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision, obtaining, patronizing or soliciting of a person for the purpose of a commercial sex act or who is a victim of a severe form of trafficking in persons in which a commercial sex act is induced by force, fraud, or coercion, or in which the person induces to perform he act is under 18 years old.

Assess the child for the following:
1.	History of running away.
2.	Withdrawal or lack of interest in previous activities.
3.	Signs of current physical abuse and/or sexually transmitted disease.
4.	Inexplicable appearance of expensive gifts, clothing, cell phones, tattoos, or other costly items.
5.	Presence of an older boyfriend or girlfriend.
6.	Drug addiction.
7.	Gang involvement.

The presence of some of these indicators is not conclusive evidence of trafficking, but further inquiry should take place. When two or more indicators are checked or if you have reasonable cause to suspect trafficking or any form of abuse or neglect, contact Centralized Intake at 1-855-444-3911.
