On March 10, 2020, Governor Whitmer issued Executive Order 2020-04, which declared a state of
emergency across the State of Michigan due to the COVID-19 pandemic. On March 23, 2020, Governor
Whitmer issued Executive Order 2020-21, directing Michigan residents to remain at home or in their place of
residence, with limited exceptions. Executive Order 2020-21 took effect on March 24, 2020 at 12:01 a.m. On
April 9, 2020, Governor Whitmer issued Executive Order 2020-42, which rescinded Executive Order 2020-
21, but reaffirmed and clarified the measures set forth in it and extended their duration through April 30, 2020,
at 11:59 p.m.

In accordance with Executive Order 2020-42, DIFS Bulletin 2020-12-INS, issued on March 30, 2020, is
extended through April 30, 2020, at 11:59 p.m.
