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	To retain your certification as a Forest Stewardship Plan Writer, you must attend at least eight hours of annual continuing education.  The training should be directly related to forestry, natural resources, or working with landowners.  The annual training does not have to be provided by the DNR Forest Stewardship Program, but Plan Writers are encouraged to attend DNR Forest Stewardship Program training when possible.  Potential sources of continuing education include DNR Forest Health workshops, SAF meetings, MSU Extension workshops, Conservation District workshops, etc.
