SUBJECT:	Amendment 14, Minor Modifications, Hazardous Waste Management Facility Operating License; The Dow Chemical Company, Michigan Operations, Midland Plant; Midland, Michigan; MID 000 724 724; Waste Data System Number 392698; and Salzburg Landfill; Midland, Michigan; MID 980 617 435; Waste Data System Number 399133

The Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE), Materials Management Division (MMD), has reviewed The Dow Chemical Company’s (Dow) hazardous waste management facility operating license, renewed September 25, 2015 (License), pursuant to Part 111, Hazardous Waste Management, of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended, and performed updates as minor modifications to the license boilerplate as required.  In addition, EGLE has processed Dow’s February 22, 2019, minor modification request to combine the environmental monitoring Sampling and Analysis Plans, Attachments 15, 16, and 17 to the License, for the Midland Plant and Salzburg Road Landfill.  Pursuant to R 299.9519 of the Part 111 administrative rules, and based on the Hazardous Waste Section’s (HWS) review of the License, the License is hereby amended, as further specified below.

1. Administrative and Informational changes minor modifications to the License boilerplate were completed in order to:
· Add appropriate references to License Amendments 10 – 14 behind each License signature page.
· Update Conditions II.L, II.M, and II.N of the License for the Midland Plant closure, postclosure, and corrective action cost estimates; and the Salzburg Landfill closure and postclosure cost estimates as adjusted for inflation in Dow’s updated Financial Test information for the year ending December 2018.
· Add references in Condition III.A of the License to the Waste Storage Area I as-built drawings.
· Update Part XII, Schedule of Compliance, to include updated past-tense language to clarify actions on the previous submittal and approval of the Midland Area Soils Remedial Action Plan/Corrective Measures Implementation Work Plan, Attachment 18 to the License.
· Reflect department name changes based on reorganization of the former Department of Environmental Quality, Waste Management and Radiological Protection Division to EGLE, MMD, on April 22, 2019.
· Update License boilerplate cross referencing.
· Repaginate the License boilerplate.

2. Minor modification updates to License Attachments to reflect updated facility information or follow through on Part XII, Compliance Schedules, of the License, as follows:
· Attachment 1, Waste Analysis Plan, to remove the example waste characterization form (WCF), and insert an updated example WCF, Figure A3-1, which replaces the example WCF previously removed.  To incorporate new Figure A3-3, MIOps Industrial Park Waste Flow Diagram, to track the movement of hazardous wastes at the facility from the points of generation to their ultimate disposition using the Industrial Park Concept descriptions.  An updated copy of Attachment 1 to the License with the new Figures incorporated is attached for your reference.
· Attachment 8, Containers, for Waste Storage Area I to insert drawings B2‑1100‑52998, 1143 Dike Replacement Plan, and B2-1101-52998, 1143 Dike Replacement Section & Details, to reflect as-built conditions.  An updated copy of Attachment 8 to the License with the new drawings incorporated is attached for your reference.
· Attachment 15, Midland Plant Sampling and Analysis Plan (SAP), Attachment 16, Midland Plant Ambient Air Monitoring Program, and Attachment 17, Salzburg Landfill SAP to remove Attachments 15, 16, and 17 to the License, and insert Attachment 20, SAP, to the License to replace Attachments 15, 16, and 17 previously removed.  New Attachment 20 consists of the September 25, 2019, Final Revision 8A to the SAP, as updated by the January 14, 2020, updates to Tables 2 and 8, and Figure 2.  This combination of SAPs into new Attachment 20 completes the voluntary License action in Condition XII.B of the License, and therefore, Condition XII.B of the license boilerplate has also been updated with the date of the combination.  A copy of new Attachment 20 to the License is attached for your reference.
For detailed changes please refer to the track changes and clean copies of the enclosed License boilerplate language and the enclosed copies of Attachments 1, 8, and 20.  

In accordance with R 299.9519(6)(b) of the Part 111 Administrative Rules, Dow is required to send notice of minor modifications to all persons on the facility mailing list, and to the appropriate units of state and local government.  Such notice must be provided within 90 calendar days of this approval.  The updated facility mailing list is enclosed.  Please notify the HWS of any addresses on the facility mailing list that are returned to sender and provide a scan of the returns or the original envelope for our records.  EGLE has also updated the EGLE website with the new License Amendment 14 information.
