
Public Notice:  Michigan Coastal Management Program 
Routine Program Change 

 
The Michigan Coastal Management Program (MCMP), in the Water Resources Division 
(WRD), Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE), was 
approved by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) in 1978, 
pursuant to Section 306 of the Federal Coastal Zone Management Act of 1972 (P.L. 92-
583, as amended).  To keep the MCMP current as organizational, regulatory, and other 
changes occur, it is occasionally necessary to update the description of the program.  
 
Federal Regulations (15 CFR 923.84) require that such changes to an approved State 
Coastal Management Program be submitted to the Federal Office for Coastal 
Management (OCM), NOAA, as Routine Program Changes (RPCs).  EGLE is 
submitting the following as an RPC of the MCMP: 
 
Transfer of the MCMP from the Michigan Department of Natural Resources to EGLE 
pursuant to Executive Order No. 2019-6.  
 
The State considers the submission to constitute an RPC and has requested OCM’s 
concurrence in that determination.  Any person wishing to comment on whether the 
action does or does not constitute an RPC of the MCMP may do so by sending written 
comments to Ms. Joelle Gore, NOAA Office for Coastal Management, 1305 East-West 
Highway, Silver Spring, Maryland 20910, or Joelle.Gore@noaa.gov.

Enclosed for your review is a request for the concurrence of the Office for Coastal 
Management (OCM) in the Michigan Coastal Management Program (MCMP) Routine 
Program Change (RPC) pertaining to the placement of the MCMP in the organization of 
State government.   
 
The organizational change outlined in the RPC reflects the transfer of the MCMP from 
the Michigan Department of Natural Resources (MDNR) to the Michigan Department of 
Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE) pursuant to Executive Order  
No. 2019-6.   
 
The change does not substantially affect the resource or the regulated community.  The 
MCMP continues to be responsible for implementing and overseeing programmatic 
tasks under state cooperative agreements with the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration and coordinates with the networked regulatory programs in EGLE and 
MDNR for the administration of enforceable policies and authorities within the coastal 
boundary, as well as for Federal Consistency reviews.  Further, the changes do not 
substantially change any of the five CZMA program areas.  Therefore, the changes are 
routine in nature and do not constitute a program amendment.  
 
As required, the RPC concurrence request has been put on public notice to all 
interested parties through an announcement published in the EGLE Calendar and direct 
e-mail notification of relevant Federal agencies on August 30, 2019.  The 
announcements direct the public to the MCMP Web page, where the RPC is posted, at 
Michigan.gov/CoastalManagement.

Introduction 
This document is a request by the State of Michigan for the concurrence of the Office 
for Coastal Management, National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), in 
the incorporation of the following Routine Program Change (RPC) to the Michigan 
Coastal Management Program (MCMP), as required under 15 CFR 923.84.  The 
change consists of the transfer of the MCMP from the Michigan Department of Natural 
Resources (MDNR) to the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and 
Energy (EGLE) pursuant to Executive Order No. 2019-6 (Attachment 1).  The change is 
a structural realignment of the MCMP in the organization of state government.  It is not 
a functional realignment or a refocusing of the program.  The change does not affect the 
program’s approved enforceable policies.  The NOAA’s most recent concurrence in the 
incorporation of an organizational change to the placement of the MCMP as an RPC 
was dated August 9, 2018, and addressed the transfer of the MCMP from the Michigan 
Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) to the MDNR. 
 
Summary of Routine Program Change 
Executive Order No. 2019-6 was issued by Michigan Governor Gretchen Whitmer under 
Article V, Section 2 of the Michigan Constitution and filed with the Secretary of State on 
February 20, 2019, with an effective date of April 22, 2019.  The Executive Order 
renames the MDEQ as EGLE, transfers the MCMP within the Office of the Great Lakes 
from the MDNR to EGLE, makes other transfers to and from EGLE, and makes other 
changes.  The Executive Order directs the EGLE Director to establish the internal 
organization of the department, and the Director has removed the MCMP from the 
Office of the Great Lakes and placed it within the Field Operations Support Section of 
the Water Resources Division (WRD) as shown in the EGLE organizational chart and 
WRD organizational chart (Attachments 2 and 3).  
 
As required under 15 CFR 923.47, EGLE has the fiscal and legal capability to accept 
and administer federal grant funds, make contracts or agreements with partner 
agencies for the purpose of carrying out specific management tasks, and account for 
expenditures.  EGLE, WRD is responsible for conducting Federal Consistency reviews 
and administration of several enforceable policy programs addressing coastal water 
quality, nonpoint source pollution, resource protection, and hazard management.  The 
MCMP continues to be the point of contact for developing, coordinating, and 
implementing programmatic tasks under state cooperative agreements with the NOAA, 
including administration of pass-through grants, and remains responsible for State 
performance reporting requirements and participating and assisting in State 
performance reviews under Section 312 of the Coastal Zone Management Act.   
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The MCMP continues to be responsible for coordinating with the networked regulatory 
programs in WRD, other divisions in EGLE, MDNR, and other state agencies for the 
administration of enforceable policies and authorities within the coastal boundary, and 
maintaining NOAA approval of enforceable policies and authorities through the 
development and submission of RPCs.   
 
RPC Justification 
The MCMP has evaluated this organizational change pursuant to 15 CFR 923,  
Subpart H and concluded that the change described here constitutes a Routine 
Program Change.  It does not constitute a Program Amendment as defined by  
15 CFR 923.80(d) because it does not substantially change any of the five Coastal 
Zone Management Act program areas.  The change does not add or remove uses 
subject to management.  The MCMP has chosen not to employ special management 
areas, and the change does not affect that decision.  The change does not revise the 
approved MCMP boundary.  The change does not affect the resource or the regulated 
community.  The MCMP is a networked program and the change does not affect the 
authority for administration of approved program policies within the organization of state 
government.  However, placement of the MCMP within EGLE, WRD creates the 
opportunity for closer coordination in management of coastal resources and hazards, 
and implementation of Coastal Nonpoint Source Pollution Management Measures.  
Finally, the change does not affect public involvement or the national interest.
