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Chapter 53​ c:  Identification of areas (e.g., zip codes, neighborhoods) in the City with elevated blood lead levels.

The spreadsheet developed by the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) provides a breakdown of the number of blood lead level tests conducted by zip codes within the City of Flint going back to 2010.

The data is broken down by age group, calendar year and zip code.

The age groups consist of children less than 6 years of age, children ages 6 to 17 years and adults 18 years and older.

Within each age group the data is then broken down by calendar year.  The data shows an aggregate total for each calendar year starting with data from 2010 and goes through January 22, 2016.

The data then is broken down by zip code and includes the zip codes within the city limits.  Zip codes external to the city limits that have a Flint postal address may not be reflected.

The data shows the total number of blood lead level tests conducted, the number of blood lead levels greater than 5 micrograms per deciliter (ug/dL) and the percentage of samples within that group that have a blood lead level of greater than 5 ug/dL.

In situations where the number of blood lead level tests that exceed 5 ug/dL is less than 6 (<6) the corresponding percentage is listed as less than 6% (<6).  

In situations where the number of blood lead level tests that exceed 5 ug/dL is greater than 6 then the percentage is calculated out.

In situations where the number of blood lead level tests that exceed 5 ug/dL is zero, the percentage is shown to be zero.
