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Purpose:

1. A number of “sentinel sites” have been identified for ongoing lead and copper monitoring. 
2. These sites will be resampled periodically to help determine when areas of the City may be “cleared” and the drinking water advisory discontinued.  These sites will also be used to help determine the effectiveness of corrosion control treatment.

Process utilized by the DEQ for selection of sentinel sites:

1. During the door to door water distribution, many residents (1,951) volunteered to participate in ongoing monitoring.  Sentinel sites were selected from those 1,951 residences.
2. All lead and lead combination service lines identified by the City that are also included in the 1,951 volunteer sampling sites pool were included in the initial sentinel site sampling pool (156).  
3. Additional sites were selected based on spatial distribution assuring all 9 wards of the City are adequately covered.
4. Additional sites were selected in areas identified by Dr. Mona Hanna-Attisha as having high blood levels.
5. Additional sites were selected based on Environmental Justice considerations; specifically, lead paint indicators, minority population, and low income.
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]The process described above resulted in the identification of 402 sentinel sites.  It is recognized that some sites will not be available for ongoing monitoring based on the initial inspection and residents subsequently choosing not to participate.
