ARTICLE 1l

THE PURPOSES FOR WHICH THE CORFPORATION IS ORGANIZED ARE:

A.To provide a means by which persons and organizations interested in supporting and promoting Michigan History
(e.g., "contributors™ may voluntarily contribute their time and services.

B.To receive and administer funds for the betterment of the Michigan Historical Center operated by the Michigan Department of
Histary, Arts, and Library, and other Michigan organizations devoted to the fostering and preservation of Michigan history; to
promote the educational and interpretive activities undertaken by the Michigan Historical Center and other Michigan history
orientated organizations that promote the preservation of Michigan history; and to support the museum, docent, archives, and
archaeology programs conducted by the Michigan Historical Center.

C.To disburse all net proceeds received by the corporation for the benefit of the programs conducted at the Michigan Historical
Center and other Michigan history programs that promote the preservation of Michigan history, deducting only those amounts
which must be expended for necessary staff, operating and promotional costs, and proper accounting. The corporation may
acquire, own, dispose of, and deal with real and personal property and interests therein, and may apply gifts, bequests, and
devises, and the proceeds thereof, in furtherance of the purposes of the corporation, subject to the limitations applicable to
organizations exempts for tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Revenue Code of the 1986 (or a comparable provision in any future
United States Internal Revenue Law).

D.To exercise all powers and assert all rights conferred on a nonprofit charitable organization by the laws of the United States an
d the State of Michigan.
