Did you know that having working smoke alarms cuts your risk of dying in a home fire in half?
Here’s how the MI Prevention program works. Over the next few weeks, fire and emergency personnel with the (name of fire department) along with volunteers with (name a few of the partners) will come to your home, upon the homeowner’s request to: 

· Conduct free home assessments to identify potential fire hazards within the home – and correct them.

· Educate about safe habits (e.g., having working smoke alarms; “push the button” monthly to check that the alarms are working; “close before you doze” by closing bedroom doors at night; having an escape plan) and identify unsafe practices (eg., smoking, unattended candles, careless cooking). You will also receive a packet of important fire safety information.

· Install smoke alarms and carbon monoxide detectors as needed, at no charge (and remove and recycle old alarms).

We’re bringing our life-saving message directly to your home at no charge to you – because we know that fire-related fatalities are largely preventable by Educating Today for a Safer Tomorrow.
