How to Obtain the MIOSHA Digest or Past Case Rulings 

MIOSHA Digest Requests
The MIOSHA Digest (“Digest”) is a tool that can be utilized by anyone to research legal rulings on topics and defenses that have been previously litigated involving MIOSHA. It contains helpful summaries of case decisions dealing with safety and health citations, discrimination complaints, petitions for modification of abatement, and variances. It summarizes rulings issued by Administrative Law Judges (ALJs), the Board of Health and Safety Compliance and Appeals (Board), as well as the state court system. The Digest was created by the Michigan Administrative Hearing System (MAHS) and is updated as funding and resources permit. 
A copy of the entire MIOSHA Digest, or a written ruling referenced in the Digest, can be obtained from the Michigan Administrative Hearing System. A complete copy of the MIOSHA Digest is estimated to cost between $300-350. A .25 per page copy fee applies to all other requests. To obtain a copy of the complete MIOSHA Digest, or specific rulings it references, a person must make a request in writing via fax or mail to:

The requestor can use the attached MAHS Request For Public Records Form or simply write a letter. The request should indicate exactly what the person wishes to obtain; e.g., a current copy of the MIOSHA Digest, a decision from a particular court or board, or all decisions related to a particular case. Any request for documents from a particular case cited in the MIOSHA Digest must identify the case name, docket number, and year of decision, such as:  ABC MI Parts, Inc. v MIOSHA, Dkt. No. 00-1234 (2000).

Obtaining a Recent Case Ruling Not Listed in the Digest
Sometimes a case is decided between updates to the MIOSHA Digest.  If you know of a case which was decided since the Digest was last updated, and wish to obtain a copy, you can seek to obtain it from the Michigan Administrative Hearing System by submitting a request including the company name, docket number, and inspection number. MIOSHA also retains the inspection case file, which includes a copy of the case decision, for three years after the file is closed. To request a copy of a case decision from MIOSHA within the three year retention timeframe, you may submit a Public Records request to the MIOSHA Freedom of Information Section.
