There will be a limited number of individuals allowed in the MWAs at one time.  
· Call or email for virtual orientation appointment as soon as possible.
· Complete screening via telephone to determine your next steps.
Program requirements may change as we slowly open MWAs.

Commitment to Staying Safe: If your Michigan Works! Agency is offering in-person services:
· Maintain social distance of 6 feet according to the Governor’s order.
· Must wear a face mask or covering that will cover nose and mouth.
· Computers and phones will be sanitized frequently throughout the day.
· Notify MWA when not feeling well. 
· Contact the MWA to inform them you need to stay home if you have:
· A fever greater than 100F/37.8C.
· Cold or flu like symptoms in the last 14 days.
· Close contact or cared for someone diagnosed with COVID-19 in the last 14 days.
