Service Level Agreement 
 

 

1. Definitions.  For purposes of this Schedule, the following terms have the meanings set forth below.  
All initial capitalized terms in this Schedule that are not defined in this Section 1 shall have the respective 
meanings given to them in the Contract. 

“Actual Uptime” means the total minutes in the Service Period that the Hosted Services are 

Available. 

“Availability” has the meaning set forth in Section 4.1. 

“Availability Requirement” has the meaning set forth in Section 4.1. 

“Available” has the meaning set forth in Section 4.1. 

“Burn-In Period” means the mutually agreed period of 3 months commencing on the effective date 
of this Service Level Agreement, during which the parties will measure and validate the Service Levels 
proposed in this Service Level Agreement. The Service Levels proposed in this Service Level Agreement 
are subject to validation and adjustment by mutual agreement based on data concerning System 
performance collected and analyzed during the Burn-In Period. The Service Level Credits specified in this 
Service Level Agreement will only be assessable against CGI after completion of the Burn-In Period. 

“Contractor Service Manager” has the meaning set forth in Section 3.1. 

“Corrective Action Plan” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.7. 

“Critical Service Error” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.5(a). 

“Exceptions” has the meaning set forth in Section 4.2. 

“Force Majeure Event” has the meaning set forth in Section 6.1. 

“High Service Error” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.5(a). 

“Hosted Services” has the meaning set forth in Section 2.1(a). 

“Low Service Error” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.5(a). 

“Medium Service Error” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.5(a). 

“Resolve” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.5(b). 

“Scheduled Downtime” has the meaning set forth in Section 4.3. 

“Scheduled Uptime” means the total minutes in the Service Period. 

“Service Availability Credits” has the meaning set forth in Section 4.7(a). 

“Service Error” means any failure of any Hosted Service to be Available or otherwise perform in 
accordance with this Schedule.  

“Service Level Credits” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.6. 



“Service Level Failure” means a failure to perform the Software Support Services fully in compliance 
with the Support Service Level Requirements.  

“Service Period” has the meaning set forth in Section 4.1. 

“Software” has the meaning set forth in the Contract. 

“Software Support Services” has the meaning set forth in Section 5. 

“State Service Manager” has the meaning set forth in Section 3.2. 

“State Systems” means the information technology infrastructure, including the computers, software, 
databases, electronic systems (including database management systems) and networks, of the State or 
any of its designees. 

“Support Request” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.5(a). 

“Support Service Level Requirements” has the meaning set forth in Section 5.5. 

“Term” has the meaning set forth in the Contract. 

2. Services. 

2.1. Services.  Throughout the Term, Contractor will, in accordance with all terms and conditions set 
forth in the Contract and this Schedule, provide to the State and its Authorized Users the following 
services: 

(a) the hosting, management and operation of the Software and other services for remote 
electronic access and use by the State and its Authorized Users (“Hosted Services”); 

(b) the Software Support Services set forth in Section 5 of this Schedule; 

3. Personnel 

3.1. Contractor Personnel for the Hosted Services.  Contractor will appoint a Contractor employee to 
serve as a primary contact with respect to the Services who will have the authority to act on behalf of 
Contractor in matters pertaining to the receipt and processing of Support Requests and the Software 
Support Services (the “Contractor Service Manager”).  The Contractor Service Manager will be 
considered Key Personnel under the Contract. 

3.2. State Service Manager for the Hosted Services.  The State will appoint and, in its reasonable 
discretion, replace, a State employee to serve as the primary contact with respect to the Services 
who will have the authority to act on behalf of the State in matters pertaining to the Software Support 
Services, including the submission and processing of Support Requests (the “State Service 
Manager”). 

4. Service Availability and Service Availability Credits (Hosting-Related Maintenance and 
Operations [M&O]). 

4.1. Availability Requirement. Contractor will make the Hosted Services Available, as measured over 
the course of each calendar month during the Term and any additional periods during which 
Contractor does or is required to perform any Hosted Services (each such calendar month, a 
“Service Period”), at least 99.98% of the time, excluding only the time the Hosted Services are not 



Available solely as a result of one or more Exceptions (the “Availability Requirement”).  “Available” 
means the Hosted Services are available and operable for access and use by the State and its 
Authorized Users over the Internet in material conformity with the Contract.  “Availability” has a 
correlative meaning.  The Hosted Services are not considered Available in the event of a material 
performance degradation or inoperability of the Hosted Services, in whole or in part.  The Availability 
Requirement will be calculated for the Service Period as follows: (Actual Uptime – Total Minutes in 
Service Period Hosted Services are not Available Due to an Exception) ÷ (Scheduled Uptime – Total 
Minutes in Service Period Hosted Services are not Available Due to an Exception) x 100 = 
Availability. 

4.2. Exceptions. No period of Hosted Service degradation or inoperability will be included in 
calculating Availability to the extent that such downtime or degradation is due to Excusable Failures 
as defined in Section 2.244 of the original Contract or any of the following (“Exceptions”): 

(a) failures of the State’s or its Authorized Users’ internet connectivity;  

(b) Scheduled Downtime as set forth in Section 4.3. 

4.3. Scheduled Downtime. Contractor must notify the State at least two weeks in advance of all 
scheduled outages of the Hosted Services in whole or in part (“Scheduled Downtime”).  All such 
scheduled outages will: (a) last no longer than five (5) hours; (b) be scheduled between the hours of 
12:00 a.m. and 5:00 a.m., Eastern Time; and (c) occur no more frequently than once per week; 
provided that Contractor may request the State to approve extensions of Scheduled Downtime above 
five (5) hours, and such approval by the State may not be unreasonably withheld or delayed. 

4.4. Emergency Changes. The Contractor must notify the Eligibility Project Manager in writing of any 
emergency change, or fix, as soon as it is made known to the Contractor Project Manager.  The State 
may request an exception for change(s) in writing.  The Contractor must consider, determine 
feasibility and work in partnership with the State for any such request. Emergency changes may 
include: 

• Changes for a critical security vulnerability 
• Changes for an actual security breach 
• Change for network communication availability 

4.5. Software Response Time.  Software response time, defined as the interval from the time the AT 
packet is received by MAGI from Hub to the time the AT packet is submitted back to Hub, must be 
less than two (2) seconds for 98% of all transactions.  Unacceptable response times shall be 
considered to make the Software unavailable and will count against the Availability Requirement. 

4.6. Service Availability Reports.  Within fifteen (15) days after the end of each Service Period, 
Contractor will provide to the State a report describing the Availability and other performance of the 
Hosted Services during that calendar month as compared to the Availability Requirement.  The report 
must be in electronic or such other form as the State may approve in writing and shall include, at a 
minimum: (a) the actual performance of the Hosted Services relative to the Availability Requirement; 
and (b) if Hosted Service performance has failed in any respect to meet or exceed the Availability 
Requirement during the reporting period, a description in sufficient detail to inform the State of the 
cause of such failure and the corrective actions the Contractor has taken and will take to ensure that 
the Availability Requirement are fully met. 

4.7. Remedies for Service Availability Failures.  



(a) If the actual Availability of the Hosted Services is less than the Availability Requirement for 
any Service Period, such failure will constitute a Service Error for which Contractor will 
issue to the State the following credits on the fees payable for Hosted Services provided 
during the Service Period (“Service Availability Credits”):

(b) Any Service Availability Credits due under this Section 4.7 will be applied in accordance 
with payment terms of the Contract and credited on the next issued invoice.   A Hosted 
Services Credit will apply against the next months’ Hosting-Related Maintenance and 
Operations [M&O invoice for any failure to meet Hosted Services Requirements. 

5. Support and Maintenance Services (Application-Related Maintenance and Support).   

5.1. Contractor will provide Hosted Service maintenance and support services (collectively, 
“Software Support Services”) in accordance with the provisions of this Section 5.  The Software 
Support Services are included in the Services, and Contractor may not assess any additional fees, 
costs or charges for such Software Support Services. 

5.2. Support Service Responsibilities.  Contractor will:  

(a) correct all Service Errors in accordance with the Support Service Level Requirements, 
including by providing defect repair, programming corrections and remedial programming; 

(b) provide unlimited telephone support 24 hours a day, seven days a week, 

(c) provide unlimited online support 24 hours a day, seven days a week; 

(d) provide online access to technical support bulletins and other user support information and 
forums, to the full extent Contractor makes such resources available to its other 
customers; and 

(e) respond to and Resolve Support Requests as specified in this Section 5. 

5.3. Service Monitoring and Management.  Contractor will continuously monitor and manage the 
Hosted Services to optimize Availability that meets or exceeds the Availability Requirement. Such 
monitoring and management includes: 

(a) proactively monitoring on a twenty-four (24) hour by seven (7) day basis all Hosted Service 
functions, servers, firewall and other components of Hosted Service security;   

(b) if such monitoring identifies, or Contractor otherwise becomes aware of, any circumstance 
that is reasonably likely to threaten the Availability of the Hosted Service, taking all 



necessary and reasonable remedial measures to promptly eliminate such threat and 
ensure full Availability; and 

(c) if Contractor receives knowledge that the Hosted Service or any Hosted Service function 
or component is not Available (including by written notice from the State pursuant to the 
procedures set forth herein): 

(i) confirming (or disconfirming) the outage by a direct check of the associated facility or 
facilities;  

(ii) if Contractor’s facility check in accordance with clause (i) above confirms a Hosted 
Service outage in whole or in part: (A) notifying the State in writing pursuant to the 
procedures set forth herein that an outage has occurred, providing such details as 
may be available, including a Contractor trouble ticket number, if appropriate, and 
time of outage; and (B) working all problems causing and caused by the outage until 
they are Resolved as Critical Service Errors in accordance with the Support Request 
Classification set forth in Section 5.5, or, if determined to be an internet provider 
problem, open a trouble ticket with the internet provider; and 

(iii) notifying the State that Contractor has fully corrected the outage and any related 
problems, along with any pertinent findings or action taken to close the trouble ticket. 

5.4. Service Maintenance.  Contractor will continuously maintain the Hosted Services to optimize 
Availability that meets or exceeds the Availability Requirement.  Such maintenance services include 
providing to the State and its Authorized Users: 

(a) all updates, bug fixes, enhancements, Maintenance Releases, New Versions and other 
improvements to the Hosted Services, including the Software, that Contractor provides at 
no additional charge to its other similarly situated customers; provided that Contractor shall 
consult with the State and is required to receive State approval prior to modifying or 
upgrading Hosted Services, including Maintenance Releases and New Versions of 
Software; and 

(b) all such services and repairs as are required to maintain the Hosted Services or are 
ancillary, necessary or otherwise related to the State’s or its Authorized Users’ access to 
or use of the Hosted Services, so that the Hosted Services operate properly in accordance 
with the Contract and this Schedule. 

5.5. Support Service Level Requirements.  Contractor will correct all Service Errors and respond to 
and Resolve all Support Requests in accordance with the required times and other terms and 
conditions set forth in this Section 5.5 (“Support Service Level Requirements”), and the Contract.   

(a) Support Requests.  The State will classify its requests for Service Error corrections in 
accordance with the descriptions set forth as described below (each a “Support 
Request”).  The State Service Manager will notify Contractor of Support Requests by 
email, telephone or such other means as the parties may hereafter agree to in writing.   

(b) Response and Resolution Time Service Levels.  Response and Resolution times will be 
measured from the time Contractor receives a Support Request until the respective times 
Contractor has (i) responded to, in the case of response time and (ii) Resolved such 
Support Request, in the case of Resolution time.  “Resolve” (including “Resolved”, 



“Resolution” and correlative capitalized terms) means that, as to any Service Error, 
Contractor has provided the State the corresponding Service Error correction and the 
State has confirmed such correction and its acceptance thereof. Contractor will respond to 
and Resolve all Service Errors within the times described in Table 1 (Service Level 
Requirements and Credits) on the severity of the Service Error or Request. For any 
service error for which Contractor will require additional time to Resolve, Contractor may 
request extension of Resolution time to include sufficient justification for the State to 
consider such request.  

(c) Escalation.  With respect to any Critical Service Error Support Request, until such Support 
Request is Resolved, Contractor will escalate that Support Request within sixty (60) 
minutes of the receipt of such Support Request by the appropriate Contractor support 
personnel, including, as applicable, the Contractor Service Manager and Contractor’s 
management or engineering personnel, as appropriate. 

5.6. Support Service Level Credits. Failure to achieve any of the Support Service Level 
Requirements will constitute a Service Level Failure for which Contractor will issue to the State the 
corresponding service credits set forth in Table 1 (“Service Level Requirements and Credits”) in 
accordance with payment terms set forth in the Contract and subject to the limitation of liability set 
forth in Section 2.220 of the original Contract. A Service Level Credit will apply against application 
support invoices for any application support related service level errors as determined by the State 
leveraging the input of Contractor.

5.7. Corrective Action Plan.  If any Critical Service Error occurs , Contractor will promptly investigate 
the root causes of these Service Errors and provide to the State within five (5) Business Days of its 
receipt of notice of the second such Support Request an analysis of such root causes and a proposed 
written corrective action plan for the State’s review, comment and approval, which, subject to and 
upon the State’s written approval, shall be a part of, and by this reference is incorporated in, the 
Contract as the parties’ corrective action plan (the “Corrective Action Plan”).  The Corrective Action 
Plan must include, at a minimum: (a) Contractor’s commitment to the State to devote the appropriate 
time, skilled personnel, systems support and equipment and other resources necessary to Resolve 
and prevent any further occurrences of the Service Errors giving rise to such Support Requests; (b) a 
strategy for developing any programming, software updates, fixes, patches, etc. necessary to 
remedy, and prevent any further occurrences of, such Service Errors; and (c) time frames for 
implementing the Corrective Action Plan.  There will be no additional charge for Contractor’s 
preparation or implementation of the Corrective Action Plan in the time frames and manner set forth 
therein. 

6. Force Majeure. 

6.1. Force Majeure Events.  Subject to Section 6.3, neither party will be liable or responsible to the 
other party, or be deemed to have defaulted under or breached the Contract, for any failure or delay 
in fulfilling or performing any term hereof, when and to the extent such failure or delay is caused by: 
acts of God, flood, fire or explosion, war, terrorism, invasion, riot or other civil unrest, embargoes or 
blockades in effect on or after the date of the Contract, national or regional emergency, or any 
passage of law or governmental order, rule, regulation or direction, or any action taken by a 
governmental or public authority, including imposing an embargo, export or import restriction, quota 
or other restriction or prohibition (each of the foregoing, a “Force Majeure Event”), in each case 
provided that: (a) such event is outside the reasonable control of the affected party; (b) the affected 
party gives prompt written notice to the other party, stating the period of time the occurrence is 
expected to continue; (c) the affected party uses diligent efforts to end the failure or delay and 
minimize the effects of such Force Majeure Event. 

6.2. State Performance; Termination.  In the event of a Force Majeure Event affecting Contractor’s 
performance under the Contract, the State may suspend its performance hereunder until such time as 
Contractor resumes performance.  The State may terminate the Contract by written notice to 
Contractor if a Force Majeure Event affecting Contractor’s performance hereunder continues 
substantially uninterrupted for a period of five (5) Business Days or more.  Unless the State 
terminates the Contract pursuant to the preceding sentence, any date specifically designated for 
Contractor’s performance under the Contract will automatically be extended for a period up to the 
duration of the Force Majeure Event. 

6.3. Exclusions; Non-suspended Obligations.  Notwithstanding the foregoing or any other provisions 
of the Contract or this Schedule: 

(a) in no event will any of the following be considered a Force Majeure Event:  

(i) shutdowns, disruptions or malfunctions of Contractor Systems or any of Contractor’s 
telecommunication or internet services other than as a result of general or 
widespread internet or telecommunications failures that are not limited to the 
Contractor Systems, or that are otherwise beyond Contractor’s control; or 



 

 

(ii) the delay or failure of any Contractor Personnel to perform any obligation of 
Contractor hereunder unless such delay or failure to perform is itself by reason of a 
Force Majeure Event. 

(b) no Force Majeure Event modifies or excuses Contractor’s obligations under 2.100 
(Confidentiality), or 2.140 (Indemnification) of the original Contract, as they may have been 
amended, Section 7 (Disaster Recovery and Backup) of this Schedule, the Availability 
Requirement defined in this Schedule, or any security requirements under the Contract, 
the Statement of Work, or applicable Schedule. 

7. Disaster Recovery and Backup.  Throughout the Term and at all times in connection with its actual 
or required performance of the Services, Contractor will:

1. Definitions.  For purposes of this Schedule, the following terms have the meanings set forth below.  

All initial capitalized terms in this Schedule that are not defined in this Section 1 shall have the respective 

meanings given to them in the Contract. 

“Contractor Security Officer” has the meaning set forth in Section 2 of this Schedule. 

“Contractor Systems” has the meaning set forth in Section 5 of this Schedule. 

“FedRAMP” means the Federal Risk and Authorization Management Program, which is a federally 
approved risk management program that provides a standardized approach for assessing and monitoring 
the security of cloud products and services. 

“FISMA” means The Federal Information Security Management Act of 2002 (44 U.S.C. ch. 35, subch. III § 
3541 et seq.). 

“Hosted Services” means the hosting, management and operation of the computing hardware, ancillary 
equipment, Software, firmware, data, other services (including support services), and related resources 
for remote electronic access and use by the State and its Authorized Users, including any services and 
facilities related to disaster recovery obligations. 

“NIST” means the National Institute of Standards and Technology.

industry practice and standards;

Security Audits.  During the Term, Contractor will: 

1.11 maintain complete and accurate records relating to its data protection practices, IT security 

controls, and the security logs of any of the State’s Confidential Information, including any backup, 

disaster recovery or other policies, practices or procedures relating to the State’s Confidential Information 

and any other information relevant to its compliance with this Schedule;  

1.12 upon the State’s request, make all such records, appropriate personnel and relevant materials 

available during normal business hours for inspection and audit by the State or an independent data 

security expert that is reasonably acceptable to Contractor, provided that the State: (i) gives Contractor at 

least five (5) Business Days prior notice of any such audit; (ii) undertakes such audit no more than once 

per calendar year, except for good cause shown; and (iii) conducts or causes to be conducted such audit 

in a manner designed to minimize disruption of Contractor’s normal business operations and that 

complies with the terms and conditions of all data confidentiality, ownership, privacy, security and 

restricted use provisions of the Contract.  The State may, but is not obligated to, perform such security 

audits, which shall, at the State’s option and request, include penetration and security tests, of any and all 

Contractor Systems and their housing facilities and operating environments; and  

1.3 if requested by the State, provide a copy of Contractor’s FedRAMP System Security Plan.  The 

System Security Plan will be recognized as Contractor’s Confidential Information.

Brief Description of Services to be provided: 
Extend the Contract and all current services for 18 months, followed by three (3) one-year optional 
extensions.   

1. OVERVIEW AND BACKGROUND

1.1 On May 31, 2013, the State of Michigan (“State” or “SOM”) and CGI Technologies and 
Solutions, Inc. (“Contractor”) executed the Modified Adjusted Gross Income (MAGI) 
Eligibility Determination Service Contract (071B3200100) for three (3) years, with two (2) 
one-year option years.    

1.2 The second and final available option year was exercised with Contract Change Notice 
(“CCN”) 14 to extend the term of the Contract to May 30, 2018, at which time the Contract 
will expire.   

1.3 The Scope of the Contract provides Software as a Service (“SaaS”) for the Contractor to 
host, provide maintenance and operational (M&O) support services, perform ongoing 
System Development Lifecycle (“SDLC”) enhancements, and support training and 
knowledge transfer for an eligibility determination rules engine, referred to as the MAGI 
Rulebase.   

1.4 The MAGI Rulebase determines Medicaid and CHIP eligibility based on the State's 
applicable Medicaid and CHIP based income standards, citizenship and immigration 
status, other eligibility requirements, as well as robust and standard verification rules and 
procedures consistent with the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (“PPACA” or 
“ACA”). The MAGI Rulebase is a standalone service that performs Medicaid eligibility 
determinations and is utilized by several SOM systems.  

1.5 All duties and obligations described herein will become part of Contract 071B3200100.  All 
terms, conditions, and specifications contained in the Contract must remain in full force 
and effect. 

2. PROJECT OBJECTIVES

2.1 The Department of Technology, Management, and Budget (“DTMB”) Agency Services on 
behalf of the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (“MDHHS”) is seeking 
to issue an initial 18-month Contract extension, followed by three (3), one-year optional 
extensions, of the current services provided by the Contractor.  This is necessary for the

3.2.1 If accomplishment of approved Eligibility PMO scope of work requires additional capacity 
from the resources as prescribed in this Contract Change Notice, or a reallocation of 
resources among the specified categories, the parties will manage the required change 
through the established project change control process and follow the State’s process to 
issue an amendment of this SOW via a new CCN. 

4. WORK AND DELIVERABLES 

4.1 Contractor will continue to perform the scope of work specified in the Contract and CCNs.  

4.2 The high-level MAGI Rulebase enhancement schedule is estimated to follow a monthly 
release cadence. The specific project work requests, schedules for Enhancements, and 
deliverables are defined and agreed upon in the final Eligibility PMO approved Project 
Charters and/or Project Change Requests. 

4.3 Release independent and M&O effort is scheduled in collaboration with the Eligibility PMO.

7.3 Each of the following Roles contributes to, and is involved with, all phases of SDLC in 
relation to Enhancements and M & O tasks for the MAGI Rulebase application. The 
specified rates are not intended to be used for time and materials pricing for the fixed 
monthly SDLC enhancement price.    

7.4 DTMB will pay Contractor upon receipt of properly completed invoice(s) which must be 
submitted to the billing address on the State issued purchase order not more often than 
monthly.

1. OVERVIEW, DEFINITIONS AND BACKGROUND 
 

1.1 All duties and obligations described herein will become part of existing Contract 071B3200100.  
All terms, conditions, and specifications contained in the existing Contract must remain in full 
force and effect. 
 

1.2 “Environment” means the combination of server hardware and software to support a 
functional technical solution.  The operating system for this Project must minimally include three 
environments: testing (allows for Contractor and State testing), production (daily user 
environment), and disaster recovery (fail over should the production environment become 
unavailable).

1.3 “Implementation” means activities required to install the software, databases, and/or data that 
comprise the product onto the hardware platform.  User training is included as part of an 
Implementation. 
 

1.4 “Operational” means system availability in the production environment. 
 

1.5 “Risk” means an unknown circumstance or event that, if it occurs, may have a positive or 
negative impact on the project and/or Contractor’s services and deliverables. 
 

1.6 “Support” means Contractor’s resolution of any and all concerns from the DTMB Program 
Manager regarding Project services and deliverables.  
 

1.7 “Testing” includes creation and execution of a DTMB-approved Testing Plan.  Testing, at a 
minimum, must include Unit, Integration, System (SIT) and User Acceptance (UAT) testing at a 
Project and Program level. 
 

1.8 “Software” means any computer program(s), including programming tools, scripts and 
routines, the Contractor is required to or otherwise does develop or otherwise provide under this 
Contract including all updates, upgrades, new versions, new releases, enhancements, 
improvements, and other modifications made or provided under the Maintenance and Support 
Services.

1.1 In 2013, CGI Technologies and Solutions Inc. (Contractor or CGI) entered into Contract 
Number 071B3200100 with the State of Michigan (State) to provide services and deliverables in 
support of the Modified Adjusted Gross Income (MAGI) eligibility determination services rules 
engine application; including system enhancements, hosting, operational and maintenance 
support.  The Contract term is from May 31, 2013 through May 30, 2016 and includes two one-
year options for extension.   
 

1.2 The rules engine application (“MAGI Eligibility Determinations Rulebase” or “Rulebase”) was 
implemented in January 2014 under direction from the Department of Technology, Management 
and Budget (DTMB) Medicaid Compliance Program (MCP) Project Management Office (PMO).  
MCP has since been expanded to include all State Eligibility applications and is now referred to 
as the Business Integration Center (BIC) Eligibility Program Management Office, or “Eligibility 
PMO”.  The purpose of the Eligibility PMO is to support the State as specified in the Contract 
between the parties in enhancing, implementing, and supporting Rulebase functionality as 
identified in the Eligibility PMO objectives governed by DHHS and DTMB business and technical 
needs. 

 

2. PROJECT OBJECTIVES  
 

2.1 This SOW will exercise option year one for ongoing system enhancements and support 
services of the Rulebase as described within the Contract effective from May 31, 2016, through 
May 30, 2017 and is subject to the option year provisions. 

 
3. SCOPE OF WORK 
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3.1 Contractor must perform the services and deliverables specified in the Contract and this 
Statement of Work using 9.75 full-time equivalent resources as specified below:

7) Tester:    2.00 

 

3.2 In the event that accomplishment of the scope of work requires additional resources beyond 
the 9.75 FTEs prescribed in Section 3.1 or a reallocation of resources among the specified 
categories, the parties will manage the required change through the established change control 
process. 

4. CONTRACTOR’S SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES 
 

Except as otherwise specified in this Section 4, CGI will continue to perform the scope of work specified 
in the Contract, as previously amended. 

 

4.1 In accordance to DTMB Information Technology Configuration Management Policy, the 
Contractor must provide 2 week written notice to the Eligibility Project Manager of any planned 
changes that may impact, or have the potential to impact, the Rulebase and any supporting or 
downstream systems of the Rulebase.  The Contractor must notify the Eligibility Project 
Manager in writing of any emergency change, or fix, as soon as it is made known to the 
Contractor Project Manager.  The State may request an exception for change(s) in writing.  The 
Contractor must consider, determine feasibility and work in partnership with the State for any 
such request.

2) Projected Accomplishments.  Contractor must describe the activities protected to be 
accomplished during the next month’s reporting period. 

 

3) Issues.  Contractor must describe any issues, risks, changes, real or perceived, and 
recommend resolutions. 

 

5.3 Quality Management Plan.  As part of a good faith effort to satisfy all Contract requirements 
timely and accurately, Contractor will establish and maintain a written Quality Management Plan 
(“QC Plan”) specific to the Rulebase application and services and deliverables under the 
contract.  The QC Plan must be based on Contract requirements, including, but not limited to, 
the Statement of Work (“SOW”), project-level standards, benchmarks, and other protocols 
mutually determined between the State and Contractor.  QC Plan must incorporate the use of 
both automated and manual quality control tools so that the Contractor can continuously monitor 
the timeliness and accuracy of all billings, services, and deliverables to the State.

This Statement of Work is made a part of Change Notice No. 11 to Contract No. 071B3200100 
(Contract) between the State of Michigan (State) and CGI Technologies and Solutions Inc. (Contractor 
or CGI) effective as of the date set forth on the signature page of this Agreement.  NOW THEREFORE, 
the Parties agree as follows: 

 

10. BACKGROUND AND OVERVIEW 
 

1.10 In 2013, Contractor entered into Contract Number 071B3200100 with the State to provide 
services and deliverables that include Modified Adjusted Gross Income (MAGI) eligibility 
determination services, hosting, operational support, and maintenance.  The Contract term is 
from May 31, 2013 through May 30, 2016 and includes two one-year options for extension.   
 

1.11 Under the Contract, Contractor is obligated to provide long-term storage of MAGI Rules and 
Outcomes (R & O) data for eligibility determinations for the State Medicaid Compliance Program 
(MCP).  See Contract §§ 1.001-1.100.  Contractor’s services and deliverables specifically

include providing data archival functionality and “data archiving/data retention”.  See Contract 
Attachment A, § 1012.14, § 1010.21, and § 1014.4.  
 

1.12 As part of the R & O creation process, information is collected from many systems to produce 
the application data elements as an end user applies for Medicaid.  Data from application(s) go 
into an account transfer record.  The account transfer record is updated with additional 
information from other trusted data sources.  Trusted data sources include government systems 
such as IRS, CMS, Social Security, and Customs and Immigration Services.     
 

1.13 For a decision of Medicaid/CHIP (Children’s Health Insurance Program) determinations, the 
individual account record (also known as “account transfer” or “account transfer packet”) is sent 
to the MAGI Eligibility Determination System (MAGI system).  The MAGI system produces two 
files for the State: (1) a determination file record for each application (also known as a 
“determination result XML”) and (2) R & O file.   
 

1.14 The State of Michigan Hub Solution (State Hub) retains the Medicaid/CHIP determination 
results for the State with the exception of the R & O file.  The State Hub is the single source of 
contact between the Federal Data Hub and the State of Michigan for both the health insurance 
exchange and the Medicaid/CHIP activities.  It includes a database and other security and 
technical components.    
 

1.15 The R & O file contains every rule executed by the MAGI system and the outcome for each rule 
executed for each account transfer.  Rules allow the State to determine Medicaid/CHIP 
eligibility.  Outcomes designate which rules were satisfied for each individual account record. 
 

1.16 On May 14, 2015, the State requested that the Contractor retrieve R & O files from the MAGI 
system and provide analyses for specific  Account Transfers.  On May 14, 2015, Contractor 
discovered that archived MAGI R & O data from January 25, 2014 through June 18, 2014 was 
inaccessible.  On May 18, 2015, the Contractor confirmed to the State that the archived MAGI R 
& O data from January 25, 2014 through June 18, 2014 was inaccessible and destroyed 
(termed herein as “Destroyed Data”). 
 

1.17 As a result of Contractor’s actions or omissions, approximately 3,061,853 MAGI eligibility 
determinations as R & O data are currently destroyed between the dates of January 25, 2014 
and June 18, 2014.  The State applications impacted by Destroyed Data include the MAGI 
system and the State Hub Solution (State Hub).  The State Hub Solution is the single source of 
contact between the Federal Data Hub and the State of Michigan for both the health insurance 
exchange and the Medicaid/CHIP (Children’s Health Insurance Program) activities.  It includes a 
database, security, and other technical components. 
 

1.18 During the four-day span of May 14, 2015 through May 18, 2015, Contractor attempted to 
access the Destroyed Data, but was unsuccessful.  Contractor has been unable to recover the 
Destroyed Data using Contractor’s back-up software.  All data after June 18, 2014 was not 
impacted and is currently available and accessible.  The State Hub has retained the individual 
account transfers and the determination results, however, the MAGI system is unable to 
produce the detailed rule decisions as auditable files that support the determination results.  
Contractor notified the State about the nature of the Destroyed Data on May 18, 2015. 
 

1.19 From May 18, 2015 through the present, the State and Contractor have vetted all options 
available to re-enter the Destroyed Data.  This includes the following events:  
 
a. From May 18, 2015 through May 22, 2015, the Parties performed root cause analyses and 

began brainstorming possible technical solutions to make the Destroyed Data available.  
The Parties agreed to make plans to regenerate the Destroyed Data.

b. From May 22, 2015 through June 11, 2015, the Parties held teleconference and in-person 
meetings to access risks, the efforts needed, business impacts, technical impacts, and the 
options available to regenerate the Destroyed Data.   

 
c. On May 23, 2015, Contractor created a separate and new MAGI production environment to 

support regenerating the Destroyed Data. 
 

d. On June 30, 2015, the State Medicaid governing body approved a general course of action 
to regenerate the Destroyed Data. 
 

e. From June 30, 2015, through the present, the Parties established the nature and scope of 
the Destroyed Data.  The Parties also detailed the technical specifics available to 
regenerate the Destroyed Data.  This included numerous meetings between State 
information technology and business experts to finalize requirements and estimate work 
costs for State resources.   

 
1.20 Subject to the limitations set forth in the Contract, Contractor is liable to the State for any past, 

present, or future damages suffered as a result of the Destroyed Data.  See Contract §§ 2.128-
2.129, § 2.221, et al.  Except as expressly provided herein, nothing in this Statement of Work 
will be construed to modify the Parties’ rights, responsibilities, or remedies under the Contract.   
 

11. CONTRACTOR’S SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES 
 

11.1 By no later than May 30, 2016, Contractor must fully regenerate all Destroyed Data based on 
the historical information in the State Hub database.  This end date includes the following 
technical assumptions: 
 
1) The State will transmit historical information from the State Hub to Contractor. 

 
2) The State will provide Contractor with a 90-day window after Hub Transmission to 

regenerate the Destroyed Data.  
 

11.2 Contractor’s actions to regenerate the Destroyed Data must include, but are not limited to, 
planning requirements, designing, development, testing and implementing the necessary 
actions to reproduce and archive the Destroyed Data.  These activities must be performed in 
accordance with this Statement of Work. 
 

11.3 Contractor’s services and deliverables must include the following in order to recreate 
Destroyed Data: 

 
a. Collaboration.  Contractor must collaborate with the State Contractor Deloitte Consulting, 

LLC (State Contract No. 071B3200103) to retrieve the necessary information from the State 
Hub to reproduce the Destroyed Data.  This information includes, but is not limited to 
enriched account transfer (AT) data with a unique GUID (Globally Unique Identifier) number 
and Determination Result XML (also known as Extensible Markup Language) format.   
 

b. Web service.  Contractor must also create a web service to accept enriched AT data with a 
unique GUID number and Determination Result XML format.  The new web service must 
reprocess and validate approximately 3,061,853 eligibility determination results based upon 
the historical determination and account transfer information provided by the State Hub.  
The information must then be analyzed and processed to produce the State’s R & O files for 
the MAGI system.   
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c. Transmission.  Contractor must ensure the web service transmits the information to a new 
endpoint environment.  Contractor must ensure it receives all enriched AT data, GUID 
number, and Determination Result XML information for the Destroyed Data from the Hub 
Solution. 

 

d. Receipt and Acknowledgement of Successful Transfer.  Transfer Account service is 
constructed from the new WSDL (Web Services Description Language).  State Hub will send 
all account transfers to the MAGI system.  For each account transfer, the Transfer Account 
Service must accept three items (also known as “parameters”): (1) Account Transfer 
Request XML document, (2) GUID number and (3) determination result XML document.  
The MAGI system must return an acknowledgement of receipt of successful transfer and the 
GUID to the State Hub.   

 

e. AT Processing.  In processing the AT’s, Contractor must apply the appropriate rules and 
policies in effect at the time of the Destroyed Data for the Medicaid/CHIP eligibility 
determination.    
 

f. Identify Errors.  The State Hub must ensure all records sent to the MAGI system receive a 
confirmation that the record was received or failed to transfer.  If the request is not formatted 
properly or the XML document sent does not pass XSD (XML Schema Definition) validation, 
the web service must return a “Client” SOAP (Simple Object Access Protocol) Fault 
message.  SOAP is the electronic standard that coordinates communications between the 
State Hub and the MAGI system.  If an error occurs on the server while the request is being 
processed, a “Server” Fault message must be returned.  Contractor must ensure the 
temporary web service enforces SOAP 1.1 specifications and uses documented lateral 
parameters.  The SOAP Fault types must be either a (1) Client or (2) Database Store Error, 
specified as follows.      

 
i. The term “client” indicates an Invalid xml or content (marshaling error) and/or a 

request submitted with incorrect formatting.  Contractor must correct and re-
submit all client errors. 

ii. The term “Database Store Error” indicates the MAGI systems is down.  
Contractor must report all Database Store Errors and retry the transmission(s). 
  

g. Regeneration.  Contractor must ensure it fully regenerates all Destroyed Data based on the 
historical data from the State Hub. 

 
h. Storage.  Contractor must properly store the newly regenerated R & O data (Regenerated 

Data). 
 
i. Information Validation.  Contractor must validate the reprocessed determinations match 

the historical determinations provided by the State HUB. 
 
j. Archives Generally.  Contractor must archive the Regenerated Data using the State-

approved subcontractors Iron Mountain and Commvault.  In addition to the storage and data 
recovery requirements of the Contract, archives are limited to the following locations and 
mediums only: (1) On disk in Commvault’s data center in Phoenix, Arizona; (2) On tape in 
Iron Mountain’s data center in Phoenix, Arizona; (3) On disk in Commvault’s Philadelphia 
data center; and (4) On tape in Iron Mountain’s Philadelphia data center.  Contractor must 
not utilize any other location or medium for storage without written approval from the State.    

 
k. Archive Implementation.  The Archiving Module must implement a combination of Java 

programs and Database procedures to extract both the Oracle Policy Automation (OPA) 
Rules Input (mapped from the AT) as well as the R & O data from the MAGI system and 
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stores them in an encrypted and compressed archive. It also stores historical information 
associated with these files.   

 
l. Archiving Module Deletion.  Once the Destroyed Data has been fully regenerated and the 

R & O results are permanently archived from the MAGI system database, the processing 
data must be deleted from the Archiving Module.  All R & O fields of these records must be 
stored as required by the Contract and described herein. The R & O data must be made 
available to State via a process as yet to be determined within 24 hours of State requesting 
the R & O for a given GUID.  A nightly job must save these archives to Tape that will be 
retained for seven years.  A nightly job must also delete all records that were archived from 
the MAGI system.  Deletion includes the following specifics:  

 
i. All records with a REQ_DELETE_FLG=’T’ designation that fall within the date-

time range requested for archive must be deleted.  All R & O fields of these 
records will be written out to disk and identified by GUID. 

ii. All records with REQ_DELETE_FLG=’F’ and DET_STATUS =’E” designations 
that fall within the date-time range requested for archive must be deleted.  All R & 
O fields of these records containing only the SOAP fault message will be written 
out to disk and identified by GUID. 
 

m. Production-Like Environment.  Contractor must develop and maintain a production-like 
environment to process records using the security methods established in the Contract. 
 

n. Create Structures.  Contractor must set up file and database structures for the requests to 
be received, determination results, R & O, and processing flags are all stored in MySQL 
databases.  All the data elements except for the R & O are stored on the main database.  
The R & O are stored only in the MAGI system. 
 

o. Audits and Queries.  Contractor must ensure full audit reports can be generated at any 
time for the regenerated Destroyed Data.  Contractor must also ensure: 

 
i. Specific queries can be run against all data tables.   
ii. Auditing is executed using database triggers.   
iii. Any and all modifications made to the Regenerated Data in the MAGI system is 

tracked.  Modifications include, but are not limited to, creating, updating, or 
deleting the Regenerated Data.   

 
p. Detect Unauthorized Changes.  Contractor must provide an efficient means to detect any 

and all unauthorized changes; a summary of all changes by User ID is created and sent 
contained in the MAGI system’s Daily Report.  In the event any abnormal activity is detected 
or suspected by any Party, Contractor must run additional reporting against the data tables 
and provide to the State.  Upon request, Contractor must produce the Daily Report that 
includes the MAGI Processing Report, GUID List of Determinations Not Computed, and an 
Audit Log. 

 
q. Decoupled System Modules Processing.  Contractor must ensure processing will occur in 

new system modules that are decoupled.  Contractor must ensure modules interact with 
each other only through the MAGI system. This design is in keeping with the State 
requirement that the Eligibility Determination Service be asynchronous and reliable.  Each 
module is described below and the processing workflow is detailed. 

 
r. System Interactions.  Contractor must ensure the Determine Eligibility Module implements 

the new AT Web Service and interacts with the client that is calling the web service to 
receive the request.  The module receives the client web service call and if the call is valid, 
the module stores the input data in the MAGI system. Once the data is committed to the 
MAGI system, an acknowledgement is sent to the client with the GUID from the database. 
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s. Determinations Processor Module.  Contractor must ensure the Determinations 
Processor Module runs as a process (also known as “daemon”) and continuously scans the 
database table to process the records.  The module scans for records that have a 
Determination Status of “N” for “Not Processed”.  If it finds one, it locks it and if successful 
begins the process of calling the Oracle Determinations Server (ODS) to invoke the rule 
base and get a determination.  The following occurs in the database as a result of this 
module execution: 

 
i. The determination status must be changed to Completed (also known as Status 

Code “C”) if the call to OPA and subsequent mapping were successful.  If an 
error occurs, Contractor must ensure the determination status is set to Error (also 
known as Status Code “E”). 

ii. The Date/Time Determination Completed is stamped with System Date/Time. 
 

t. Web Service Implementation.  The Contractor’s implementation of the web service to 
production in the MAGI system must occur after December 12, 2015 as directed by the 
State.  After that time, the Hub Solution will begin sending AT packets to be stored in the 
MAGI system. 

 
u. AT Processing.  Contractor must process approximately 3,061,853 AT packets and store 

the determination R & O files in the MAGI system.  Contractor must deploy code changes in 
multiple waves to ensure the Medicaid/CHIP determinations are regenerated correctly.  
Contractor’s tasks must include, but are not limited to:   
 

i. Deploy production rule base code version and the corresponding façade code 
version applicable to the timeframe of when the AT packet originated.   

ii. Process AT packets based on GUID sequence and processing schedule. 
iii. Validate the generated Result XML to the received Result XML. 
iv. Repeat above process for all production deployments from inception through 

June 18, 2014 and the corresponding GUIDs, #1 – #3061853.  This includes an 
estimated daily processing of 35,000 ATs. 

 

v. Project Schedules.  Because of other State business needs, efforts to regenerate the 
currently Destroyed Data must begin on or before March 6, 2016  to ensure Contractor has 
a 90-day window for processing (also known as the “Go Live” date).  State technical experts 
have estimated that the submission, regeneration, and validation processes will take 
approximately 2-3 months to complete.  The State must approve Contractor’s Project 
Schedule to ensure it takes into account performance baselines and other dependencies 
impacting the MAGI system.  The following table serves as a high-level summary of the 
Project Schedule, but is by no means an exhaustive list of the Parties’ respective obligations 
specified under the Contract and within this SOW.

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11.5 In regenerating the Destroyed Data, Contractor must not utilize any of the project budget 
resources or resource hours allocated in Contractor’s Statement of Work for ongoing services 
and deliverables.  Contractor must not invoice the State for any activity related to Recreation of 
the Destroyed Data, including but not limited to planning and requirements, designing and 
construction, development, testing, and implementation. 
 

11.6 Pursuant to the good faith, warranty and information security provisions of the Contract, 
Contractor must conduct an independent, third-party audit of is systems, procedures, controls, 
and practices for: (a) data retention, (b) archiving, (c) data privacy, and information security 
programs.  The Audit must be completed within 30 days after the Destroyed Data is fully 
regenerated.  The audit must be performed entirely at Contractor’s expense.  The auditor must 
be approved by the State.  Contractor must provide the State with a copy of the third party’s 
Audit Report. 
 

11.7 On or before May 30, 2016, Contractor must provide the State with a Final Progress Report 
summarizing all lessons learned as a result of root cause analyses performed internally, by the 
State, and by the third party auditor.  The Final Progress Report must include a description of 
the processes Contractor has changed to ensure    
 

11.8 Contractor must fully remediate any and all audit findings arising out of the above-described 
Audit at no additional cost to the State.  Contractor must develop and fully implement a 
corrective action plan as soon as reasonably possible, but by no later than May 30, 2016.     
 

11.9 Contractor must provide an invoice credit to the State in the amount of $52,800.00.  This 
amount is based on a completion date of May 30, 2016 and the technical assumptions stated 
herein in Section 2.1. This amount was calculated based on the services and deliverables from 
State personnel and other third party vendors to regenerate the Destroyed Data.  This 
compensation does not include the costs of the above-named independent audit or any release 
of Contractor’s legal liability under the existing Contract.  The State reserves the right to seek 
additional compensatory damages as allowed under the law to ensure a just and equitable 
resolution of this matter. 
 

11.10 In the event Contractor cannot regenerate the Destroyed Data, or were to again render any 
State data set as destroyed, the State will execute all legal options available.  

 
12. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

 
12.1 Any terms or concepts in this Statement of Work that are not defined in the Contract are 

governed by their plain meaning.   
 

12.2 The term “Days” means calendar day unless specifically stated otherwise in the Contract.

Subcontractors is broadly defined to include any entity 
working to forward Contractor’s business.  The term subcontractors does not include 
independent contractors engaged by Contractor solely in a staff augmentation role.  
 

12.4 The term “Task” means a service and/or deliverable from Contractor.

14. PROJECT OBJECTIVE AND SCOPE OF WORK 

 
14.1 Contractor must store R & O determination files in the primary Phoenix, Arizona and the 

secondary Philadelphia, Pennsylvania data storage centers.   
 

14.2 The purpose of this SOW is to confirm the Parties’ existing agreement that the Contractor 
continue to store R & O determination files and provide analyses or raw data per the Contract 
and its SUITE documents.  
 

15. CONTRACTOR’S SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES 
 

15.1 Contractor’s Services and Deliverables under the Contract must include the following activities:

16.2 R & O determination files are not regularly requested; to date, there has been one request to 
support a quarterly CMS audit (CGI provided summary analysis).  If more frequent or higher 
volume requests are anticipated, the State will work with Contractor to execute a Change 
Request pursuant to Section 2.024 of the Contract. 

 

16.3 There are no High Availability requirements for the R & O determination files to be available in 
real-time. 

 

17. PAYMENT SCHEDULE AND PRICING 
 

17.1 The cost of Contractor’s R & O storage is built into the already agreed-upon pricing.  Therefore, 
this SOW will be executed at no additional cost to the State.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED: 

Identification of scope required for the Medicaid Compliance Program (MCP) development services in support of 
presumptive eligibility and system enhancements functionality, deferred functionality from previous releases, and 
new functional needs discovered during the Medicaid Compliance Program (MCP) life span, to be referred to as 
“Release 4 (extended to July 31, 2014)” or “R4”. 

BACKGROUND: 

The State of Michigan (SOM) is under contract with Contractor to implement a rules engine utilizing rules from the 
Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA or ACA) under the modified adjusted gross income (MAGI).  
As required under the Contract, the business and technical scope was identified with the responding Contractor 
approach.  Scope was defined through October 1, 2013, and extended through July 31, 2014.  Further IT services 
scope has been identified beyond March 31, 2014, and is included herein.

SCOPE OF WORK: 

Solution Overview 
30. This Statement of Work covers the term April 1, 2014, through July 31, 2014. 
31. The solution referred to as “Presumptive Eligibility and System Enhancements”, “Release 4” or “R4” must 

be installed and in operation by July 31, 2014.  Planning for this release will be based on the scope and 
assumptions documented in this SOW. 

32. Contractor and SOM will adhere to the mutually agreed upon schedule.

1.000 Project Identification 

1.001 PROJECT REQUEST 

The State of Michigan (SOM) will implement Michigan specific functionality in partnership with the Federal 
government to provide Michigan residents with a variety of health insurance options as required by the 
Affordable Care Act. The SOM will implement a standalone MAGI Determination Service provided by the 
vendor. This service will be utilized by State of Michigan applications making MAGI related determinations and 
MAGI related redeterminations. Applicants using any of Michigan’s current determination services and will be 
used to process applicants coming from the Federal Exchange. 
 

The Michigan technology plan for implementing this solution will focus on leveraging to the extent possible the 
existing applications, data, business processes and infrastructure already in place within the SOM IT 
Environment.  The SOM is a consolidated IT enterprise with robust processes and services.  Implementing this 
solution should build on these existing pillars as a solid foundation and the proposed solutions should allow for 
system and process flexibility as well as extensibility, should the State make policy decisions that implement 
other exchange models in the future. 
 

The (SOM) Department of Technology, Management and Budget (DTMB) supporting the Department of 
Community Health (DCH), Michigan Department of Licensing and Regulatory Affairs (LARA) and Michigan 
Department of Human Services (DHS) has issued this RFP. Vendors are invited to propose solutions for either 
the SOM Hub Solution or the MAGI Eligibility Service or both. 

1.002 BACKGROUND 

MAGI Eligibility Service:  
The MAGI Eligibility Service will be created to determine MAGI Medicaid eligibility and CHIP eligibility as well 
as appropriate groups and categories. The MAGI Eligibility Service will determine MAGI Medicaid and CHIP 
eligibility based on the State's applicable Medicaid and CHIP based income standards, citizenship and 
immigration status, other eligibility requirements as well as robust and standard verification rules and 
procedures consistent with 42 CFR parts 435 and 457. This service will possibly utilize verification functions 
supplied by the Federal Data Hub and accessed through the SOM Hub Solution also requested as part of this 
RFP. Alternately, it may utilize SOM trusted data sources to verify information related to the determination of 
MAGI Medicaid and CHIP eligibility. Non-MAGI eligibility will be determined per the existing business process 
within the State. 
 

The MAGI Eligibility Service must be easily modifiable to incorporate evolving business practices through 
updates provided by non-technical staff. Possible evolutions of business processes include but are not limited 
to the possible expansion of population served as well as the ability to identify co-payments for beneficiaries. 
 

This service will be utilized by all current Michigan systems currently performing eligibility determinations and 
will also be utilized by the Federal Portal for final determination of MAGI Medicaid/CHIP eligibility. All Michigan 
systems currently performing the eligibility determination function or Medicaid processing function will receive 
determinations simultaneously regardless of the system or process which requested the determination. For 
each determination, the data used to make the determination (including data used for the purpose of validation, 
the outcome of each decision made by the determination service as well as time stamp information)  will be 
stored in an archive for later use in the administrative hearing process and for use in future eligibility 
redeterminations. Future eligibility determinations for Medicaid / CHIP will be performed by the MAGI Eligibility 
Service cyclically and this same service will generate all appropriate electronic inputs for printed materials for 
re-determinations which cannot be determined automatically.   
 

SOM Hub Solution 
Deloitte is the Contractor responsible for implementation of the SOM Hub Solution. The implementation of the 
SOM Hub Solution will include a State Messaging Gateway as the single source of contact between the 
Federal Data Hub and the State of Michigan for both the health insurance exchange and Medicaid/Chip 
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activities. Communication with the Federal Data Hub will utilize NIEM schemas and authentication through 
VeriSign. This solution will, at a minimum, provide connectivity to the Data Warehouse as well as the individual 
sources of data directly.

concert with MITA reuse principles, The Contractor will utilize the State of Oregon implementation of 
OPA which means Michigan will not be charged for work already developed for Oregon and will benefit 
from time savings and monetary savings.  The out of the box solution will be pre-loaded with 85% of the 
required MAGI eligibility rules. 

 

MAGI ELIGIBILITY SERVICE SOLUTION OVERVIEW 
The solution will leverage design, development and implementation (DDI) work already completed for the 
State of Oregon that can be reused to address MAGI rules and workflows 
 

The Contractor will leverage start-up requirements and design artifacts from the Oregon project, the 
Contractor will also utilize a rules engine inclusive of a base set of the new healthcare MAGI rules, its 
industrial strength rules framework with a suite of production proven Oracle products.  In addition, the 
MAGI Eligibility Service Solution provides a Centralized Data Store (CDS).  The CDA stores all Account 
Transfer information as defined by the CMS, and additional eligibility data the State of Michigan requires for 
persistent data storage.   
 

The Centralized Data Store component of the MAGI Eligibility Service will receive data files from the SOM 
source systems for storage in the database. The Contractor shall expect that the identification of data 
entities and attributes to be a combined effort between SOM and the Contractor during the requirements 
and detail design phases of the project.   The Contractor shall not expect the source system to extract the 
required data entities.  That is, the project schedule and staffing does not anticipate that the Contractor will 
have to understand the database schema or write direct access routines (e.g. ODBC/JDBC) to the source 
systems. The Contractor’s solution has the capability to easily transform data. The Contractor does not 
anticipate complex transformations and is therefore willing to assume this risk.     
 
The Contractor’s MAGI Eligibility Service solution includes a policy mapping and cataloging capability to 
allow the State to quickly see the impact of legislative change across systems and services – including 
business rules, workflows, reports and other business ramifications. The Solution architectures are not 
“locked-in” to only using Contractor’s established components, but will allow the State to leverage current 
and future technologies used by the agencies. 
 
The Contractor’s MAGI Eligibility Service is a modular, SOA-based component that provides MAGI 
eligibility business functionality.  This independent service has been engineered to support eligibility 
determinations regardless of the door from which the application originates.  This approach will reduce risk 
should the SOM transition to a State Based Exchange as the same service could be utilized to determine 
eligibility. 
 
The MAGI Eligibility Service utilizes Oracle Policy Automation (OPA) as its rules engine.  OPA’s unique 
natural-language authoring capabilities enable subject matter experts (not just application developers) to 
develop rules directly from complex legislative text, policy documents and regulations using Microsoft 
Office Word and Excel – not technical tools. This natural language approach means that there is no 
scripting or programming needed. Oracle Policy Automation allows business users to maintain the rules in 
natural language in familiar Microsoft Word and Excel.  OPA uniquely allows the source business rules to 
link to original regulation, law or policy. The approach of using a centralized repository of loosely coupled 
and reusable business rule content is designed to offer maximum agility in this changing environment. The 
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Contractor will include a policy mapping and cataloging capability to allow the State to quickly see the 
impact of legislative change across systems and services – including not only changes to business rules, 
but the impact on workflows, reports and other solution aspects. 
 
The Contractor’s solution will enable subject matter experts to use Oracle Policy Modeler to articulate 
subject matter knowledge in unambiguous, executable statements of rules, following the conventions of the 
rule base vocabulary.  The Contractor’s solution also enables subject matter experts (rule modelers) to unit 
test rules on examples to verify correctness.  The subject matter expert/rule modeler is defined as being 
familiar with the logic and terminology in the rule base, be meticulous, and be a local expert on part of that 
logic.  Ideally, a rule modeler should: 
 Be able to take a common sense approach in modeling rules. If they are building applications, we want 

them to make sense to an ordinary person. 
 Be comfortable understanding the style of drafting used in the material they are working with, whether 

this is legislation or policy or other. Domain expertise is an indicator of a level of comfort, but isn’t 
necessarily required a priority. No programming skills are required.  

 Have solid communication skills. Specifically, the ability to paraphrase and break down sentences into 
more meaningful fragments is a must-have. 

 Be analytical. They need to have the ability to break down the structure and meaning of the material 
they are working with into the various components. 

 Be logically minded. Creating a rule base is a bit like building a logical proof. They need to be able to 
work with the logical relationship between sentences (the sky is black if it is night-time) and the logic 
within a sentence (sensible sentence negation). 

 Be comfortable with technology.  Through training and working closely with the System Integrator, have 
a willingness to learn and use the technology. 

 
The MAGI Eligibility Service shall easily handle both MAGI and non-MAGI definitions and determine 
eligibility online and in real time for a family whose members may be eligible for multiple Medicaid 
categories using both MAGI and non-MAGI Medicaid rules. 
 
Each stakeholder – members, service providers, assistors, and State employees – will have the tools 
necessary to help those seeking benefits such as Medicaid or other social services programs deemed 
necessary via the State.  The MAGI Eligibility Service architecture shall provide the State with the ability to 
span multiple health and human services programs while providing an integrated, holistic, member centric 
approach for delivering these services. 
 

The MAGI Eligibility Service shall support multiple rule types for optimal business agility and performance.  
Rule types include: 
 Inference rules (chained rules that infer data/facts) 
 Computation rules (basic arithmetic and mathematical functions) 
 Validation rules (warning and error messages when validations are not met) 
 Filtering rules (provide that a number data field cannot accept a letter) 
 Integration rules (map external system terms to internal rules) 
 Tabular rules (Excel is used to define truth tables, reference lookups, and other rules that are best 

modeled in tabular form) 
 

The MAGI Eligibility Service data repository contains but is not limited to the following: 
 Account Transfer data elements as included in the Federal Data Service Hub Account Transfer 

Business Service 
 Resulting determination outcomes from the MAGI Eligibility Service 
 Up to 25 additional data elements from other SOM systems 

 
The Contractor’s solution shall enable the SOM to configure the number of months (according to SOM data 
retention policies) to retain historical eligibility determination data in the active database.   
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The reports and correspondence for the MAGI Eligibility Service include but are not limited to the following: 
 Eligibility determination outcomes 
 Request for information 
 Dispute Resolution 
 Redetermination  

 
The Contactor’s Redetermination solution shall include the ability to provide data needed for 
redetermination correspondence.  The solution shall support communication methods such as SFTP, 
FTP/S, message queuing, etc.  The Contractor shall develop the transfer mechanism by working with the 
SOM and the SOM print/mail facility to determine specific requirements for the transfer.  The Contractor 
and the SOM will mutually agree on the final approach.

These 
requirements will include relevant information from the Federal CALT site and will be consolidated into a 
SEM402 which is the standard SOM SUITE Requirements Specification document.  
 
The primary goal of this stage is to develop a basis for mutual understanding between the business 
owner/users and the project team concerning the requirements for the project. The result of this understanding 
is an approved Requirements Specification that becomes the initial baseline for product design and a reference 
for determining whether the completed product performs as the system owner requested and expected. All 
system requirements, (e.g., software, hardware, performance, functional, infrastructure, etc.) should be 
included.  
 
This stage involves analysis of the business owner/users' business processes and needs, translation of those 
processes and needs into formal requirements, and planning the testing activities to validate the performance 
of the product.  
 
Contractor Approach 
The Contractor will continually evaluate the solution status to identify the components with the most mature 
requirements throughout the SOM stakeholder community, and reprioritize them to proceed down the software 
development lifecycle (SDLC) path without waiting until all requirements or designs are completed.  This will be 
a highly collaborative process with the State of Michigan project management team to adjust priorities to align 
with the other complementary initiatives required to utilize Contractor’s solutions.  This approach recognizes 
the embryonic stage of the implementation of the ACA model, and provides the State and other vendor 
partners of the State with the flexibility required to adapt to the inevitable, late refinements in requirements. At 
all times the Contractor will work collaboratively with the State, emphasizing the importance of a transparent 
partnership approach amongst all of the project stakeholders.   
 
As described by SUITE, the goal of the Requirements Definition phase is to assess and document functional 
and non-functional requirements that the application needs to support. To achieve this goal the Contractor will 
review and document requirements well enough so that the developers and stakeholders in the solution agree 
to that description. The work consists of requirements elaboration, verification, traceability, and validation. 
Requirements elaboration expands requirements into complete descriptions using methods, such as business 
process models and use cases. Requirements verification checks to confirm requirements meet specific quality 
factors, for instance, that requirements are complete, necessary, non-redundant, readable, terse, testable, 
traceable, unambiguous, understood, and within scope. Requirements validation tests the developed solution 
to confirm that it correctly implements all of the agreed to requirements. Requirements validation requires 
requirements traceability, which starts by allocating requirements to components and then tying test scenarios 
for the components back to original requirements so that in the end the Contractor can verify that all agreed-to 
requirements have been built and tested.  
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The Contractor will start with a baseline MAGI OPA Eligibility configuration and implementation from the State 
of Oregon.  During requirement workshops, The Contractor will review requirements, conduct gap analysis and 
leverage use cases from Oregon.  Reusable items include requirements, entity models, process models, use 
cases, functional designs, technical designs and the latest iteration from the Oregon project.  The Contractor 
will leverage these items in the requirements verification, design and builds. As each workshop progresses, the 
Contractor will go into finer levels of detail in each area to address alignment with SOM requirements.   
 

Within the full eligibility determination rule base from Oregon there is a reusable element and a state-specific 
policy element.  The State-specific elements include particular text, labels, and state policy choices. The 
Contractor shall adjust the vocabulary, implement the State-specific rules, train the State in this specific rules 
content; and train the State in approaches to maintaining the content. 
The Contractor’s approach to finalizing the business rules shall include a rapid gap analysis between the 
Oregon rules and Michigan requirements, which would include the following steps: 
 Discover desired SOM choices for options allowed in the MAGI Regulations 
 Elaborate SOM requirements for eligibility service inputs and outputs  
 Elaborate and harmonize SOM and federal requirements for verifying reasonable compatibility 
 Discover gaps between SOM specified business rules for eligibility and implemented federal rules from 

Oregon 
 Make extensive use of the Oregon rule base as a “conference room prototype” 
 Capture all results in an OPA Scope of Work for review and approval

B. Hardware 
The Infrastructure solution must be available and fully functional by the date specified in the mutually agreed 
Project Plan. 
 
Contractor Approach 
The Contractor will implement the MAGI solution in the CGI Government Cloud. The CGI Government Cloud is 
in operation today and ready to support the MAGI Eligibility Service.  After awarding the Contractor's 
Government Cloud to a Federal blanket purchase agreement, the U.S. General Services Administration (GSA) 
granted it Authority to Operate (ATO) status.  This certifies compliance with all GSA security requirements, 
including Federal Information Security Management Act (FISMA) standards and Health Information Privacy 
and Accountability Act (HIPAA) security requirements.   This solution will avoid disrupting Michigan’s current 
operations while providing the flexibility to migrate the solutions to the Michigan environment in the future. The 
CGI Government Cloud is built on the Cisco Unified Computing System (UCS) and includes Hitachi Data 
Systems storage, VMware server virtualization and BMC ITSM service management integration to deliver the 
Information Technology Infrastructure Library (ITIL) stack.  Disaster recovery (DR) is integrated into the cloud 
with synchronous data replication between the primary and secondary locations. 
 
The Contractor shall host Oracle Policy Automation for Michigan (as well as other states) in the CGI 
Government Cloud.  CGI recognizes the importance, privacy and security of the data involved in this solution.  
For that reason, CGI implements separate instances of the software and database for each client.   
 
Within the CGI Government Cloud, Contractor shall continuously monitor infrastructure performance so that: 1) 
SOM will see that Contractor meets key performance initiatives, and 2) Contractor’s team can apply continuous 
improvement processes to further enhance service to the State.  
 
The SIERA monitoring solution provides a service–oriented monitoring focus for critical applications and 
dependent application and systems infrastructures. The service impact events generated are automatically 
integrated into the incident management Configuration Management Database (CMDB) or its own data store 
via the generation of incident records associated with the detected component.  
 
When an event captured by SIERA monitoring solution indicates a service disruption and even an interruption 
of a service, through integration with Service management ITSM, an incident record is generated and at the 
same time an unavailability record is created showing the exact detection time. When the component and/or 
application is operational again, the unavailability record is closed based on the same SIERA input, the 
incident record staying opened until the operational support group ensures that all other effects of the 
disruption/interruption are removed. This is an example of the low level data capture required to effectively 
compute KPI and service level metrics. 
 
The MAGI Eligibility Solution hosting leverages server virtualization to deliver the performance and stability 
required by the State. This solution also provides scalability to meet increased demands over time and 
elasticity – the ability to rapidly expand, contract or reconfigure resources – to meet changing volume demands 
and respond to changing SOM requirements and varying business cycles.   
 
Transactions will be asynchronous. The Contractor’s solution shall incorporate timer events (retry requests) or 
alert notifications when the SOM Hub system does not acknowledge a message, as defined during detailed 
design. 
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The Contractor’s solution shall secure messages in transit; encrypt all messages (256-bit minimal level); and 
use a secured VPN and SSL. In addition, messages shall be secured and persisted at rest. All data shall be 
encrypted at rest. 
 
The Contractor’s solution shall generate alerts to Contractor team for problem correction. SOM may be given 
access to the dashboard or receive alerts, as defined during detailed design.  If any portion of the Contractor’s 
solution is unavailable, then the Contractor team is responsible for the level of incident detection and speed of 
resolution necessary to maintain their service SLA. 
 
CGI Government Cloud hosting provides scalability for the system, horizontally (scale out with more servers, 
memory and storage) and vertically (scale up with bigger servers) by component, and as a modern cloud 
service, offers the ability to right-size based on varied operational workloads over time. This provides a highly 
configurable environment that supports the State's needs with a technical and application platform capable of 
supporting current and future requirements.  Combined with CGI team knowledge and experience with these 
technologies, each solution is rapidly deployed and tested to support the required schedule. 
 
The abstraction of the hosting of the CGI solution also provides the State of Michigan with an additional layer 
of protection against a local SOM Virtual Center of Excellence (VCOE) disaster, by providing the ability to 
continue accepting transaction requests and queuing them until the State data center restores operation. 
 
The diagram below titled Logical Architecture with Typical Eligibility Use Case, presents the logical 
architecture based on Contractor’s understanding of a typical eligibility verification Use Case.  The Use Case 
illustrated is for a request from the Bridges System for a Medicaid Eligibility Determination.   The table titled 
Transaction Steps Table, which follows, describes each of the steps necessary to complete the transaction.  
As displayed in the diagram, The Contractor has architected the components to be separate and encapsulated 
such that there are not any design constraints.   While the MAGI component would run with the CGI Federal 
Cloud, the State retains the technical and operational flexibility to move the component to another data center.  
The solution framework meets the needs of today and has the flexibility to support the unforeseen business 
needs as the Affordable Care Act progresses and matures.

Security 
The information being exchanged within the MAGI Eligibility Solution is highly confidential and absolutely must 
be protected.  A person’s Social Security Number, income level, and citizenship are just some of the data 
being exchanged.  Security has multiple layers and applications; from physical security of the data center, user 
IDs and passwords, firewalls, to personnel security such as background checks.  The Contractor’s solution 
shall address all of these areas.    
 

Data Center Security.  The proposed State Gateway solution resides on CGI’s Government Cloud, which 
was developed to adhere to the rigorous set of technical and security requirements set forth in the CMS 
CCS and FedRAMP certification.  CGI’s Government Cloud is also Federal Information Security 
Management Act (FISMA) compliant for Low and Moderate Impact applications – representing 88% of the 
U.S. government’s IT workload.  This includes systems that process sensitive data such as personally 
identifiable information (PII), Confidential Business Information (CBI) and Protected Health Information 
(PHI).  Within the CGI Government Cloud the access control and credentials management includes: 

 

Access Control.  Administrative access is granted through named accounts through administrative rights 
in Windows environments or SUDO access for Linux/Unix environments. Log aggregation and monitoring 
of administrative access is provided through ArcSight SIEM.  There are access reports within the cloud 
management system that can be reviewed with the State. 

 

Authentication.  The Contractor uses an active directory implementation of LDAP to provide enterprise 
authentication across the cloud and customer VMs. The same ID is used to access all devices. 
Authorization is generally handled within the applications that make up the cloud with a few exceptions 
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where the cloud can pull the groups from the active directory. The second factor of authentication uses 
RSA On-demand Authenticator. The Contractor will work with the SOM to identify an acceptable peer to 
peer authorization method that complies with the SOM security standards for remote access. 

 

Identity Management.  Identities are created, updated or removed using service request forms in the 
portal. Each request goes through an approval process to approve the change prior to implementation.  

 
Hosting 
The Contractor will implement the MAGI Eligibility Service in the CGI Government Cloud.  The Government 
Cloud hosting fulfills the requirements for hosting within a vendor data center.   
 

The CGI Cloud is built on the Cisco Unified Computing System (UCS) and includes Hitachi Data Systems 
storage, VMware server virtualization and BMC ITSM service management integration to deliver the 
Information Technology Infrastructure Library (ITIL) stack.  Disaster recovery (DR) is integrated into the 
cloud with synchronous data replication between the primary and secondary locations. 

 
The Contractor’s MAGI Eligibility hosting solution leverages server virtualization to deliver the performance 
and stability required by the State. This solution also provides scalability to meet increased demands over 
time and elasticity – the ability to rapidly expand, contract or reconfigure resources – to meet changing 
volume demands and respond to changing SOM requirements.  CGI Government Cloud hosting provides 
scalability for the system, horizontally (scale out with more servers) and vertically (scale up with bigger 
servers) by component, and as a modern cloud service, offers the ability to right-size based on varied 
operational workloads over time. This provides a highly configurable environment that supports the State's 
need's with a technical and application platform capable of supporting current and future requirements.  
Combined with CGI Team knowledge and experience with these technologies, each solution is rapidly 
deployed and tested to support the required schedule. 

 
The Contractor will deliver the following advantages for the State: 

 No capital expense for infrastructure – The solution is delivered as a service  
 No obsolescence of data center assets – Contractor will refresh assets to maintain performance 

and reliability 
 Integrated DR capabilities – built-in data replication provides fast recovery 
 Ability to scale resources within few practical limits – virtualization allows for efficient addition or 

reallocation of computing resources 
 Existing FISMA and HIPAA compliance – one of the first two vendors to have achieved FedRAMP 

security certification.   As part of this compliance, CMS has visited and been on-site of the Phoenix 
Data Center 

 
Disaster Recovery 
To properly provide business continuity and disaster recovery, the MAGI Eligibility Solution has been carefully 
architected to facilitate timely recovery in the event of a site failure at the Phoenix Data Center (PDC) by using 
a Secondary Data Center (SDC) in Philadelphia, PA. 
 

The solution balances the need for a recovery process that minimizes both the Recovery Time Objective 
(RTO) and the Recovery Point Objective (RPO) against the costs involved in a DR solution. Primarily, it 
relies on near real time data replication from the PDC to the SDC with hot standby servers and devices. 
This solution accomplishes two things: 

 Establishes an estimated RPO of 2 hours through data replication, eliminating the time consuming 
and logistical issues associated with recovering data from tape, 

 Plans for a RTO of 2 hours by using dedicated, live devices located at the SDC. These devices 
would be allocated to the MAGI solution and built out and configured in the recovery environment at 
the time of a disaster declaration, accessing the already present and replicated data.  
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The Contractor will provide the State with 24/7/365, 99.99% availability through server redundancy and 
data replication; primary and secondary data centers will provide DR and Continuity of Operations (COOP) 
needs and high availability (HA) with a recovery time objective (RTO) of 2 hours and a recovery point 
objective (RPO) of 2 hours.  
 

The Contractor has partnered with SunGard Recovery Services to facilitate and streamline the recovery of 
the MAGI Eligibility Service. Through SunGard, the State will be provided with access to emerging, state-
of-the-art hardware architecture and recovery processes and access to a team of CGI dedicated Disaster 
Recovery experts and SMEs covering every area of Infrastructure support.

D. Application Design 
1. Functional Design - describes the logical system flow, data organization, system inputs and outputs, 

processing rules, and operational characteristics of the product from the user's point of view. The 
functional design is not concerned with the software or hardware that will support the operation of 
the product or the physical organization of the data or the programs that will accept the input data, 
execute the processing rules, and produce the required output. The focus is on the functions and 
structure of the components that comprise the product. Completion date: within one week of 
Contract execution. 

2. System Design - The goal of this stage is to translate the user-oriented functional design 
specifications into a set of technical, computer-oriented system design specifications; and to design 
the data structure and processes to the level of detail necessary to plan and execute the 
Construction and Implementation Stages. General module specifications should be produced to 
define what each module is to do, but not how the module is to be coded. Effort focuses on 
specifying individual routines and data structures while holding constant the structure and interfaces 
developed in the previous stage. Each module and data structure is considered individually during 
detailed design with emphasis placed on the description of internal and procedural details. The 
primary work product of this stage is a system design that provides a blueprint for the coding of 
individual modules and programs. Completion date: 5/21/2013.

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Contractor Approach 
During this phase, requirements are refined and verified and the architecture is proven for each component or 
product through detailed modeling and prototyping. This is done through use of cross-functional requirements 
validation and solution design sessions to complete the use case descriptions, interface specifications, and 
other high-level design artifacts and views. Design also includes creation of initial or updated versions of 
design specifications and technical plans; including the System Design Document (SEM-0604).   The design 
phase focuses on the following key activities: 

 Manage requirements - Comprehensive requirements management processes and tools are essential 
to provide that system requirements are well-defined, clearly-understood and can be traced from 
elicitation through delivery. The Contractor will describe how to elicit, organize, and document 
required functionality and constraints. Use Cases and scenarios are effective mechanisms for 
providing that business processes are appropriately reflected in functional requirements. The 
Contractor’s Requirements Traceability Matrix (RTM) tool provides comprehensive traceability for 
requirements – to provide that they are mapped to design components and test cases. The 
Contractor’s methodology will include processes for tracking and evaluating change requests. 

 Use component-based architectures – The Contractor will focus on early development and base-lining 
of a robust executable architecture, prior to committing resources for full-scale development. The 
Contractor’s solution is based on a modular architecture coupled with a heavy emphasis on using 
COTS products; such as Oracle OPA. The Contractor will place significant focus on defining sub-
systems and on packaging functionality within sub-systems.  This system design technique promotes 
reuse, improves productivity, and also lays the foundation for easier, lower cost system maintenance.  
It also enables us to leverage the Contractor’s deep Service Oriented Architecture (SOA) expertise to 
identify sub-systems and packages that can be converted into reusable services.  

 Visually model software – By visually modeling software to capture the structure and behavior of 
architectures and components, project teams can focus on the big picture, and hide the details. 
These visual abstractions enable teams to communicate different aspects of the solution; see how 
the elements of the system fit together; provide that the building blocks are consistent with code, 
maintain consistency between a design and its implementation; and promote unambiguous 
communication. The Contractor uses the industry standard methodology to drive consistency in 
artifacts across projects.  This also drives consistency in processes via use case realizations, where 
class diagrams and interaction diagrams (Sequence and Collaboration diagrams) are used to design 
and implement the system based on use cases.  This consistency will allow SOM, for example, to use 
senior technical staff to review artifacts throughout a project. 

 Verify software quality - The Contractor’s approach provides processes and standards to assist project 
teams in the planning, design, implementation, execution, and evaluation of tests across a wide 
range of dimensions: functionality, reliability, performance. Quality assurance is built into the process, 
in all activities, involving all participants, using objective measurements and criteria, and not treated 
as an afterthought or a separate activity performed by a separate group. 

 Control changes to software – The Contractor’s approach describes how to control, track and monitor 
changes to enable successful iterative development. It also guides the State on how to establish 
secure workspaces for each developer by providing isolation from changes made in other 
workspaces and by controlling changes of all software artifacts (e.g., models, code, documents, etc.). 
And it brings a team together to work as a single unit by describing how to automate integration and 
build management. 

 

Critical to the MAGI Eligibility Solution is the successful integration with the Deloitte SOM Hub Solution.  The 
Contractor will follow three primary steps for this interface: 

 Interface Strategy – The Contractor will present the approach for the construction of the interface, the 
purpose and how SOM and the interface partner will utilize it.  This step is minimal for the SOM Hub 
since most of the interfaces are already known.  
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 Interface Definition, Requirements Analysis – The Contractor will meet with the primary State 
stakeholders and the SOM team members to develop a shared understanding of the purpose of each 
of the interfaces detailed in the requirements.   

 Interface Definition, Requirements Drill down – The Contractor will meet with both primary and external 
stakeholders to elaborate the details for each interface.  

 

Each MAGI Eligibility Service interface will have an Interface Control Document that describes the concept of 
operations for the interface, defines the message structure and protocols that govern the interchange of data, 
and identifies the communication paths along which the data is expected to flow, and defines the security 
parameters and methods. The Contractor will develop performance metrics for each interface and create a test 
approach to validate all interfaces are functioning as designed. The interface control documents including 
performance criteria and test approach and methods, are presented to the State for review and approval. 

With regard to the development and implementation system interfaces: 

 The Contractor will perform some degree of data cleansing as part of the interface; any major data 
cleansing activities will be handled in the interfacing systems by the source system owners. 

 Detailed documentation and technical support personnel for the interfacing systems will be made 
available by the State for design, development and testing of interfaces, as required by the project

E. Application Development  
Construction involves coding, validation and unit testing by a developer. Any hardware or software procured to 
support the construction effort is installed or modified. Plans are developed for the installation of the operating 
environment hardware and software. A training program is designed and a Training Plan that describes the 
system is produced. The activities in this stage result in the transformation of the system design into the first 
complete executable representation of the product. If required, the source code or COTS “glue” code, including 
suitable comments, is generated using the approved program specifications. The source code is then grouped 
into logical units and all high-level language units are compiled into object code. Unit testing is performed to 
determine if the code satisfies the program specifications and is complete, logical, and error free. The 
operating documentation is also produced. The operating documentation is required for installing, operating, 
and supporting the product through its lifecycle. Completion date 6/14/2013 
  

Contractor Approach 
The Contractor’s approach to the MAGI Eligibility Service design and development is driven by the unique 
capability that allows rules to be implemented directly from legislation, regulations and policy manuals.  Policy 
managers cut and paste the plain language policy legislation, mark up the text in Microsoft Office Word and 
Excel using intuitive highlighting techniques and simple toolbars to provide a structure to the rule and convert it 
into rules which will then determine in an automated fashion, without human intervention. The rules can also 
perform calculations when required.  Because there is a direct link between the policy text and the 
programmatic rules, the results are easy to explain, track, monitor and audit. 
 

The key advantages of the Contractor’s OPA approach to rules are: 
 Reuse of existing baseline MAGI Eligibility policies from another state 
 Ability to react swiftly to the anticipated volume of refinements that will result after the initial months of 

implementation and utilization of the FFE 
 Traceability to the regulations codified in 42 CFR parts 435 and 457. 
 Policy and business experts can participate closely in rule creation and maintenance, which addresses 

the communication gap which emerges between business and IT groups on some traditional IT projects 
 As the rules map very closely to statutes, regulations and policy documents, it is easy to pinpoint the 

changes which need to be made when the statutes, regulations and policy documents inevitably 
change 

 The rules are loosely coupled, which maximizes opportunities for reuse – between systems or even, 
where appropriate, between organizations which share rule requirements. 

 
Rules will be stored and grouped directly within a directory structure, organizing source documents, business 
rules, calculations, logic, reports, and procedural variables. To support multi-developer environments, Oracle 
Policy Modeling’s repository integrates with standard source control software. 
 
The Contractor’s solution will support the following rules best practices: 

 Loose coupling of rules to the application. OPA rules are written from the top-down from statutes, 
regulations and policy documents. The approach to rule-writing in OPA is such that rules are written in 
a format that remains the same regardless of whether they are being used in frontline interactive 
applications, or for back office or batch processing. As the rules are not closely tied to the specific 
technical artifacts of a single implementation, they are able to be used across multiple systems and 
shared. 

 Rules should map closely to source material. OPA rules are written in natural language and tables, 
which allows them to map very closely to the policy provisions they implement. As a result, it is very 
easy with OPA to see the impact that a change to a policy provision will have on the rules – simply by 
comparing the text of the new legislated provision with the text of the OPA rule. 
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 Rule source should be labeled. OPA rules are written in Microsoft Office Word and Excel and the rule 
development environment allows rule authors to use standard features of those products – footnotes, 
tables of content, headings etc. Each rule should be clearly labeled to show the legislative or policy 
source for the rule. Rules are organized into documents according to their source. Rule authors are 
also able to add notes about policy interpretation or other comments within the rule documents. The 
result is that when rules are shared, it is easy to establish a mapping between rules and the policy 
provisions that are relevant for a specific implementation.  

 Logic should be contained in rules rather than custom code. In order to maximize ease of policy 
updates and rule sharing, the MAGI Eligibility Service solution has a strong principle that wherever 
possible, legislative decision logic should be written in rules so it is all available in one place for editing 
and review by policy personnel. The CGI team discourages the use of custom code to implement 
legislative provisions. 

 

The ease of use with OPA will allow users to even train themselves in rules modeling and in the 
implementation of rules.  The Contractor will offer the State the capability to leverage the reusable elements 
that are specific to MAGI Medicaid, TANF, SNAP and other benefit application programs so that State can 
focus on the state specific changes in what the State maintains.  
 

Within the full eligibility determination component there is a reusable element and a state-specific policy 
element.  The State specific element includes the specific text from the state policy manuals and other state 
policy documents as appropriate. The Contractor will provide the capability to deliver the State-specific rules 
including the State-specific policy; to train the State in this benefit-specific rules content; and to train the State 
in approaches to maintaining the State-specific content.

F.   Testing 
Testing activities focus on interfaces between and among components of the product, such as functional 
correctness, system stability, overall system operability, system security, privacy and sensitive information 
control, and system performance requirements (e.g., reliability, maintainability, and availability). Testing 
performed incrementally provides feedback on quality, errors, and design weaknesses early in the integration 
process. In this stage, components are integrated and tested to determine whether the product meets 
predetermined functionality, performance, quality, interface, and security requirements. Once the product is 
fully integrated, system testing is conducted to validate that the product will operate in its intended 
environment, satisfies all user requirements, and is supported with complete and accurate operating 
documentation. User Acceptance Testing (UAT) follows System Testing, and solicits feedback from users to 
make any final adjustments to the programming before releasing the product for implementation.

Contractor Approach 
The Contractor will work with the State to customize the testing framework describing how systems and 
services are tested for the MAGI Eligibility solution. The Contractor supports the premise that testing must be 
managed as a project within a project, using standard project management disciplines while starting testing 
early and often in the project life cycle. 
 

With an emphasis on disciplined management of the testing process following the guidelines established by 
the Testing Manager and incorporated into the System Development Life Cycle (SDLC), the testing 
methodology is fully integrated with the development process activities and tasks. Contractor testing will start 
early in the project plan with an understanding the entire project has an extremely short duration.  For the 
MAGI Eligibility Service, The Contractor will perform the following, progressive tests: 
 Unit Test 
 System Integration Test 
 User Acceptance Test 
 Performance Test 

 

Each of these test cycles are independent phases and will be diligently planned and organized to minimize the 
potential for defects being introduced in subsequent phases.  For each level of testing, the Contractor will 
conduct the following activities and generate the associated artifacts: 

 Test Strategy – This stage validates business and technical requirements as well as defines the high 
level test activities, test phases, and exit/entry criteria between phases, the sign-off criteria, and the 
strategy to achieve the testing objective.  The test strategy will be coordinated with the SOM source 
systems that are the initiator, respondent and recipient of MAGI Eligibility Service and Centralized Data 
Store data.   
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 Test Planning – This stage concentrates on preparing test plans to include defining the necessary 
resources and effort/schedule requirement. Risk-based testing analysis based on requirements for 
early defect prevention is a key activity of the Test Planning phase.  The Contractor will collaborate with 
the State of Michigan project managers as well as other State contractor/partners to align testing to 
meet the full business workflow across the different application tiers. 

 Test Design – This stage involves developing test cases, automated test scripts, and test data. 
Preparing the aspects of the test environment for execution is also done during this stage.  The State of 
Michigan should participate in the identification and development of the test cases that will be used.   

 Test Execution – In this stage, identified test cases and test scripts are executed to verify the 
application behaves as expected. Deviation from the expected behavior is analyzed to verify that it is 
not due to data or environment issues. Defects are reported and once the defect is fixed, the test 
cases/scripts are run again to confirm that the fix has resolved the problem that was raised.   

 Test Completion – The activities in this stage involve creation of the Final Test Summary Report, which 
evaluates the outcomes of the testing exercise and presents the findings to the stakeholders with 
recommended actions. The essential elements of the final report are the results measured against the 
predefined success criteria and the recommendations regarding the outcomes.  The Contractor will 
conduct formal walkthroughs of the testing phase results report with the State of Michigan project 
managers at the completion of each phase and prior to the start of the next phase.  While the 
Contractor will not start the next phase until approved by the State, the Contractor will perform test 
planning and test design in parallel with preceding test phases. 

 

User Acceptance Testing (UAT) 
At the end of system development and successful completion of system integration testing, the Contractor will 
certify to the SOM that the software is ready for UAT. While responsibility for user acceptance testing belongs 
to the SOM, many of the functional, and integration test cases and test scripts that are developed earlier can 
be used as part of acceptance testing. The Contractor will support the SOM during the development of test 
plans, test cases, test scripts, and test execution for acceptance testing. During user acceptance testing, the 
Contractor will support the test team through mentoring, and respond to identified defects and updates to the 
software being tested as needed.  The Contractor validates that completed software components are 
positioned for success at implementation and that they meet the vision, business needs, and quality standards 
of the SOM by conducting UAT. For each software release, system components are subjected to structured 
system testing performed by an integrated test team that is responsible for evaluating and documenting all test 
outcomes. In addition, all system documentation and training materials will be available during the UAT 
processes for determination of conformance, usability, and accuracy.  
 

The State’s UAT team will be comprised of SOM project team staff, SOM technical staff and various 
departmental program staff, and will be supported full time by the onsite Contractor team. The Contractor will 
assist in development and use of automated scripts that cover each of the interfaces will be required. All test 
scripts, test plans, testing tools, and software used by the Contractor to develop test scenarios and test data 
becomes the property of the State at completion of testing.  
 

In addition to performing UAT, the State will perform the following tasks:  
 Process deliverables according to the provisions of the Contract  

 Review defect corrections, integration and outcomes, and provide feedback  to the Contractor 
consisting of detailed request for remediation or correction and provide approval to proceed 

 Form a UAT team that will:  

o Co-develop test cases, test data, and scenarios  

o Receive training from Contractor’s team in the operation of the Data Hub Solution, use of testing 
tools, data pools, and use of test scripts  

o Act as system users and primary result evaluators while performing testing and reviewing user 
and operational system documentation/guides/reference materials  

o Act as students to assess the adequacy, accuracy and effectiveness of training materials 
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o Document defects and discrepancies identified during the course of testing  

o Document corrections of defects and discrepancies  

 
Requirements specification artifacts, such as requirements documents with process workflows, requirements 
traceability matrices, entity relationship diagrams, process specifications, and use cases will guide the 
development of test cases, test scenarios, and test scripts including the expected results. The test cases and 
scenarios will be cross-referenced to the approved Requirements Traceability Matrix to validate the 
accommodation of the requirements and functionality.  
 
The testing program for a system release is a major functional and cost driver, requiring test planning as part of 
the requirements definition for each release. 
 
The test plan will identify the testing that is to be done throughout the software development process and will 
include plans for component, subsystem, system, compliance (e.g., security) and regression testing. The test 
plan will be developed in conjunction with the SOM and the Contractor system integration team.  The test plan 
will specify the test cases and test scenarios to be run, including any such tests from previous testing used to 
help provide that previously developed capabilities have not been compromised. The test plan will describe the 
test methods, parameters, and the resources required for the testing to include personnel, computer systems, 
and time. The plan will specify the testing schedule to provide priorities in testing, to help provide that testing 
dependencies are accommodated, and to verify the availability of resources to meet the schedule.  
Without regard to the nature of the identified defect, all material defects will be reported to the appropriate 
Contract Administrator for adjudication and action. Throughout the UAT, the Contractor will provide summary 
reports that describe testing progress including: metrics relating to the number of test scripts completed; the 
defects identified to include priority, severity, and cause; and an evaluation of the systems operational 
readiness based on test results and overall performance. Test results will be traced back to requirements to 
show that the requirements have been shown to be fulfilled. Once testing has been completed, including 
rerunning test scripts to help provide that major defects have been corrected, the Contractor will provide a 
certification that all of the requirements and functionality agreed upon for the system release have been tested 
and there are no fatal or major defects remaining.  
 
The State of Michigan will coordinate the completion of the modifications to the following applications to 
support the System Testing and User Acceptance Testing in accordance with the mutually agreed upon 
schedule: 

 MAGI Eligibility Service 
 SOM Eligibility Determination Systems (Bridges, MIBridges) 
 SOM CHIP Eligibility Determination Systems (MAXSTAR) 
 Dispute Resolution System – MAHS 
 Document Imaging Service 
 Federal Partner Exchange (FPE) Reporting  

 
CGI will conduct testing as defined in the workplan, including system and integration testing.  System and 
integration testing may be conducted concurrently, rather than sequentially, and likewise will not require 
separate and sequential packaging, review, and approval steps.  However, documentation of testing results will 
provide the State documentation necessary to attest to the successful completion of the required testing.  
Additionally, as defined in the workplan, CGI will participate in necessary User Acceptance Testing which will 
require interaction with the SOM and Hub vendor and the SOM systems with which the MAGI solution will 
interact.

The MAGI Eligibility Service includes comprehensive testing capabilities that pinpoint the impact of legislation, 
regulation and policy changes, and which allow what-if analysis of proposed amendments and a high degree of 
policy compliance throughout the policy implementation life-cycle. The policy analysts themselves conduct 
regression testing to determine impact and refine business rules providing them prompt feedback on the effect 
of changes. This reduces the amount of time to implement rules, ultimately leading to implementation and 
maintenance cost savings. 
 

The Contractor’s will provide comprehensive testing capabilities within Microsoft Word and Excel that pinpoint 
the impact of legislation, regulation and policy changes to allow what-if testing of proposed amendments and 
provide high quality throughout the policy implementation lifecycle.   
 

The Oracle Policy Automation (OPA) software can perform detection of conflicting rules, dangling rules, logical 
loops (rules that can never reach a conclusion).  It provides the ability to compare results during the build and 
refinement stages of rules development and testing. Additionally, OPA enforces that there is only one definition 
of each unique business rule; this means that when that single definition is updated every other use of that rule 
is also updated.  All rules that have been defined are available for re-use in new rules. OPA provides a rule 
browser to search existing rules for reuse. 
 
By enforcing that there is only one definition of each unique business rule; this means that when that single 
definition is updated every other use of that rule is also updated. OPA also supports Hot Deploy of rules to the 
server so that the latest rules are promptly available. 
 

The policy analysts themselves conduct regression testing to determine impact and refine business rules 
providing them quick feedback on the effect of changes.  This will reduce the amount of time to implement 
rules. 
 
Business users will define and execute test cases which include input data and the expected result(s). “Actual 
results” are obtained by executing the rules against the data and such results are compared with the expected 
results.  The Regression Test report is displayed to the user in Oracle Policy Modeling, including a summary 
with statistics, etc.  The report can be printed, saved and/or exported as XML or HTML.

G. Implementation 
Implementation of the product is initiated after all application testing has been successfully completed. This 
stage involves the activities required to install the software, databases, or data that comprise the product onto 
the hardware platform at the site(s) of operation. The activities associated with this stage should be performed 
each time the product is installed at a production site. User training may be required to complete the 
implementation process. A description of the training necessary for developers, testers, users, and operations 
staff is provided in the Training Plan. Implementation completion date: 10/1/2013.

Contractor must provide appropriate system interfaces/integration to the State of Michigan Hub Solution. 
 

Contractor Approach 
Rollout of the approved MAGI Eligibility Solution will be carefully prepared, coordinated, and integrated with 
training, preparation for organizational change, technology impacts (such as Bridges and CHAMPS), and 
careful scheduling of the implementation.  
 

The Contractor will provide release planning which will include specific scheduling and implementation 
objectives, rollback or roll forward and recovery must be planned as part of the rollout. Careful consideration 
will be given to the impact of incomplete rollouts. The implementation steps that need to be taken for 
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implementation are the same as those followed for pilot testing and will be managed in accordance with the 
processes described for release and deployment. The steps include completion of UAT and certification of 
system readiness, completion of organizational change preparedness, training at all levels, careful preparation 
of the conversion and implementation activity, the implementation activity, validation of the implementation, 
and monitoring of operations.  
 

Upon approval of the implementation plan, the Contractor will execute the implementation of a specific set of 
components (release) of the MAGI Eligibility Solution.  During this period, the Contractor will maintain all 
system software until completion of system turnover, perform any remaining training activities, verify and 
validate the functionality and performance of the system, and turn the system component(s) release over to the 
SOM for final acceptance. The Contractor will support system stakeholders by providing that any problems that 
may arise with the operation of the system are quickly and effectively resolved.  
 

At the beginning of the implementation process, the Contractor will prepare a detailed plan for implementation. 
During the execution of this plan, the Contractor will assist the State in the operation of the system release and 
supports the following areas of implementation: 

 System Installation and Configuration – The Contractor will provide, configure, and install any required 
MAGI Eligibility Solution components on the hardware in Contractor’s data center.  

 Hardware Installation and Configuration – The Contractor will provide, configure, and install servers, 
workstations, and any associated hardware, software, and telecommunications equipment required for 
the SOM platform environment.  

 System Training and Support – The Contractor will provide training as required in the training task, 
provide a help desk for support, and produce the final implementation report detailing each site 
implemented and the date of implementation.  

 Security Plan and Assessment – The Contractor will provide a detailed security plan outlining physical, 
network, and application security within the solution.  The assessment will identify potential gaps from 
the SOM's security requirements.  

At the conclusion of implementation, the Contractor will demonstrate that the MAGI Eligibility Solution is 
fully operational. The Contractor will also certify that implementation is complete, users have been trained, 
and the system is operational in accordance with applicable specifications and in use. 

 

The areas of implementation discussed in the preceding section are further defined by the activities 
outlined in the following paragraphs:  

 Update Implementation Plan – The Contractor will provide a statewide incremental implementation 
plan. This will include descriptions of Contractor’s coordinated approaches to the testing, conversion, 
training, and implementation of the MAGI Eligibility Solution. The plan will contain details of the 
statewide implementation schedule and provide instructions to prepare for the rollout. The 
implementation plan will also include the staffing, by staff type and skill level that SOM will need to 
effectively operate and maintain each system release.  

 Implement System Release – For each incremental release rollout, upon approval by SOM, the 
Contractor will implement the locations within the specified implementation period. Once SOM has 
approved the UAT and pilot results, the Contractor will conduct an implementation “go-live” checklist 
process and then provide a certification letter that certifies, in writing, that the system is ready for 
implementation. Once implementation commences, the Contractor will provide ongoing support and 
verify that implementation support activities have been conducted in a manner approved by the State. 

 Assist in the Operation of System Release – The Contractor will provide the operational and technical 
staff required to mentor and assist SOM staff in the operation of each MAGI Eligibility Solution release 
at a level to meet the performance standards described in the Contract. The Contractor will develop a 
process to affirm periodically that the system was operational per specifications and met performance 
standards during the last reporting period and is currently configured and available to meet 
performance standards for the upcoming period or report specific areas of noncompliance and 
corrective action plan to correct.  
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 Maintain the MAGI Eligibility Service – The Contractor is responsible for software maintenance and 
defect correction during the warranty period and through the term of the contract and must assist and 
mentor the State staff in changes or enhancements to the application following implementation.

H. Training  
Training must address both the knowledge and the skills required to operate and use the system effectively. 
The design of the training must accomplish the following objectives:  

 Provide trainees with the specific knowledge and skills necessary to perform their work.  
 Prepare training materials that will sell the product as well as instruct the trainees. The training should 
leave the trainees with the enthusiasm and desire to use the new product.  
 Account for the knowledge and skills the trainees bring with them, and use this information as a 
transition to learning new material.  
 Anticipate the needs for follow-on training after the product is fully operational, including refresher 
courses, advanced training, and repeats of basic courses for new personnel.  
 Build in the capability to update the training as the product evolves.  

 

Training must involve the system owner and key users in the planning to determine the education and training 
needs for all categories of users (managers, users, and maintenance staff).  
 

Upgrades and new versions to the system that affect end-user functionality include training at no additional 
cost (e.g. classroom or online training, training flier, release features, etc.). 
   

Training is provided in a variety of formats for product installation, use, and administration for a variety of levels 
(e.g. basic, advanced, refresher, etc.). 
 

All training manuals, training plans and other documentation provided become the property of the SOM.  
 

Contractor Approach 
The Contractor will provide the proper training in order for the State business resources to manage and 
administer the MAGI Eligibility Service, through Oracle University. The Contractor will provide Oracle Policy 
Automation courses to ensure that State business and technical resources are fully trained and prepared to 
support and utilize the State OPA implementations.  
 

The Contractor’s training strategy will include establishing knowledge transfer goals. These knowledge transfer 
goals will establish the framework for technical training objectives. The Contractor will work with SOM and 
prepare the following materials early in the project: 

 Organizational Preparedness Assessments – As part of the knowledge transfer process, the 
Contractor’s technical staff will define requirements of technical, service, and support roles, and the 
skills needed to perform the duties of these roles. The Contractor’s transition team will identify the 
organizations’ readiness for assuming their new roles and responsibilities.  
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 Organizational Preparedness Plans (OPPs) – Following the assessment, the Contractor will work with 
SOM to identify the tasks and plans required to close the gaps between the existing and the identified 
technical preparedness. These plans will include action items and key milestones, providing a clearly 
defined plan for SOM and parishes to manage and close these gaps within the expected timeframes. 

 
The State will identify the individual staff members who will be assigned technical, service, and support duties. 
The Contractor will work with the State to prepare the following documents for these individuals: 

 An Individual Preparedness Assessment (IPA) – This assesses the individual’s ability to take on the 
required tasks and describes the gap between the individual’s current skill level and the skills needed. 

 An Individual Preparedness Plan (IPP) – This outlines the specific training interventions that will close 
this gap and prepare the individual for his or her new duties maintaining or updating their areas of 
responsibility in the MAGI Eligibility Service. 

 

For technical and project team training, a training program will be established to allow for a balance between 
training and experience on the job to achieve the maximum learning experience. The Contractor will provide 
training courses that will provide the project and IT teams with the required knowledge and skills to effectively 
install, implement, maintain and upgrade Oracle technologies. This training will focus on product knowledge 
and will be taught using standard Oracle training content and environments. Since some technical team 
members may already have business rule modeling skills, assessments will be made as to the most 
appropriate training plan for each member. The Contractor will work with the State to develop a training plan 
for their project team members based on each of their specific roles and responsibilities.  
 

The Contractor will provide training for project team and technical team members utilizing several delivery 
formats to meet the State’s project timeline, resource availability, and budget considerations.  
 

Classroom based training and Live Virtual Class formats are available for many classes. Both approaches use 
the same instructors and course materials, and may be delivered as either public or private events at an OU 
Education Center or onsite at a State location. All of the Contractor project team and technical team training 
courses are focused on 100% student satisfaction -- if a student is not completely satisfied with his or her 
training experience, the same class may be retaken at no cost. Course materials are developed in conjunction 
with the Product Development and Curriculum Development teams, and will thoroughly reflect the capabilities 
of the applications, as well as implementation and configuration considerations.  
 

The majority of functional project team training will take place before the State enters into the fit/gap and/or 
design sessions. An Oracle University Solutions Consultant will work with the State and its Project Manager to 
determine the appropriate time each course should be taken based on the implementation schedule.

The Contractor will manage the technical 
infrastructure (data center option) for the life of the contract, including maintaining security framework 
compatibility.

The Contractor will provide dependable and reliable maintenance services to the SOM. As part of the 
configuration and implementation project, the Contractor will deliver a Maintenance Plan and update the plan 
quarterly. The Maintenance Plan will include the attributes such as defect identification and resolution, uptime 
requirements, and release management for COTS products. The Maintenance Plan execution will be tested 
and demonstrated during the ORT phase to validated readiness for on-going production.

If the State requests or directs the Contractor to perform any services or provide deliverables that are 
consistent with and similar to the Services/Deliverables being provided by the Contractor under the Contract, 
but which the Contractor reasonably and in good faith believes are not included within the Statements of Work, 
then before performing such Services or providing such Deliverables, the Contractor shall notify the State in 
writing that it considers the Services or Deliverables to be an Additional Service/Deliverable for which the 
Contractor should receive additional compensation.  If the Contractor does not so notify the State, the 
Contractor shall have no right to claim thereafter that it is entitled to additional compensation for performing 
that Service or providing that Deliverable.  If the Contractor does so notify the State, then such a Service or 
Deliverable shall be governed by the Change Request procedure in this Section.   
 

In the event prices or service levels are not acceptable to the State, the Additional Services or New Work shall 
be subject to competitive bidding based upon the specifications. 
 

(1) Change Request at State Request 
 If the State requires Contractor to perform New Work, Additional Services or make changes to the 

Services that would affect the Contract completion schedule or the amount of compensation due 
Contractor (a “Change”), the State shall submit a written request for Contractor to furnish a proposal for 
carrying out the requested Change (a “Change Request”).   

(2) Contractor Recommendation for Change Requests: 
 Contractor shall be entitled to propose a Change to the State, on its own initiative, should Contractor 

believe the proposed Change would benefit the Contract. 
(3) Upon receipt of a Change Request or on its own initiative, Contractor shall examine the implications of the 

requested Change on the technical specifications, Contract schedule and price of the Deliverables and 
Services and shall submit to the State without undue delay a written proposal for carrying out the Change.  
Contractor’s proposal shall include any associated changes in the technical specifications, Contract 
schedule and price and method of pricing of the Services.  If the Change is to be performed on a time and 
materials basis, the Amendment Labor Rates shall apply to the provision of such Services.  If Contractor 
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provides a written proposal and should Contractor be of the opinion that a requested Change is not to be 
recommended, it shall communicate its opinion to the State but shall nevertheless carry out the Change 
as specified in the written proposal if the State directs it to do so. 

(4) By giving Contractor written notice within a reasonable time, the State shall be entitled to accept a 
Contractor proposal for Change, to reject it, or to reach another agreement with Contractor.  Should the 
parties agree on carrying out a Change, a written Contract Change Notice must be prepared and issued 
under this Contract, describing the Change and its effects on the Services and any affected components 
of this Contract (a “Contract Change Notice”). 

(5) No proposed Change shall be performed until the proposed Change has been specified in a duly executed 
Contract Change Notice issued by the Department of Technology, Management and Budget, 
Procurement. 

(6) If the State requests or directs the Contractor to perform any activities that Contractor believes constitute a 
Change, the Contractor must notify the State that it believes the requested activities are a Change before 
beginning to work on the requested activities.  If the Contractor fails to notify the State before beginning to 
work on the requested activities, then the Contractor waives any right to assert any claim for additional 
compensation or time for performing the requested activities.  If the Contractor commences performing 
work outside the scope of this Contract and then ceases performing that work, the Contractor must, at the 
request of the State, retract any out-of-scope work that would adversely affect the Contract.  

 

Contractor shall be entitled to a Change Order equitably adjusting project schedule and Contractor 
compensation for any material delay or failure by the State in breach of Section 2.028. 

2.025 NOTICES 

Any notice given to a party under the Contract must be deemed effective, if addressed to the party as 
addressed below, upon:  (i) delivery, if hand delivered; (ii) receipt of a confirmed transmission by facsimile if a 
copy of the notice is sent by another means specified in this Section; (iii) the third Business Day after being 
sent by U.S. mail, postage pre-paid, return receipt requested; or (iv) the next Business Day after being sent by 
a nationally recognized overnight express courier with a reliable tracking system.

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2.026 BINDING COMMITMENTS 

Representatives of Contractor must have the authority to make binding commitments on Contractor’s behalf 
within the bounds set forth in the Contract.  Contractor may change the representatives from time to time upon 
giving written notice.  

2.027 RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES 

The relationship between the State and Contractor is that of client and independent contractor.  No agent, 
employee, or servant of Contractor or any of its Subcontractors shall be deemed to be an employee, agent or 
servant of the State for any reason.  Contractor shall be solely and entirely responsible for its acts and the acts 
of its agents, employees, servants and Subcontractors during the performance of the Contract.  

2.028 COVENANT OF GOOD FAITH 

Each party shall act reasonably and in good faith.  Unless stated otherwise in the Contract, the parties shall not 
unreasonably delay, condition or withhold the giving of any consent, decision or approval that is either 
requested or reasonably required of them in order for the other party to perform its responsibilities under the 
Contract.  

2.029 ASSIGNMENTS 

Neither party may assign the Contract, or assign or delegate any of its duties or obligations under the Contract, 
to any other party (whether by operation of law or otherwise), without the prior written consent of the other 
party; provided, however, that the State may assign the Contract to any other State agency, department, 
division or department without the prior consent of Contractor and Contractor may assign the Contract to an 
affiliate so long as the affiliate is adequately capitalized and can provide adequate assurances that the affiliate 
can perform the Contract.  The State may withhold consent from proposed assignments, subcontracts, or 
novations when the transfer of responsibility would operate to decrease the State’s likelihood of receiving 
performance on the Contract or the State’s ability to recover damages. 
 
Contractor may not, without the prior written approval of the State, assign its right to receive payments due 
under the Contract.  If the State permits an assignment, the Contractor is not relieved of its responsibility to 
perform any of its contractual duties and the requirement under the Contract that all payments must be made 
to one entity continues. 
 
If the Contractor intends to assign the contract or any of the Contractor's rights or duties under the Contract, 
the Contractor must notify the State in writing at least 90 days before the assignment.  The Contractor also 
must provide the State with adequate information about the assignee within a reasonable amount of time 
before the assignment for the State to determine whether to approve the assignment.  
 

2.030 General Provisions 

2.031 MEDIA RELEASES  

News releases (including promotional literature and commercial advertisements) pertaining to the RFP and 
Contract or project to which it relates shall not be made without prior written State approval, and then only in 
accordance with the explicit written instructions from the State.  No results of the activities associated with the 
RFP and Contract are to be released without prior written approval of the State and then only to persons 
designated.   

2.032 CONTRACT DISTRIBUTION 

DTMB-Procurement retains the sole right of Contract distribution to all State agencies and local units of 
government unless other arrangements are authorized by DTMB-Procurement.  
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2.033 PERMITS 

Contractor must obtain and pay any associated costs for all required governmental permits, licenses and 
approvals for the delivery, installation and performance of the Services.  The State shall pay for all costs and 
expenses incurred in obtaining and maintaining any necessary easements or right of way.  

2.034 WEBSITE INCORPORATION 

The State is not bound by any content on the Contractor’s website, even if the Contractor’s documentation 
specifically referenced that content and attempts to incorporate it into any other communication, unless the 
State has actual knowledge of the content and has expressly agreed to be bound by it in a writing that has 
been manually signed by an authorized representative of the State. 

2.035 FUTURE BIDDING PRECLUSION 

Contractor acknowledges that, to the extent this Contract involves the creation, research, investigation or 
generation of a future RFP; it may be precluded from bidding on the subsequent RFP.  The State reserves the 
right to disqualify any Bidder if the State determines that the Bidder has used its position (whether as an 
incumbent Contractor, or as a Contractor hired to assist with the RFP development, or as a Vendor offering 
free assistance) to gain a competitive advantage on the RFP 

2.036 FREEDOM OF INFORMATION 

All information in any proposal submitted to the State by Contractor and this Contract is subject to the 
provisions of the Michigan Freedom of Information Act, 1976 Public Act No. 442, as amended, MCL 15.231, et 
seq (the “FOIA”). 

2.037 DISASTER RECOVERY 

Contractor and the State recognize that the State provides essential services in times of natural or man-made 
disasters.  Contractor will provide the disaster recovery services specified in the mutually agreed Statement of 
Work and Project Plan. 
 

2.040 Financial Provisions 

2.041 FIXED PRICES FOR SERVICES/DELIVERABLES 

Each Statement of Work or Purchase Order issued under this Contract shall specify (or indicate by reference 
to the appropriate Contract Exhibit) the firm, fixed prices for all Services/Deliverables, and the associated 
payment milestones and payment amounts.  The State may make progress payments to the Contractor when 
requested as work progresses, but not more frequently than monthly, in amounts approved by the Contract 
Administrator, after negotiation. Contractor shall show verification of measurable progress at the time of 
requesting progress payments. 

2.042 ADJUSTMENTS FOR REDUCTIONS IN SCOPE OF SERVICES/DELIVERABLES 

If the scope of the Services/Deliverables under any Statement of Work issued under this Contract is 
subsequently reduced by the State, the parties shall negotiate an equitable reduction in Contractor’s charges 
under such Statement of Work commensurate with the reduction in scope. 

2.043 SERVICES/DELIVERABLES COVERED  

The State shall not be obligated to pay any amounts in addition to the charges specified in this Contract for all 
Services/Deliverables to be provided by Contractor and its Subcontractors, if any, under this Contract. 

2.044 INVOICING AND PAYMENT – IN GENERAL 

(a) Each Statement of Work issued under this Contract shall list (or indicate by reference to the appropriate 
Contract Exhibit) the prices for all Services/Deliverables, equipment and commodities to be provided, and 
the associated payment milestones and payment amounts. 
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(b) Each Contractor invoice shall show details as to charges by Service/Deliverable component and location 
at a level of detail reasonably necessary to satisfy the State’s accounting and charge-back requirements.  
Invoices for Services performed on a time and materials basis shall show, for each individual, the number 
of hours of Services performed during the billing period, the billable skill/labor category for such person 
and the applicable hourly billing rate.  Prompt payment by the State is contingent on the Contractor’s 
invoices showing the amount owed by the State minus any holdback amount to be retained by the State 
in accordance with Section 1.600. 

(c) Correct invoices shall be due and payable by the State, in accordance with the State’s standard payment 
procedure as specified in 1984 Public Act No. 279, MCL 17.51 et seq., within 45 days after receipt, 
provided the State determines that the invoice was properly rendered. 

 

(d) All invoices should reflect actual work done.  Specific details of invoices and payments shall be agreed 
upon between the Contract Administrator and the Contractor after the proposed Contract Agreement has 
been signed and accepted by both the Contractor and the Director of Procurement, Department of 
Management & Budget.  This activity shall occur only upon the specific written direction from DTMB-
Procurement. 

 

 The specific payment schedule for any Contract(s) entered into, as the State and the Contractor(s) shall 
mutually agree upon.  The schedule should show payment amount and should reflect actual work done 
by the payment dates, less any penalty cost charges accrued by those dates.  As a general policy 
statements shall be forwarded to the designated representative by the 15th day of the following month. 

 
 The Government may make progress payments to the Contractor when requested as work progresses, 

but not more frequently than monthly, in amounts approved by the Contract Administrator, after 
negotiation. Contractor must show verification of measurable progress at the time of requesting progress 
payments. 

2.045 PRO-RATION 

To the extent there are Services that are to be paid for on a monthly basis, the cost of such Services shall be 
pro-rated for any partial month. 

2.046 ANTITRUST ASSIGNMENT 

The Contractor assigns to the State any claim for overcharges resulting from antitrust violations to the extent 
that those violations concern materials or services supplied by third parties to the Contractor, toward fulfillment 
of this Contract. 

2.047 FINAL PAYMENT 

The making of final payment by the State to Contractor does not constitute a waiver by either party of any 
rights or other claims as to the other party’s continuing obligations under the Contract, nor shall it constitute a 
waiver of any claims by one party against the other arising from unsettled claims or failure by a party to comply 
with this Contract, including claims for Services and Deliverables not reasonably known until after acceptance 
to be defective or substandard.  Contractor’s acceptance of final payment by the State under this Contract shall 
constitute a waiver of all claims by Contractor against the State for payment under this Contract, other than 
those claims previously filed in writing on a timely basis and still unsettled. 

2.048 ELECTRONIC PAYMENT REQUIREMENT 

Electronic transfer of funds is required for payments on State Contracts.  Contractors are required to register 
with the State electronically at http://www.cpexpress.state.mi.us.  As stated in Public Act 431 of 1984, all 
contracts that the State enters into for the purchase of goods and services shall provide that payment shall be 
made by electronic fund transfer (EFT). 
 

2.050 Taxes 
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2.051 EMPLOYMENT TAXES 

Contractor shall collect and pay all applicable federal, state, and local employment taxes, including the taxes.  

2.052 SALES AND USE TAXES 

Contractor shall register and remit sales and use taxes on taxable sales of tangible personal property or 
services delivered into the State.  Contractors that lack sufficient presence in Michigan to be required to 
register and pay tax must do so as a volunteer.  This requirement extends to: (1) all members of any controlled 
group as defined in § 1563(a) of the Internal Revenue Code and applicable regulations of which the company 
is a member, and (2) all organizations under common control as defined in § 414(c) of the Internal Revenue 
Code and applicable regulations of which the company is a member that make sales at retail for delivery into 
the State are registered with the State for the collection and remittance of sales and use taxes.  In applying 
treasury regulations defining “two or more trades or businesses under common control” the term “organization” 
means sole proprietorship, a partnership (as defined in § 701(a) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code), a trust, an 
estate, a corporation, or a limited liability company. 
 

2.060 Contract Management 

2.061 CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS 

All persons assigned by Contractor to the performance of Services under this Contract must be employees of 
Contractor or its majority-owned (directly or indirectly, at any tier) subsidiaries (or a State-approved 
Subcontractor) and must be fully qualified to perform the work assigned to them.  Contractor must include a 
similar provision in any subcontract entered into with a Subcontractor.  For the purposes of this Contract, 
independent contractors engaged by Contractor solely in a staff augmentation role must be treated by the 
State as if they were employees of Contractor for this Contract only; however, the State understands that the 
relationship between Contractor and Subcontractor is an independent contractor relationship. 

2.062 CONTRACTOR KEY PERSONNEL 

 
(a) The Contractor must provide the Contract Compliance Inspector with the names of the Key Personnel.    
(b) Key Personnel must be dedicated as defined in the Statement of Work to the Project for its duration in the 

applicable Statement of Work with respect to other individuals designated as Key Personnel for that 
Statement of Work. 

(c) The State shall have the right to recommend and approve in writing the initial assignment, as well as any 
proposed reassignment or replacement, of any Key Personnel.  Before assigning an individual to any Key 
Personnel position, Contractor shall notify the State of the proposed assignment, shall introduce the 
individual to the appropriate State representatives, and shall provide the State with a resume and any 
other information about the individual reasonably requested by the State.  The State reserves the right to 
interview the individual before granting written approval.  In the event the State finds a proposed 
individual unacceptable, the State shall provide a written explanation including reasonable detail outlining 
the reasons for the rejection.   

(d) Contractor must not remove any Key Personnel from their assigned roles on the Contract without the prior 
written consent of the State.  The Contractor’s removal of Key Personnel without the prior written consent 
of the State is an unauthorized removal (“Unauthorized Removal”).  Unauthorized Removals does not 
include replacing Key Personnel for reasons beyond the reasonable control of Contractor, including 
illness, disability, leave of absence, personal emergency circumstances, resignation or for cause 
termination of the Key Personnel’s employment.  Unauthorized Removals does not include replacing Key 
Personnel because of promotions or other job movements allowed by Contractor personnel policies or 
Collective Bargaining Agreement(s) as long as the State receives prior written notice before shadowing 
occurs and Contractor provides 10 days of shadowing unless parties agree to a different time period.  The 
Contractor with the State must review any Key Personnel replacements, and appropriate transition 
planning will be established.  Any Unauthorized Removal may be considered by the State to be a material 
breach of the Contract, in respect of which the State may elect to exercise its termination and cancellation 
rights. 
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(e) The Contractor must notify the Contract Compliance Inspector and the Contract Administrator at least 10 
business days before redeploying non-Key Personnel, who are dedicated to primarily to the Project, to 
other projects.  If the State does not object to the redeployment by its scheduled date, the Contractor may 
then redeploy the non-Key Personnel.  

2.063 RE-ASSIGNMENT OF PERSONNEL AT THE STATE’S REQUEST 

The State reserves the right to require the removal from the Project of Contractor personnel found, in the 
judgment of the State, to be unacceptable.  The State’s request must be written with reasonable detail outlining 
the reasons for the removal request.  Additionally, the State’s request must be based on legitimate, good faith 
reasons.  Contractor will have an opportunity to discuss the State’s reasons prior to the removal.  Replacement 
personnel for the removed person must be fully qualified for the position.  If the State exercises this right, and 
the Contractor cannot immediately replace the removed personnel, the State agrees to an equitable 
adjustment in schedule or other terms that may be affected by the State’s required removal.  If any incident 
with removed personnel results in delay not reasonably anticipatable under the circumstances and which is 
attributable to the State, the applicable SLAs for the affected Service shall not be counted for a time as agreed 
to by the parties.  

2.064 CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL LOCATION 

All staff assigned by Contractor to work on the Contract shall perform their duties either primarily at 
Contractor’s offices and facilities or at State facilities.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Key 
Personnel shall, at a minimum, spend at least the amount of time on-site at State facilities as indicated in the 
applicable Statement of Work.   The vendor will provide office space for their staff (at their expense) in the 
downtown Lansing area. 

2.065 CONTRACTOR IDENTIFICATION 

Contractor employees must be clearly identifiable while on State property by wearing a State-issued badge, as 
required. Contractor employees are required to clearly identify themselves and the company they work for 
whenever making contact with State personnel by telephone or other means. 

2.066 COOPERATION WITH THIRD PARTIES 

Contractor agrees to cause its personnel and the personnel of any Subcontractors to cooperate with the State 
and its agents and other contractors including the State’s Quality Assurance personnel.  As reasonably 
requested by the State in writing, the Contractor shall provide to the State’s agents and other contractors 
reasonable access to Contractor’s Project personnel and to Contractor’s systems and facilities supporting the 
Project to the extent the access relates to activities specifically associated with this Contract provided that the 
State and/or its contractors, as applicable, agree to comply with Contractor’s systems and facilities security 
policies and procedures and shall not interfere or jeopardize the safety or operation of the systems or facilities.  
The State acknowledges that Contractor’s time schedule for the Contract is very specific and agrees not to 
unnecessarily or unreasonably interfere with, delay or otherwise impeded Contractor’s performance under this 
Contract with the requests for access. 

2.067 CONTRACT MANAGEMENT RESPONSIBILITIES 

Contractor shall be responsible for all acts and omissions of its employees, as well as the acts and omissions 
of any other personnel furnished by Contractor to perform the Services.  Contractor shall have overall 
responsibility for managing and successfully performing and completing the Services/Deliverables, subject to 
the overall direction and supervision of the State and with the participation and support of the State as 
specified in this Contract.  Contractor’s duties shall include monitoring and reporting the State’s performance of 
its participation and support responsibilities (as well as Contractor’s own responsibilities) and providing timely 
notice to the State in Contractor’s reasonable opinion if the State’s failure to perform its responsibilities in 
accordance with the Project Plan is likely to delay the timely achievement of any Contract tasks.  
 

The Contractor shall provide the Services/Deliverables directly or through its affiliates, subsidiaries, 
subcontractors or resellers.  Regardless of the entity providing the Service/Deliverable, the Contractor shall act 
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as a single point of contact coordinating these entities to meet the State’s need for Services/Deliverables.  
Nothing in this Contract, however, shall be construed to authorize or require any party to violate any applicable 
law or regulation in its performance of this Contract.  

2.068 CONTRACTOR RETURN OF STATE EQUIPMENT/RESOURCES 

The Contractor shall return to the State any State-furnished equipment, facilities and other resources when no 
longer required for the Contract in the same condition as when provided by the State, reasonable wear and 
tear excepted. 
 

2.070 Subcontracting by Contractor   

2.071 CONTRACTOR FULL RESPONSIBILITY 

Contractor shall have full responsibility for the successful performance and completion of all of the Services 
and Deliverables.  The State shall consider Contractor to be the sole point of contact with regard to all 
contractual matters under this Contract, including payment of any and all charges for Services and 
Deliverables. 

2.072 STATE CONSENT TO DELEGATION  

Contractor shall not delegate any duties under this Contract to a Subcontractor unless the Department of 
Technology, Management and Budget, Procurement has given written consent to such delegation.  The State 
shall have the right of prior written approval of all Subcontractors and to require Contractor to replace any 
Subcontractors found, in the reasonable judgment of the State, to be unacceptable.  The State’s request shall 
be written with reasonable detail outlining the reasons for the removal request.  Additionally, the State’s 
request shall be based on legitimate, good faith reasons.  Replacement Subcontractor(s) for the removed 
Subcontractor shall be fully qualified for the position.  If the State exercises this right, and the Contractor 
cannot immediately replace the removed Subcontractor, the State shall agree to an equitable adjustment in 
schedule or other terms that may be affected by the State’s required removal.  If any such incident with a 
removed Subcontractor results in delay not reasonable anticipatable under the circumstances and which is 
attributable to the State, the applicable SLA for the affected Work shall not be counted for a time agreed upon 
by the parties.   

2.073 SUBCONTRACTOR BOUND TO CONTRACT 

In any subcontracts entered into by Contractor for the performance of the Services, Contractor shall require the 
Subcontractor, to the extent of the Services to be performed by the Subcontractor, to be bound to Contractor 
by the terms of this Contract and to assume toward Contractor all of the obligations and responsibilities that 
Contractor, by this Contract, assumes toward the State.  The State reserves the right to receive copies of and 
review all subcontracts, although Contractor may delete or mask any proprietary information, including pricing, 
contained in such contracts before providing them to the State.  The management of any Subcontractor shall 
be the responsibility of Contractor, and Contractor shall remain responsible for the performance of its 
Subcontractors to the same extent as if Contractor had not subcontracted such performance.  Contractor shall 
make all payments to Subcontractors or suppliers of Contractor.  Except as otherwise agreed in writing by the 
State and Contractor, the State shall not be obligated to direct payments for the Services other than to 
Contractor.  The State’s written approval of any Subcontractor engaged by Contractor to perform any 
obligation under this Contract shall not relieve Contractor of any obligations or performance required under this 
Contract.  A list of the Subcontractors, if any, approved by the State as of the execution of this Contract, 
together with a copy of the applicable subcontract is attached. 

2.074 FLOW DOWN 

Except where specifically approved in writing by the State on a case-by-case basis, Contractor shall flow down 
the obligations in Sections 2.031, 2.060, 2.100, 2.110, 2.120, 2.130, and 2.200 in all of its agreements with 
any Subcontractors. 
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2.075 COMPETITIVE SELECTION 

The Contractor shall select subcontractors (including suppliers) on a competitive basis to the maximum 
practical extent consistent with the objectives and requirements of the Contract. 
 

2.080 State Responsibilities   

2.081 EQUIPMENT 

The State shall provide only the equipment and resources identified in the Statement of Work and other 
Contract Exhibits.  

2.082 FACILITIES 

The State must designate space as long as it is available and as provided in the Statement of Work, to house 
the Contractor’s personnel whom the parties agree will perform the Services/Deliverables at State facilities 
(collectively, the “State Facilities”).  The Contractor shall have reasonable access to, and unless agreed 
otherwise by the parties in writing must observe and comply with all rules and regulations relating to each of 
the State Facilities (including hours of operation) used by the Contractor in the course of providing the 
Services.  Contractor agrees that it shall not, without the prior written consent of the State, use any State 
Facilities or access any State information systems provided for the Contractor’s use, or to which the Contractor 
otherwise gains access in the course of performing the Services, for any purpose other than providing the 
Services to the State.  
 

2.090 Security 

2.091 BACKGROUND CHECKS 

The Contractor must arrange for background checks at Contractor expense on all Contractor employees and 
subcontractor employees having access to State premises or systems prior to their assignment; however, 
Contractor resources who have completed an internal Contractor standard criminal background check within 
the 12 months prior to assignment will be allowed to commence work on the Project pending completion of a 
Project-specific background check.  Project-specific background checks must include a Social Security 
Number verification, 7-year criminal searches at the local and federal levels, National Criminal Record Locator, 
and Michigan State Police background checks.  Contractor must provide certification of the results of the 
background checks.  In no event will a Contractor  or subcontractor resource be assigned when a felony 
conviction is present or a misdemeanor conviction that involves a crime against a person; a crime involving the 
use or misuse of computer network; a crime involving weapons, explosives or arson; a crime involving trade 
secret/proprietary information; a crime involving theft, dishonesty, embezzlement, breach of fiduciary duty, 
identity theft, or other financial-related crimes, or a crime involving illegal drugs and/or controlled substances. 
 

All Contractor personnel shall also be expected to comply with the State’s security and acceptable use policies 
for State IT equipment and resources .  See http://www.michigan.gov/dit. Furthermore, Contractor personnel 
shall be expected to agree to the State’s security and acceptable use policies before the Contractor personnel 
shall be accepted as a resource to perform work for the State.  It is expected the Contractor shall present these 
documents to the prospective employee before the Contractor presents the individual to the State as a 
proposed resource.  Contractor staff shall be expected to comply with all Physical Security procedures in place 
within the facilities where they are working.  The State will provide such Physical Security procedures to 
Contractor Staff before they commence services in such facilities. 

2.092 SECURITY BREACH NOTIFICATION 

If the Contractor breaches this Section, the Contractor must (i) promptly cure any deficiencies and (ii) comply 
with any applicable federal and state laws and regulations pertaining to unauthorized disclosures.  Contractor 
and the State shall cooperate to mitigate, to the extent practicable, the effects of any breach, intrusion, or 
unauthorized use or disclosure.  Contractor must report to the State in writing any use or disclosure of 
Confidential Information, whether suspected or actual, other than as provided for by the Contract within 10 
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days of becoming aware of the use or disclosure or the shorter time period as is reasonable under the 
circumstances. 

2.093 PCI DATA SECURITY STANDARD 

At the time of contract execution, the parties’ understanding is that Contractor will not be required to process, 
transmit, or store credit/debit cardholder data.  If processing, transmission, or storage of credit/debit cardholder 
data becomes a part of the scope of Contractor’s responsibilities, the provisions of this Section 2.093 will be 
applicable, provided however that Contractor will be entitled to a Change Order addressing any associated 
increase in risk and level of effort. 
 

(a)  Contractors that process, transmit or store credit/debit cardholder data, must adhere to the Payment Card 
Industry (PCI) Data Security Standards.  The Contractor is responsible for the security of cardholder data in its 
possession.  The data may only be used to assist the State or for other uses specifically authorized by law.  
   

(b)  The Contractor must notify the CCI (within 72 hours of discovery) of any breaches in security where 
cardholder data has been compromised.   In that event, the Contractor must provide full cooperation to the 
Visa, MasterCard, Discover and state Acquirer representative(s), and/or a PCI approved third party to conduct 
a thorough security review.  The Contractor must make the forensic report available within two weeks of 
completion.  The review must validate compliance with the current PCI Data Security Standards for protecting 
cardholder data.   
 

(c)  The Contractor must properly dispose of cardholder data, in compliance with DTMB policy,  when it is no 
longer needed.  The Contractor must continue to treat cardholder data as confidential upon contract 
termination.  
 

(d)  The Contractor must provide the CCI with an annual Attestation of Compliance (AOC) or a Report on 
Compliance (ROC) showing the contractor is in compliance with the PCI Data Security Standards. The 
Contractor must notify the CCI of all failures to comply with the PCI Data Security Standard.  
 

2.100 Confidentiality 

2.101 CONFIDENTIALITY 

Contractor and the State each acknowledge that the other possesses and shall continue to possess 
confidential information that has been developed or received by it.  As used in this Section, “Confidential 
Information” of Contractor must mean all non-public proprietary information of Contractor (other than 
Confidential Information of the State as defined below), which is marked confidential, restricted, proprietary, or 
with a similar designation.  “Confidential Information” of the State must mean any information which is retained 
in confidence by the State (or otherwise required to be held in confidence by the State under applicable 
federal, state and local laws and regulations) or which, in the case of tangible materials provided to Contractor 
by the State under its performance under this Contract, is marked as confidential, proprietary or with a similar 
designation by the State.  “Confidential Information” excludes any information (including this Contract) that is 
publicly available under the Michigan FOIA. 

2.102 PROTECTION AND DESTRUCTION OF CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION 

The State and Contractor shall each use at least the same degree of care to prevent disclosing to third parties 
the Confidential Information of the other as it employs to avoid unauthorized disclosure, publication or 
dissemination of its own confidential information of like character, but in no event less than reasonable care.  
Neither Contractor nor the State shall (i) make any use of the Confidential Information of the other except as 
contemplated by this Contract, (ii) acquire any right in or assert any lien against the Confidential Information of 
the other, or (iii) if requested to do so, refuse for any reason to promptly return the other party's Confidential 
Information to the other party.  Each party shall limit disclosure of the other party’s Confidential Information to 
employees and Subcontractors who must have access to fulfill the purposes of this Contract.  Disclosure to, 
and use by, a Subcontractor is permissible where (A) use of a Subcontractor is authorized under this Contract, 
(B) the disclosure is necessary or otherwise naturally occurs in connection with work that is within the 
Subcontractor's scope of responsibility, and (C) Contractor obligates the Subcontractor in a written Contract to 
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maintain the State’s Confidential Information in confidence.  At the State's request, any employee of Contractor 
and of any Subcontractor having access or continued access to the State’s Confidential Information may be 
required to execute an acknowledgment that the employee has been advised of Contractor’s and the 
Subcontractor’s obligations under this Section and of the employee’s obligation to Contractor or Subcontractor, 
as the case may be, to protect the Confidential Information from unauthorized use or disclosure. 
 
Promptly upon termination or cancellation of the Contract for any reason, Contractor must certify to the State 
that Contractor has destroyed all State Confidential Information. 

2.103 EXCLUSIONS 

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the provisions in this Section shall not apply to any particular information which 
the State or Contractor can demonstrate (i) was, at the time of disclosure to it, in the public domain; (ii) after 
disclosure to it, is published or otherwise becomes part of the public domain through no fault of the receiving 
party; (iii) was in the possession of the receiving party at the time of disclosure to it without an obligation of 
confidentiality; (iv) was received after disclosure to it from a third party who had a lawful right to disclose the 
information to it without any obligation to restrict its further disclosure; or (v) was independently developed by 
the receiving party without reference to Confidential Information of the furnishing party.  Further, the provisions 
of this Section shall not apply to any particular Confidential Information to the extent the receiving party is 
required by law to disclose the Confidential Information, provided that the receiving party (i) promptly provides 
the furnishing party with notice of the legal request, and (ii) assists the furnishing party in resisting or limiting 
the scope of the disclosure as reasonably requested by the furnishing party. 

2.104 NO IMPLIED RIGHTS 

Nothing contained in this Section must be construed as obligating a party to disclose any particular 
Confidential Information to the other party, or as granting to or conferring on a party, expressly or impliedly, any 
right or license to the Confidential Information of the other party. 

2.105 RESPECTIVE OBLIGATIONS 

The parties’ respective obligations under this Section must survive the termination or expiration of this Contract 
for any reason. 
 

2.110 Records and Inspections   

2.111 INSPECTION OF WORK PERFORMED 

The State’s authorized representatives shall at all reasonable times and with 10 days prior written request, 
have the right to enter Contractor’s premises, or any other places, where the Services are being performed, 
and shall have access, upon reasonable request, to interim drafts of Deliverables or work-in-progress.  Upon 
10 Days prior written notice and at all reasonable times, the State’s representatives shall be allowed to inspect, 
monitor, or otherwise evaluate the work being performed and to the extent that the access will not reasonably 
interfere or jeopardize the safety or operation of the systems or facilities.  Contractor shall provide all 
reasonable facilities and assistance for the State’s representatives.   

2.112 EXAMINATION OF RECORDS 

For seven years after the Contractor provides any work under this Contract (the "Audit Period"), the State may 
examine and copy any of Contractor’s books, records, documents and papers pertinent to establishing 
Contractor’s compliance with the Contract and with applicable laws and rules.  The State shall notify the 
Contractor 20 days before examining the Contractor's books and records.  The State does not have the right to 
review any information deemed confidential by the Contractor to the extent access would require the 
confidential information to become publicly available.  This provision also applies to the books, records, 
accounts, documents and papers, in print or electronic form, of any parent, affiliated or subsidiary organization 
of Contractor, or any Subcontractor of Contractor performing services in connection with the Contract. 
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2.113 RETENTION OF RECORDS 

Contractor shall maintain at least until the end of the Audit Period all pertinent financial and accounting records 
(including time sheets and payroll records, and information pertaining to the Contract and to the Services, 
equipment, and commodities provided under the Contract) pertaining to the Contract according to generally 
accepted accounting principles and other procedures specified in this Section.  Financial and accounting 
records shall be made available, upon request, to the State at any time during the Audit Period.  If an audit, 
litigation, or other action involving Contractor’s records is initiated before the end of the Audit Period, the 
records shall be retained until all issues arising out of the audit, litigation, or other action are resolved or until 
the end of the Audit Period, whichever is later. 

2.114 AUDIT RESOLUTION 

If necessary, the Contractor and the State shall meet to review each audit report promptly after issuance.  The 
Contractor shall respond to each audit report in writing within 30 days from receipt of the report, unless a 
shorter response time is specified in the report.  The Contractor and the State shall develop, agree upon and 
monitor an action plan to promptly address and resolve any deficiencies, concerns, and/or recommendations in 
the audit report. 

2.115 ERRORS 

If the audit demonstrates any errors in the documents provided to the State, then the amount in error shall be 
reflected as a credit or debit on the next invoice and in subsequent invoices until the amount is paid or 
refunded in full.  However, a credit or debit may not be carried for more than four invoices.  If a balance 
remains after four invoices, then the remaining amount shall be due as a payment or refund within 45 days of 
the last quarterly invoice that the balance appeared on or termination of the contract, whichever is earlier. 
 

In addition to other available remedies, the difference between the payment received and the correct payment 
amount is greater than 10%, then the Contractor shall pay all of the reasonable costs of the audit. 
 

2.120 Warranties 

2.121 WARRANTIES AND REPRESENTATIONS 

The Contractor represents to the best of its knowledge and warrants: 
(a) It is capable in all respects of fulfilling and must fulfill all of its obligations under this Contract in all material 

respects.  The performance of all obligations under this Contract must be provided in a timely, 
professional, and workman-like manner and must meet the performance and operational standards 
required under this Contract in all material respects during the applicable warranty period under the 
Statement of Work.  The State must provide prompt notice to Contractor of any suspected breach of the 
foregoing warranty. 

(b) The Contract Appendices, Attachments and Exhibits identify the equipment and software and services 
necessary for the Deliverable(s) to perform and Services to operate in compliance with the Contract’s 
requirements and other standards of performance in all material respects. 

(c) It is the lawful owner or licensee of any Deliverable licensed or sold to the State by Contractor or 
developed by Contractor under this Contract, and Contractor has all of the rights necessary to convey to 
the State the ownership rights or licensed use, as applicable, of any and all Deliverables.  None of the 
Deliverables provided by Contractor to the State under neither this Contract, nor their use by the State 
shall infringe the patent, copyright, trade secret, or other proprietary rights of any third party.  The 
foregoing warranty does not apply where infringement is the result of adherence to written specifications 
of the State; unauthorized use of the item in a manner for which it was not intended; unauthorized 
modification of the item by other than Contractor or its subcontractors working at its directions; 
unauthorized combination of the item with items not supplied by Contractor; or the State’s failure to use 
an updated or corrected version of the item that would not have given rise to the infringement. 

(d) If, under this Contract, Contractor procures any equipment, software or other Deliverable for the State 
(including equipment, software and other Deliverables manufactured, re-marketed or otherwise sold by 
Contractor under Contractor’s name), then in addition to Contractor’s other responsibilities with respect to 
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the items in this Contract, Contractor must assign or otherwise transfer to the State or its designees, or 
afford the State the benefits of, any manufacturer's warranty for the Deliverable.  Contractor makes no 
independent warranty with respect to any such third party materials. 

(e) The contract signatory has the power and authority, including any necessary corporate authorizations, 
necessary to enter into this Contract, on behalf of Contractor. 

(f) It is qualified and registered to transact business in all locations where required. 
(g) Neither the Contractor nor any Affiliates, nor any employee of either, has, must have, or must acquire, any 

contractual, financial, business, or other interest, direct or indirect, that would conflict in any manner or 
degree with Contractor’s performance of its duties and responsibilities to the State under this Contract or 
otherwise create an appearance of impropriety with respect to the award or performance of this 
Agreement.  Contractor must notify the State about the nature of the conflict or appearance of impropriety 
within two business days of learning about it. 

(h) Neither Contractor nor any Affiliates, nor any employee of either has accepted or must accept anything of 
value based on an understanding that the actions of the Contractor or Affiliates or employee on behalf of 
the State would be influenced.  Contractor must not attempt to influence any State employee by the direct 
or indirect offer of anything of value. 

(i) Neither Contractor nor any Affiliates, nor any employee of either has paid or agreed to pay any person, 
other than bona fide employees and consultants working solely for Contractor or the Affiliate, any fee, 
commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift, or any other consideration, contingent upon or resulting from 
the award or making of this Contract. 

(j) The prices proposed by Contractor were arrived at independently, without consultation, communication, or 
agreement with any other Bidder for the purpose of restricting competition; the prices quoted were not 
knowingly disclosed by Contractor to any other Bidder; and no attempt was made by Contractor to induce 
any other person to submit or not submit a proposal for the purpose of restricting competition.   

(k) All financial statements, reports, and other information furnished by Contractor to the State as part of its 
response to the RFP or otherwise in connection with the award of this Contract fairly and accurately 
represent the business, properties, financial condition, and results of operations of Contractor as of the 
respective dates, or for the respective periods, covered by the financial statements, reports, other 
information.  Since the respective dates or periods covered by the financial statements, reports, or other 
information, there have been no material adverse changes in the business, properties, financial condition, 
or results of operations of Contractor. 

(l) All written information furnished to the State by or for the Contractor in connection with this Contract, 
including its bid, is to the best of Contractor’s knowledge and belief true, accurate, and complete, and 
contains no untrue statement of material fact or omits any material fact necessary to make the information 
not misleading. 

(m) It is not in material default or breach of any other contract or agreement that it may have with the State or 
any of its departments, commissions, boards, or agencies.  Contractor further represents and warrants 
that it has not been a party to any contract with the State or any of its departments that was terminated by 
the State or the department within the previous five years for the reason that Contractor failed to perform 
or otherwise breached an obligation of the contract. 

(n)  If any of the certifications, representations, or disclosures made in the Contractor’s original bid response 
change after contract award, the Contractor is required to report those changes immediately to the 
Department of Technology, Management and Budget, Procurement.

2.128 CONSEQUENCES FOR BREACH 

In addition to any remedies available in law, if the Contractor breaches any of the warranties contained in this 
section, the breach may be considered as a default in the performance of a material obligation of this Contract. 

2.129 DISCLAIMER OF IMPLIED WARRANTIES 

THE FOREGOING WARRANTIES AND OTHER EXPRESS WARRANTIES CONTAINED WITHIN THIS 
CONTRACT ARE IN LIEU OF, AND THE PARTIES EXPRESSLY DISCLAIM, ALL OTHER WARRANTIES 
EXPRESS OR IMPLIED INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION THE WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY 
AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE. 
 

2.130 Insurance  

2.131 LIABILITY INSURANCE  

The Contractor must provide proof of the minimum levels of insurance coverage as indicated below.  The 
insurance must protect the State from claims that may arise out of or result from the Contractor’s performance 
of services under the terms of this Contract, whether the services are performed by the Contractor, or by any 
subcontractor, or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts they 
may be liable. 
 

The Contractor waives all rights against the State of Michigan, its departments, divisions, agencies, offices, 
commissions, officers, employees and agents for recovery of damages to the extent these damages are 
covered by the insurance policies the Contractor is required to maintain under this Contract. 
 

All insurance coverage provided relative to this Contract/Purchase Order is PRIMARY and NON-
CONTRIBUTING to any comparable liability insurance (including self-insurances) carried by the State.   
 

The insurance must be written for not less than any minimum coverage specified in this Contract or required by 
law, whichever is greater.   
 

The insurers selected by Contractor must have an A.M. Best rating of A or better, or as otherwise approved in 
writing by the State, or if the ratings are no longer available, with a comparable rating from a recognized 
insurance rating agency.  All policies of insurance required in this Contract must be issued by companies that 
have been approved to do business in the State.   
See www.michigan.gov/dleg. 
 

Where specific limits are shown, they are the minimum acceptable limits. If Contractor’s policy contains higher 
limits, the State must be entitled to coverage to the extent of the higher limits. 
 

The Contractor is required to pay for and provide the type and amount of insurance checked  below: 
 

 1. Commercial General Liability with the following minimum coverage: 
$2,000,000 General Aggregate Limit other than Products/Completed Operations 
$2,000,000 Products/Completed Operations Aggregate Limit 
$1,000,000 Personal & Advertising Injury Limit 
$1,000,000 Each Occurrence Limit 

 

The Contractor must list the State of Michigan, its departments, divisions, agencies, offices, commissions, 
officers, employees and agents as ADDITIONAL INSUREDS on the Commercial General Liability certificate.  
The Contractor also agrees to provide evidence that insurance policies contain a waiver of subrogation by the 
insurance company. 
 

 2. If a motor vehicle is used to provide services or products under this Contract, the Contractor 
must have vehicle liability insurance on any auto including owned, hired and non-owned vehicles used in 
Contractor‘s business for bodily injury and property damage as required by law. 
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The Contractor must list the State of Michigan, its departments, divisions, agencies, offices, commissions, 
officers, employees and agents as ADDITIONAL INSUREDS on the vehicle liability certificate.  The Contractor 
also agrees to provide evidence that insurance policies contain a waiver of subrogation by the insurance 
company. 
 

 3. Workers’ compensation coverage must be provided according to applicable laws governing the 
employees and employers work activities in the state of the Contractor’s domicile.  If a self-insurer provides the 
applicable coverage, proof must be provided of approved self-insured authority by the jurisdiction of domicile.  
For employees working outside of the state of qualification, Contractor must provide appropriate certificates of 
insurance proving mandated coverage levels for the jurisdictions where the employees’ activities occur. 
 

Any certificates of insurance received must also provide a list of states where the coverage is applicable. 
 

The Contractor also agrees to provide evidence that insurance policies contain a waiver of subrogation by the 
insurance company.  This provision must not be applicable where prohibited or limited by the laws of the 
jurisdiction in which the work is to be performed. 
 

 4. Employers liability insurance with the following minimum limits: 
$100,000 each accident 
$100,000 each employee by disease 
$500,000 aggregate disease 

 

 5. Employee Fidelity, including Computer Crimes, insurance naming the State as a joint loss 
payee, providing coverage for direct loss to the State and any legal liability of the State arising out of or related 
to fraudulent or dishonest acts committed by the employees of Contractor or its Subcontractors, acting alone 
or, in a minimum amount of one million dollars ($1,000,000.00). 
  

 6. Umbrella or Excess Liability Insurance in a minimum amount of ten million dollars 
($10,000,000.00), which must apply, at a minimum, to the insurance required in Subsection 1 (Commercial 
General Liability) above. 
 

 7. Professional Liability (Errors and Omissions) Insurance with the following minimum coverage:  
three million dollars ($3,000,000.00) each claim and three million dollars ($3,000,000.00) annual aggregate. 

2.132 SUBCONTRACTOR INSURANCE COVERAGE 

Except where the State has approved in writing a Contractor subcontract with other insurance provisions, 
Contractor must require all of its Subcontractors under this Contract to purchase and maintain the insurance 
coverage as described in this Section for the Contractor in connection with the performance of work by those 
Subcontractors.  Alternatively, Contractor may include any Subcontractors under Contractor’s insurance on the 
coverage required in this Section.  Subcontractor(s) must fully comply with the insurance coverage required in 
this Section.  Failure of Subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit Contractor’s 
liability or responsibility. 

2.133 CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE AND OTHER REQUIREMENTS 

Contractor must furnish to DTMB-Procurement, certificate(s) of insurance verifying insurance coverage or 
providing satisfactory evidence of self-insurance as required in this Section (the “Certificates”).  The Certificate 
must be on the standard “accord” form or equivalent.  The Contract Number or the Purchase Order Number 
must be shown on the Certificate Of Insurance To Assure Correct Filing.  All Certificate(s) are to be 
prepared and submitted by the Insurance Provider.  All Certificate(s) must contain a provision indicating that 
Insurer will endeavor to give 60 days notice of cancellation, material change or non-renewal of coverage 
afforded under the policies.  The notice must include the Contract or Purchase Order number affected.  Before 
the Contract is signed the Contractor must provide evidence that the State and its agents, officers and 
employees are listed as additional insured under each commercial general liability and commercial automobile 
liability policy.  Contractor will use reasonable efforts to provide certificates as soon as possible once the 
policies have been renewed; but it is possible that the policies will only be renewed a few days in advance of 
expiration.  Contractor will however provide evidence annually that coverage has been renewed.  In the event 
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the State approves the representation of the State by the insurer’s attorney, the attorney may be required to be 
designated as a Special Assistant Attorney General by the Attorney General of the State of Michigan. 
 

The Contractor must maintain all required insurance coverage throughout the term of the Contract and any 
extensions and, in the case of claims-made Commercial General Liability policies, must secure tail coverage 
for at least three years following the expiration or termination for any reason of this Contract.  The minimum 
limits of coverage specified above are not intended, and must not be construed; to limit any liability or 
indemnity of Contractor under this Contract to any indemnified party or other persons.  Contractor is 
responsible for all deductibles with regard to the insurance.  If the Contractor fails to pay any premium for 
required insurance as specified in this Contract, or if any insurer cancels or significantly reduces any required 
insurance as specified in this Contract without the State’s written consent, then the State may, after the State 
has given the Contractor at least 30 days written notice, pay the premium or procure similar insurance 
coverage from another company or companies.  The State may deduct any part of the cost from any payment 
due the Contractor, or the Contractor must pay that cost upon demand by the State. 
 

2.140 Indemnification 

2.141 GENERAL INDEMNIFICATION 

To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor must indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State from 
liability arising from death, personal injury, or damage to  tangible property, including all claims and losses, and 
all related costs and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs of investigation, litigation, 
settlement, judgments, interest and penalties), accruing or resulting to any person, firm or corporation that may 
be injured or damaged by the Contractor in the performance of this Contract and that are attributable to the 
negligence or tortious acts of the Contractor or any of its subcontractors, or by anyone else for whose acts any 
of them may be liable. 

2.142 RESERVED 

2.143 EMPLOYEE INDEMNIFICATION 

In any claims against the State of Michigan, its departments, divisions, agencies, sections, commissions, 
officers, employees and agents, by any employee of the Contractor or any of its subcontractors, the 
indemnification obligation under the Contract must not be limited in any way by the amount or type of 
damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the Contractor or any of its subcontractors under 
worker’s disability compensation acts, disability benefit acts or other employee benefit acts.  This 
indemnification clause is intended to be comprehensive.  Any overlap in provisions, or the fact that greater 
specificity is provided as to some categories of risk, is not intended to limit the scope of indemnification under 
any other provisions. 

2.144 PATENT/COPYRIGHT INFRINGEMENT INDEMNIFICATION 

To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor must indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State from and 
against all losses, liabilities, damages (including taxes), and all related costs and expenses (including 
reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs of investigation, litigation, settlement, judgments, interest and penalties) 
incurred in connection with any action or proceeding threatened or brought against the State to the extent that 
the action or proceeding is based on a claim that any Contractor proprietary software, any Deliverable created 
by Contractor or its subcontractors, or any  service supplied by the Contractor or its subcontractors, or the 
operation of foregoing, or the use or reproduction of any documentation provided with the foregoing infringes 
any United States patent, copyright, trademark or trade secret of any person or entity, which is enforceable 
under the laws of the United States and which is in existence on the effective date of the Contract. 
 

In addition, should the equipment, software, commodity, or service, or its operation, become or in the State’s or 
Contractor’s opinion be likely to become the subject of a claim of infringement, the Contractor must at the 
Contractor’s sole expense (i) procure for the State the right to continue using the equipment, software, 
commodity or service or, if the option is not reasonably available to the Contractor, (ii) replace or modify to the 
State’s satisfaction the same with equipment, software, commodity or service of equivalent function and

performance so that it becomes non-infringing, or, if the option is not reasonably available to Contractor, (iii) 
accept its return by the State with appropriate credits to the State against the Contractor’s charges and 
reimburse the State for any losses or costs incurred as a consequence of the State ceasing its use and 
returning it. 
 

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Contractor has no obligation to indemnify or defend the State for, or to pay 
any costs, damages or attorneys’ fees related to, any claim based upon (i) equipment or software developed or 
services performed based on written specifications of the State; (ii) use of the equipment or software or other 
results of the services in a configuration other than implemented or approved in writing by the Contractor, 
including, but not limited to, any modification of the equipment by the State; (iii) the combination, operation, or 
use of the equipment or software or other outcome of services with equipment or software not supplied by the 
Contractor under this Contract; or (iv) the State’s failure to use updated or corrected versions of the infringing 
item that would prevented the time from infringing. 

2.145 CONTINUATION OF INDEMNIFICATION OBLIGATIONS  

The Contractor’s duty to indemnify under this Section continues in full force and effect, notwithstanding the 
expiration or early cancellation of the Contract, with respect to any claims based on facts or conditions that 
occurred before expiration or cancellation. 

2.146 INDEMNIFICATION PROCEDURES 

The procedures set forth below must apply to all indemnity obligations under this Contract. 
(a) After the State receives notice of the action or proceeding involving a claim for which it shall seek 

indemnification, the State must promptly notify Contractor of the claim in writing and take or assist 
Contractor in taking, as the case may be, any reasonable action to avoid the imposition of a default 
judgment against Contractor.  No failure to notify the Contractor relieves the Contractor of its 
indemnification obligations except to the extent that the Contractor can prove damages attributable to the 
failure.  Within 10 days following receipt of written notice from the State relating to any claim, the 
Contractor must notify the State in writing whether Contractor agrees to assume control of the defense 
and settlement of that claim (a “Notice of Election”).  After notifying Contractor of a claim and before the 
State receiving Contractor’s Notice of Election, the State is entitled to defend against the claim, at the 
Contractor’s expense, and the Contractor will be responsible for any reasonable costs incurred by the 
State in defending against the claim during that period. 

(b) If Contractor delivers a Notice of Election relating to any claim:  (i) the State is entitled to participate in the 
defense of the claim and to employ counsel at its own expense to assist in the handling of the claim and 
to monitor and advise the State about the status and progress of the defense; (ii) the Contractor must, at 
the request of the State, demonstrate to the reasonable satisfaction of the State, the Contractor’s financial 
ability to carry out its defense and indemnity obligations under this Contract; (iii) the Contractor must 
periodically advise the State about the status and progress of the defense and must obtain the prior 
written approval of the State before entering into any settlement of the claim or ceasing to defend against 
the claim and (iv) to the extent that any principles of Michigan governmental or public law may be 
involved or challenged, the State has the right, at its own expense, to control the defense of that portion 
of the claim involving the principles of Michigan governmental or public law.  But the State may retain 
control of the defense and settlement of a claim by notifying the Contractor in writing within 10 days after 
the State’s receipt of Contractor’s information requested by the State under clause (ii) of this paragraph if 
the State determines that the Contractor has failed to demonstrate to the reasonable satisfaction of the 
State the Contractor’s financial ability to carry out its defense and indemnity obligations under this 
Section.  Any litigation activity on behalf of the State, or any of its subdivisions under this Section, must 
be coordinated with the Department of Attorney General.  In the event the insurer’s attorney represents 
the State under this Section, the insurer’s attorney may be required to be designated as a Special 
Assistant Attorney General by the Attorney General of the State of Michigan.   

(c) If Contractor does not deliver a Notice of Election relating to any claim of which it is notified by the State as 
provided above, the State may defend the claim in the manner as it may deem appropriate, at the cost 
and expense of Contractor.  If it is determined that the claim was one against which Contractor was 
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required to indemnify the State, upon request of the State, Contractor must promptly reimburse the State 
for all the reasonable costs and expenses.   

(d) Contractor’s infringement indemnification obligations set forth in this Section 2.140 are Contractor’s sole 
and exclusive obligations concerning, and the State’s sole and exclusive remedy for, any breach of the 
infringement warranty in Section 2.121(c) and any infringement claim asserted under this Section 2.144. 

 

2.150 Termination/Cancellation  

2.151 NOTICE AND RIGHT TO CURE 

If the Contractor breaches the contract, and the State in its sole discretion determines that the breach is 
curable, then the State shall provide the Contractor with written notice of the breach and a time period (not less 
than 30 days) to cure the Breach.  The notice of breach and opportunity to cure is inapplicable for successive 
or repeated breaches or if the State determines in its sole discretion that the breach poses a serious and 
imminent threat to the health or safety of any person or the imminent loss, damage, or destruction of any real 
or tangible personal property.   

2.152 TERMINATION FOR CAUSE 

(a) The State may terminate this contract, for cause, by notifying the Contractor in writing, if the Contractor (i) 
breaches any of its material duties or obligations under this Contract (including a Chronic Failure to meet 
any particular SLA), or (ii) fails to cure a breach within the time period specified in the written notice of 
breach provided by the State. 

(b) If this Contract is terminated for cause, the Contractor must pay all costs incurred by the State in 
terminating this Contract, including but not limited to, State administrative costs, reasonable attorneys’ 
fees and court costs, and any reasonable additional costs the State may incur to procure the 
Services/Deliverables required by this Contract from other sources.  Re-procurement costs are not 
consequential, indirect or incidental damages, and cannot be excluded by any other terms otherwise 
included in this Contract, provided the costs are not in excess of 50% more than the prices for the 
Service/Deliverables provided under this Contract. 

(c) If the State chooses to partially terminate this Contract for cause, charges payable under this Contract 
shall be equitably adjusted to reflect those Services/Deliverables that are terminated and the State must 
pay for all Services/Deliverables for which Final Acceptance has been granted provided up to the 
termination date.  Services and related provisions of this Contract that are terminated for cause must 
cease on the effective date of the termination. 

(d) If the State terminates this Contract for cause under this Section, and it is determined, for any reason, that 
Contractor was not in breach of contract under the provisions of this section, that termination for cause 
must be deemed to have been a termination for convenience, effective as of the same date, and the 
rights and obligations of the parties must be limited to that otherwise provided in this Contract for a 
termination for convenience. 

2.153 TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE 

The State may terminate this Contract for its convenience, in whole or part, if the State determines that a 
termination is in the State’s best interest.  Reasons for the termination must be left to the sole discretion of the 
State and may include, but not necessarily be limited to (a) the State no longer needs the Services or products 
specified in the Contract, (b) relocation of office, program changes, changes in laws, rules, or regulations make 
implementation of the Services no longer practical or feasible, (c) unacceptable prices for Additional Services 
or New Work requested by the State, or (d) falsification or misrepresentation, by inclusion or non-inclusion, of 
information material to a response to any RFP issued by the State.  The State may terminate this Contract for 
its convenience, in whole or in part, by giving Contractor written notice at least 30 days before the date of 
termination.  If the State chooses to terminate this Contract in part, the charges payable under this Contract 
must be equitably adjusted to reflect those Services/Deliverables that are terminated.  Services and related 
provisions of this Contract that are terminated for convenience must cease on the effective date of the 
termination. 
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2.154 TERMINATION FOR NON-APPROPRIATION 

(a) Contractor acknowledges that, if this Contract extends for several fiscal years, continuation of this 
Contract is subject to appropriation or availability of funds for this Contract.  If funds to enable the State to 
effect continued payment under this Contract are not appropriated or otherwise made available, the State 
must terminate this Contract and all affected Statements of Work, in whole or in part, at the end of the last 
period for which funds have been appropriated or otherwise made available by giving written notice of 
termination to Contractor.  The State must give Contractor at least 30 days advance written notice of 
termination for non-appropriation or unavailability (or the time as is available if the State receives notice of 
the final decision less than 30 days before the funding cutoff). 

(b) If funding for the Contract is reduced by law, or funds to pay Contractor for the agreed-to level of the 
Services or production of Deliverables to be provided by Contractor are not appropriated or otherwise 
unavailable, the State may, upon 30 days written notice to Contractor, reduce the level of the Services or 
change the production of Deliverables in the manner and for the periods of time as the State may elect.  
The charges payable under this Contract shall be equitably adjusted to reflect any equipment, services or 
commodities not provided by reason of the reduction. 

(c) If the State terminates this Contract, eliminates certain Deliverables, or reduces the level of Services to be 
provided by Contractor under this Section, the State must pay Contractor for all Work-in-Process 
performed through the effective date of the termination or reduction in level, as the case may be and as 
determined by the State, to the extent funds are available.  This Section shall not preclude Contractor 
from reducing or stopping Services/Deliverables or raising against the State in a court of competent 
jurisdiction, any claim for a shortfall in payment for Services performed or Deliverables finally accepted 
before the effective date of termination. 

2.155 TERMINATION FOR CRIMINAL CONVICTION 

The State may terminate this Contract immediately and without further liability or penalty in the event 
Contractor, an officer of Contractor, or an owner of a 25% or greater share of Contractor is convicted of a 
criminal offense related to a State, public or private Contract or subcontract. 

2.156 TERMINATION FOR APPROVALS RESCINDED  

The State may terminate this Contract if any final administrative or judicial decision or adjudication disapproves 
a previously approved request for purchase of personal services under Constitution 1963, Article 11, § 5, and 
Civil Service Rule 7-1.  In that case, the State shall pay the Contractor for only the work completed to that point 
under the Contract.  Termination may be in whole or in part and may be immediate as of the date of the written 
notice to Contractor or may be effective as of the date stated in the written notice. 

2.157 RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS UPON TERMINATION 

(a) If the State terminates this Contract for any reason, the Contractor must (a) stop all work as specified in 
the notice of termination, (b) take any action that may be necessary, or that the State may direct, for 
preservation and protection of Deliverables or other property derived or resulting from this Contract that 
may be in Contractor’s possession, (c) return all materials and property provided directly or indirectly to 
Contractor by any entity, agent or employee of the State, (d) transfer title in, and deliver to, the State, 
unless otherwise directed, all Deliverables intended to be transferred to the State at the termination of the 
Contract and which are resulting from the Contract (which must be provided to the State on an “As-Is” 
basis except to the extent the amounts paid by the State in respect of the items included compensation to 
Contractor for the provision of warranty services in respect of the materials), and (e) take any action to 
mitigate and limit any potential damages, or requests for Contractor adjustment or termination settlement 
costs, to the maximum practical extent, including terminating or limiting as otherwise applicable those 
subcontracts and outstanding orders for material and supplies resulting from the terminated Contract. 

(b) If the State terminates this Contract before its expiration for its own convenience, the State must pay 
Contractor for all charges due for Services provided before the date of termination and, if applicable, as a 
separate item of payment under this Contract, for Work In Process, on a percentage of completion basis 
at the level of completion reasonably determined by the State.  All completed or partially completed 
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Deliverables prepared by Contractor under this Contract, at the option of the State, becomes the State’s 
property, and Contractor is entitled to receive equitable fair compensation for the Deliverables and the 
State’s ownership shall be conditioned on payment therefor.  Regardless of the basis for the termination, 
the State is not obligated to pay, or otherwise compensate, Contractor for any lost expected future profits, 
costs or expenses incurred with respect to Services not actually performed for the State. 

(c) Upon a good faith termination, the State may assume, at its option, any subcontracts and agreements for 
services and deliverables provided under this Contract, and may further pursue completion of the 
Services/Deliverables under this Contract by replacement contract or otherwise as the State may in its 
sole judgment deem expedient. 

2.158 RESERVATION OF RIGHTS 

Any termination of this Contract or any Statement of Work issued under it by a party must be with full 
reservation of, and without prejudice to, any rights or remedies otherwise available to the party with respect to 
any claims arising before or as a result of the termination. 
 

2.160 Termination by Contractor 

2.161 TERMINATION BY CONTRACTOR 

If the State breaches the Contract, and the Contractor in its sole discretion determines that the breach is 
curable, then the Contractor will provide the State with written notice of the breach and a time period (not less 
than 30 days) to cure the breach.  The Notice of Breach and opportunity to cure is inapplicable for successive 
and repeated breaches. 
 

The Contractor may terminate this Contract if the State (i) materially breaches its obligation to pay the 
Contractor undisputed amounts due and owing under this Contract, (ii) breaches its other obligations under this 
Contract to an extent that makes it impossible or commercially impractical for the Contractor to perform the 
Services, or (iii) does not cure the breach within the time period specified in a written notice of breach.  But the 
Contractor must discharge its obligations under Section 2.160 before it terminates the Contract.  
 

2.170 Transition Responsibilities 

2.171 CONTRACTOR TRANSITION RESPONSIBILITIES 

If the State terminates this contract, for convenience or cause, or if the Contract is otherwise dissolved, voided, 
rescinded, nullified, expires or rendered unenforceable, the Contractor shall comply with direction provided by 
the State to assist in the orderly transition of equipment, services, software, leases, etc. to the State or a third 
party designated by the State.  If this Contract expires or terminates, the Contractor agrees to make all 
reasonable efforts to effect an orderly transition of services within a reasonable period of time that in no event 
will exceed (90) days.  These efforts must include, but are not limited to, those listed in Section 2.150. 

2.172 CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL TRANSITION 

The Contractor shall work with the State, or a specified third party, to develop a transition plan setting forth the 
specific tasks and schedule to be accomplished by the parties, to effect an orderly transition.  The Contractor 
must allow as many personnel as practicable to remain on the job to help the State, or a specified third party, 
maintain the continuity and consistency of the services required by this Contract.  In addition, during or 
following the transition period, in the event the State requires the Services of the Contractor’s subcontractors or 
vendors, as necessary to meet its needs, Contractor agrees to reasonably, and with good-faith, work with the 
State to use the Services of Contractor’s subcontractors or vendors.  Contractor will notify all of Contractor’s 
subcontractors of procedures to be followed during transition. 

2.173 CONTRACTOR INFORMATION TRANSITION 

The Contractor shall provide reasonable detailed specifications for all Services/Deliverables needed by the 
State, or specified third party, to properly provide the Services/Deliverables required under this Contract.  The 
Contractor will provide the State with asset management data generated from the inception of this Contract 
through the date on which this Contractor is terminated in a comma-delineated format unless otherwise 
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requested by the State.  The Contractor will deliver to the State any remaining owed reports and 
documentation still in Contractor’s possession subject to appropriate payment by the State. 

2.174 CONTRACTOR SOFTWARE TRANSITION 

The Contractor shall reasonably assist the State in the acquisition of any Contractor software required to 
perform the Services/use the Deliverables under this Contract.  This must include any documentation being 
used by the Contractor to perform the Services under this Contract.  If the State transfers any software 
licenses to the Contractor, those licenses must, upon expiration of the Contract, transfer back to the State at 
their current revision level.  Upon notification by the State, Contractor may be required to freeze all non-critical 
changes to Deliverables/Services. 

2.175 TRANSITION PAYMENTS 

If the transition results from a termination for any reason, the termination provisions of this Contract must 
govern reimbursement.  If the transition results from expiration, the Contractor will be reimbursed for all 
reasonable transition costs (i.e. costs incurred within the agreed period after contract expiration that result from 
transition operations) at the rates agreed upon by the State and Contractor.  The Contractor will prepare an 
accurate accounting from which the State and Contractor may reconcile all outstanding accounts. 

2.176 STATE TRANSITION RESPONSIBILITIES 

In the event that this Contract is terminated, dissolved, voided, rescinded, nullified, or otherwise rendered 
unenforceable, the State agrees to reconcile all accounts between the State and the Contractor, complete any 
pending post-project reviews and perform any others obligations upon which the State and the Contractor 
agree. 
(a) Reconciling all accounts between the State and the Contractor; 
(b) Completing any pending post-project reviews. 
 

2.180 Stop Work 

2.181 STOP WORK ORDERS 

The State may, at any time, by written Stop Work Order to Contractor, require that Contractor stop all, or any 
part, of the work called for by the Contract for a period of up to 90 calendar days after the Stop Work Order is 
delivered to Contractor, and for any further period to which the parties may agree.  The Stop Work Order must 
be identified as a Stop Work Order and must indicate that it is issued under this Section.  Upon receipt of the 
stop work order, Contractor must immediately comply with its terms and take all reasonable steps to minimize 
incurring costs allocable to the work covered by the Stop Work Order during the period of work stoppage.  
Within the period of the stop work order, the State must either:  (a) cancel the stop work order; or (b) terminate 
the work covered by the Stop Work Order as provided in Section 2.182. 

2.182 CANCELLATION OR EXPIRATION OF STOP WORK ORDER 

The Contractor shall resume work if the State cancels a Stop Work Order or if it expires.  The parties shall 
agree upon an equitable adjustment in the delivery schedule, the Contract price, or both, and the Contract shall 
be modified, in writing, accordingly, if:  (a) the Stop Work Order results in an increase in the time required for, 
or in Contractor’s costs properly allocable to, the performance of any part of the Contract; and (b) Contractor 
asserts its right to an equitable adjustment within 30 calendar days after the end of the period of work 
stoppage; provided that, if the State decides the facts justify the action, the State may receive and act upon a 
Contractor proposal submitted at any time before final payment under the Contract.  Any adjustment will 
conform to the requirements of Section 2.024. 

2.183 ALLOWANCE OF CONTRACTOR COSTS 

If the Stop Work Order is not canceled and the work covered by the Stop Work Order is terminated for reasons 
other than material breach, the termination shall be deemed to be a termination for convenience under Section 
2.153, and the State shall pay reasonable costs resulting from the Stop Work Order in arriving at the 
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termination settlement.  For the avoidance of doubt, the State shall not be liable to Contractor for loss of profits 
because of a Stop Work Order issued under this Section. 
 

2.190 Dispute Resolution 

2.191 IN GENERAL 

Any claim, counterclaim, or dispute between the State and Contractor arising out of or relating to the Contract 
or any Statement of Work must be resolved as follows.  For all Contractor claims seeking an increase in the 
amounts payable to Contractor under the Contract, or the time for Contractor’s performance, Contractor must 
submit a letter, together with all data supporting the claims, executed by Contractor’s Contract Administrator or 
the Contract Administrator's designee certifying that (a) the claim is made in good faith, (b) the amount claimed 
accurately reflects the adjustments in the amounts payable to Contractor or the time for Contractor’s 
performance for which Contractor believes the State is liable and covers all costs of every type to which 
Contractor is entitled from the occurrence of the claimed event, and (c) the claim and the supporting data are 
current and complete to Contractor’s best knowledge and belief. 

2.192 INFORMAL DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

(a) All disputes between the parties shall be resolved under the Contract Management procedures in this 
Contract.  If the parties are unable to resolve any dispute after compliance with the processes, the parties must 
meet with the Director of Procurement, DTMB, or designee, to resolve the dispute without the need for formal 
legal proceedings, as follows: 
(1) The representatives of Contractor and the State must meet as often as the parties reasonably deem 
necessary to gather and furnish to each other all information with respect to the matter at issue which the 
parties believe to be appropriate and germane in connection with its resolution.  The representatives shall 
discuss the problem and negotiate in good faith in an effort to resolve the dispute without the necessity of any 
formal proceeding. 
(2) During the course of negotiations, all reasonable requests made by one party to another for non-
privileged information reasonably related to the Contract shall be honored in order that each of the parties may 
be fully advised of the other’s position.  
(3) The specific format for the discussions shall be left to the discretion of the designated State and 
Contractor representatives, but may include the preparation of agreed upon statements of fact or written 
statements of position.  
(4) Following the completion of this process within 60 calendar days, the Director of Procurement, DTMB, 
or designee, shall issue a written opinion regarding the issue(s) in dispute within 30 calendar days.  The 
opinion regarding the dispute must be considered the State’s final action and the exhaustion of administrative 
remedies. 
(b) This Section shall not be construed to prevent either party from instituting, and a party is authorized to 
institute, formal proceedings earlier to avoid the expiration of any applicable limitations period, to preserve a 
superior position with respect to other creditors, or under Section 2.193. 
(c) The State shall not mediate disputes between the Contractor and any other entity, except state 
agencies, concerning responsibility for performance of work under the Contract. 

2.193 INJUNCTIVE RELIEF 

The only circumstance in which disputes between the State and Contractor shall not be subject to the 
provisions of Section 2.192 is where a party makes a good faith determination that a breach of the terms of 
the Contract by the other party is that the damages to the party resulting from the breach shall be so 
immediate, so large or severe and so incapable of adequate redress after the fact that a temporary restraining 
order or other immediate injunctive relief is the only adequate remedy. 

2.194 CONTINUED PERFORMANCE 

Each party agrees to continue performing its obligations under the Contract while a dispute is being resolved 
except to the extent the issue in dispute precludes performance (dispute over payment must not be deemed to 
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preclude performance) and without limiting either party’s right to terminate the Contract as provided in Section 
2.150, as the case may be. 
 

2.200 Federal and State Contract Requirements 

2.201 NONDISCRIMINATION 

In the performance of the Contract, Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for 
employment, with respect to his or her hire, tenure, terms, conditions or privileges of employment, or any 
matter directly or indirectly related to employment, because of race, color, religion, national origin, ancestry, 
age, sex, height, weight, and marital status, physical or mental disability.  Contractor further agrees that every 
subcontract entered into for the performance of this Contract or any purchase order resulting from this Contract 
will contain a provision requiring non-discrimination in employment, as specified here, binding upon each 
Subcontractor.  This covenant is required under the Elliot Larsen Civil Rights Act, 1976 PA 453, MCL 37.2101, 
et seq., and the Persons with Disabilities Civil Rights Act, 1976 PA 220, MCL 37.1101, et seq., and any breach 
of this provision may be regarded as a material breach of the Contract. 

2.202 UNFAIR LABOR PRACTICES  

Under 1980 PA 278, MCL 423.321, et seq., the State shall not award a Contract or subcontract to an employer 
whose name appears in the current register of employers failing to correct an unfair labor practice compiled 
under section 2 of the Act.  This information is compiled by the United States National Labor Relations Board.  
A Contractor of the State, in relation to the Contract, shall not enter into a contract with a Subcontractor, 
manufacturer, or supplier whose name appears in this register.  Under section 4 of 1980 PA 278, MCL 
423.324, the State may void any Contract if, after award of the Contract, the name of Contractor as an 
employer or the name of the Subcontractor, manufacturer or supplier of Contractor appears in the register. 

2.203 WORKPLACE SAFETY AND DISCRIMINATORY HARASSMENT 

In performing Services for the State, the Contractor shall comply with the Department of Civil Services Rule 2-
20 regarding Workplace Safety and applicable antidiscrimination laws and regulations regarding Discriminatory 
Harassment.  In addition, the Contractor shall comply with applicable Civil Service regulations and any 
applicable agency rules provided to the Contractor.  For Civil Service Rules, see 
http://www.mi.gov/mdcs/0,1607,7-147-6877---,00.html. 

2.204 RESERVED 

 
2.210 Governing Law 

2.211 GOVERNING LAW 

The Contract shall in all respects be governed by, and construed according to, the substantive laws of the 
State of Michigan without regard to any Michigan choice of law rules that would apply the substantive law of 
any other jurisdiction to the extent not inconsistent with, or pre-empted by federal law. 

2.212 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS 

Contractor shall comply with all applicable state, federal and local laws and ordinances in providing the 
Services/Deliverables.   

2.213 JURISDICTION 

Any dispute arising from the Contract shall be resolved in the State of Michigan.  With respect to any claim 
between the parties, Contractor consents to venue in Ingham County, Michigan, and irrevocably waives any 
objections it may have to the jurisdiction on the grounds of lack of personal jurisdiction of the court or the laying 
of venue of the court or on the basis of forum non conveniens or otherwise.  Contractor agrees to appoint 
agents in the State of Michigan to receive service of process. 
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2.220 Liability  

2.221 LIMITATION OF LIABILITY 

Neither the Contractor nor the State shall be liable to each other, regardless of the form of action, for 
consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages. This limitation of liability does not apply to claims for 
infringement of United States patent, copyright, trademark or trade secrets; to claims for personal injury or 
damage to property caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Contractor; to claims covered 
by other specific provisions of this Contract calling for liquidated damages; or to court costs or attorney’s fees 
awarded by a court in addition to damages after litigation based on this Contract. 
 
The Contractor’s liability for damages to the State is limited to two times the value of the Contract or $500,000 
whichever is higher.  The foregoing limitation of liability does not apply to claims for infringement of United 
States patent, copyright, trademarks or trade secrets; to claims for personal injury or damage to property 
caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Contractor; to claims covered by other specific 
provisions of this Contract calling for liquidated damages; or to court costs or attorney’s fees awarded by a 
court in addition to damages after litigation based on this Contract. 
 

The State’s liability for damages to the Contractor is limited to the value of the Contract. 

2.222 CONTRACTOR LIABILITY FOR FFP 

The Contractor shall, subject to the limitation of liability set forth in Section 2.221, be responsible for any loss, 
deferral or disallowance of any claim for federal financial participation ("FFP") or any financial penalty related 
thereto, suffered by the State to the extent resulting from the Contractor's or its subcontractor's failure to timely 
or adequately perform their responsibilities under the Contract. 
 

2.230 Disclosure Responsibilities  

2.231 DISCLOSURE OF LITIGATION 

Contractor shall disclose any material criminal litigation, investigations or proceedings involving the Contractor 
(and each Subcontractor) or any of its officers or directors or any litigation, investigations or proceedings under 
the Sarbanes-Oxley Act.  In addition, each Contractor (and each Subcontractor) shall notify the State of any 
material civil litigation, arbitration or proceeding which arises during the term of the Contract and extensions, to 
which Contractor (or, to the extent Contractor is aware, any Subcontractor) is a party, and which involves:  (i) 
disputes that might reasonably be expected to adversely affect the viability or financial stability of Contractor or 
any Subcontractor; or (ii) a claim or written allegation of fraud against Contractor or, to the extent Contractor is 
aware, any Subcontractor by a governmental or public entity arising out of their business dealings with 
governmental or public entities.  The Contractor shall disclose in writing to the Contract Administrator any 
litigation, investigation, arbitration or other proceeding (collectively, "Proceeding") within 30 days of its 
occurrence.  Details of settlements that are prevented from disclosure by the terms of the settlement may be 
annotated.  Information provided to the State from Contractor’s publicly filed documents referencing its material 
litigation shall be deemed to satisfy the requirements of this Section.  
 

If any Proceeding disclosed to the State under this Section, or of which the State otherwise becomes aware, 
during the term of this Contract would cause a reasonable party to be concerned about: 
(a) the ability of Contractor (or a Subcontractor) to continue to perform this Contract according to its terms 

and conditions, or 
(b) whether Contractor (or a Subcontractor) in performing Services for the State is engaged in conduct which 

is similar in nature to conduct alleged in the Proceeding, which conduct would constitute a breach of this 
Contract or a violation of Michigan law, regulations or public policy, then the Contractor must provide the 
State all reasonable assurances requested by the State to demonstrate that:   

(1) Contractor and its Subcontractors will be able to continue to perform this Contract and any Statements 
of Work according to its terms and conditions, and  

(2) Contractor and its Subcontractors have not and will not engage in conduct in performing the Services 
which is similar in nature to the conduct alleged in the Proceeding. 
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(c) Contractor shall make the following notifications in writing:  
(1) Within 30 days of Contractor becoming aware that a change in its ownership has occurred, or is certain 

to occur, Contractor must notify DTMB-Procurement. 
(2) Contractor shall also notify DTMB Procurement within 30 days whenever changes to asset valuations 

or any other cost changes have occurred or are certain to occur as a result of a change in ownership or 
officers.  

(3) Contractor shall also notify DTMB-Procurement within 30 days whenever changes to affiliations occur 
to the company identified as Contractor on the cover sheet of this Contract. 

2.232 CALL CENTER DISCLOSURE   

Contractor and/or all subcontractors involved in the performance of this Contract providing call or contact 
center services to the State shall disclose the location of its call or contact center services to inbound callers.  
Failure to disclose this information is a material breach of this Contract. 

2.233 BANKRUPTCY 

The State may, without prejudice to any other right or remedy, terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, and, 
at its option, may take possession of the “Work in Process” and finish the Works in Process by whatever 
appropriate method the State may deem expedient if: 
(a) the Contractor files for protection under the bankruptcy laws;  
(b) an involuntary petition is filed against the Contractor and not removed within 30 days; 
(c  the Contractor becomes insolvent or if a receiver is appointed due to the Contractor's insolvency;  
(d) the Contractor makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors; or 
(e) the Contractor or its affiliates are unable to provide reasonable assurances that the Contractor or its 

affiliates can deliver the services under this Contract.  
 

Contractor will fix appropriate notices or labels on the Work in Process to indicate ownership by the State.  To 
the extent reasonably possible, materials and Work in Process shall be stored separately from other stock and 
marked conspicuously with labels indicating ownership by the State. 
 

2.240 Performance  

2.241 TIME OF PERFORMANCE 

(a) Contractor shall use commercially reasonable efforts to provide the resources necessary to complete all 
Services and Deliverables according to the time schedules contained in the Statements of Work and 
other Exhibits governing the work, and with professional quality. 

(b) Without limiting the generality of Section 2.241, Contractor shall notify the State in a timely manner upon 
becoming aware of any circumstances that may reasonably be expected to jeopardize the timely and 
successful completion of any Deliverables/Services on the scheduled due dates in the latest State-
approved delivery schedule and must inform the State of the projected actual delivery date. 

(c) If the Contractor believes that a delay in performance by the State has caused or will cause the Contractor 
to be unable to perform its obligations according to specified Contract time periods, the Contractor must 
notify the State in a timely manner and must use commercially reasonable efforts to perform its 
obligations according to the Contract time periods notwithstanding the State’s failure.  Contractor will not 
be in default for a delay in performance to the extent the delay is caused by the State. 

2.242 SERVICE LEVEL AGREEMENT (SLA) 

(a) SLAs will be completed with the following operational considerations: 
 

(1) SLAs will not be calculated for individual Incidents where any event of Excusable Failure has been 
determined; Incident means any interruption in Services. 

(2) SLAs will not be calculated for individual Incidents where loss of service is planned and where the State 
has received prior notification or coordination. 

(3) SLAs will not apply if the applicable Incident could have been prevented through planning proposed by 
Contractor and not implemented at the request of the State.  To invoke this consideration, complete 
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documentation relevant to the denied planning proposal must be presented to substantiate the 
proposal. 

(4) Time period measurements will be based on the time Incidents are received by the Contractor and the 
time that the State receives notification of resolution based on 24x7x365 time period, except that the 
time period measurement will be suspended based on the following: 
(i) Time period(s) will not apply where Contractor does not have access to a physical State Location 

and where access to the State Location is necessary for problem identification and resolution. 
(ii) Time period(s) will not apply where Contractor needs to obtain timely and accurate information or 

appropriate feedback and is unable to obtain timely and accurate information or appropriate 
feedback from the State. 

(b) Chronic Failure for any Service(s) will be defined as three unscheduled outage(s) or interruption(s) on any 
individual Service for the same reason or cause or if the same reason or cause was reasonably 
discoverable in the first instance over a rolling 30 day period.  Chronic Failure will result in the State’s 
option to terminate the effected individual Service(s) and procure them from a different vendor for the 
chronic location(s) with Contractor to pay the difference in charges for up to three additional months.  The 
termination of the Service will not affect any tiered pricing levels. 

(c) Root Cause Analysis will be performed on any Business Critical outage(s) or outage(s) on Services when 
requested by the Contract Administrator.  Contractor will provide its analysis within two weeks of 
outage(s) and provide a recommendation for resolution. 

(d) All decimals must be rounded to two decimal places with five and greater rounding up and four and less 
rounding down unless otherwise specified. 

2.243 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES   

The parties agree to liquidate damages as specified in the subsections below.  The assessment of liquidated 
damages is not intended as a penalty, but instead is the parties’ reasonable estimate of fair compensation for 
the foreseeable losses that might result from the breach.   
 

The assessments made by the State under this provision are considered liquidated damages and will not be 
considered consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages under section 2.221. 
 

Unauthorized Removal of any Key Personnel  
It is acknowledged that an Unauthorized Removal will interfere with the timely and proper completion of the 
Contract, to the loss and damage of the State, and that it would be impracticable and extremely difficult to fix 
the actual damage sustained by the State as a result of any Unauthorized Removal.  Therefore, Contractor and 
the State agree that in the case of any Unauthorized Removal in respect of which the State does not elect to 
exercise its rights under Section 2.152, the State may assess liquidated damages against Contractor as 
specified below.   
 

For the Unauthorized Removal of any Key Personnel designated in the applicable Statement of Work, the 
liquidated damages amount is $25,000.00 per individual if the Contractor identifies a replacement approved by 
the State under Section 2.060 and assigns the replacement to the Project to shadow the Key Personnel who 
is leaving for a period of at least 30 days before the Key Personnel’s removal. 
 

If Contractor fails to assign a replacement to shadow the removed Key Personnel for at least 10 days, in 
addition to the $25,000.00 liquidated damages for an Unauthorized Removal, Contractor must pay the amount 
of $833.33 per day for each day of the 10 day shadow period that the replacement Key Personnel does not 
shadow the removed Key Personnel, up to $10,000.00 maximum per individual.  The total liquidated damages 
that may be assessed per Unauthorized Removal and failure to provide 10 days of shadowing must not exceed 
$35,000.00 per individual. 

2.244 EXCUSABLE FAILURE 

Neither party will be liable for any default, damage or delay in the performance of its obligations under the 
Contract to the extent the default, damage or delay is caused by government regulations or requirements 
(executive, legislative, judicial, military or otherwise), power failure, electrical surges or current fluctuations, 
lightning, earthquake, war, water or other forces of nature or acts of God, delays or failures of transportation, 
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equipment shortages, suppliers’ failures, or acts or omissions of common carriers, fire; riots, civil disorders; 
strikes or other labor disputes, embargoes; injunctions (provided the injunction was not issued as a result of 
any fault or negligence of the party seeking to have its default or delay excused); or any other cause beyond 
the reasonable control of a party; provided the non-performing party and its Subcontractors are without fault in 
causing the default or delay, and the default or delay could not have been prevented by reasonable 
precautions and cannot reasonably be circumvented by the non-performing party through the use of alternate 
sources, workaround plans or other means, including disaster recovery plans.   
 

If a party does not perform its contractual obligations for any of the reasons listed above, the non-performing 
party will be excused from any further performance of its affected obligation(s) for as long as the circumstances 
prevail.  But the party must use commercially reasonable efforts to recommence performance whenever and to 
whatever extent possible without delay.  A party must promptly notify the other party in writing immediately 
after the excusable failure occurs, and also when it abates or ends. 
 

If any of the above-enumerated circumstances substantially prevent, hinder, or delay the Contractor’s 
performance of the Services/provision of Deliverables for more than 10 Business Days, and the State 
determines that performance is not likely to be resumed within a period of time that is satisfactory to the State 
in its reasonable discretion, then at the State’s option:  (a) the State may procure the affected 
Services/Deliverables from an alternate source, and the State is not be liable for payment for the unperformed 
Services/ Deliverables not provided under the Contract for so long as the delay in performance continues; (b) 
the State may terminate any portion of the Contract so affected and the charges payable will be equitably 
adjusted to reflect those Services/Deliverables terminated; or (c) the State may terminate the affected 
Statement of Work without liability to Contractor as of a date specified by the State in a written notice of 
termination to the Contractor, except to the extent that the State must pay for Services/Deliverables provided 
through the date of termination. 
 

The Contractor will not have the right to any additional payments from the State as a result of any Excusable 
Failure occurrence or to payments for Services not rendered/Deliverables not provided as a result of the 
Excusable Failure condition.  Defaults or delays in performance by Contractor which are caused by acts or 
omissions of its Subcontractors will not relieve Contractor of its obligations under the Contract except to the 
extent that a Subcontractor is itself subject to an Excusable Failure condition described above and Contractor 
cannot reasonably circumvent the effect of the Subcontractor’s default or delay in performance through the use 
of alternate sources, workaround plans or other means. 
 

2.250 Approval of Deliverables  

2.251 DELIVERY OF DELIVERABLES 

A list of the Deliverables to be prepared and delivered by Contractor including, for each Deliverable, the 
scheduled delivery date and a designation of whether the Deliverable is a document (“Written Deliverable”) or 
a Custom Software Deliverable will be included in the SOW.  All Deliverables shall be completed and delivered 
for State review and written approval and, where applicable, installed in accordance with the State-approved 
delivery schedule and any other applicable terms and conditions of this Contract. 
 

Prior to delivering any Deliverable to the State, Contractor will first perform quality assurance activities required 
in the SOW, and, in the case of Custom Software Deliverables, System Testing to verify that the Deliverable is 
complete and in conformance with its specifications.  Before delivering a Deliverable to the State, Contractor 
shall certify to the State that (1) it has performed such quality assurance activities, (2) it has performed any 
applicable testing, (3) it has corrected all material deficiencies discovered during such quality assurance 
activities and testing, and (4) the Deliverable is in a suitable state of readiness for the State’s review and 
approval. 
 

In discharging its obligations under this Section, Contractor shall use commercially reasonable efforts in view 
of the short project deadlines to be in compliance with Level 3 of the Software Engineering Institute’s Capability 
Maturity Model for Software (“CMM Level 3”) or its equivalent; however the parties acknowledge it is likely that 
the parties will agree to compromise some of the CMM Level 3 process in the interest of meeting the 
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deadlines.  CGI commits to collaborate with the network of participating vendors to achieve the goals and 
objectives utilizing mutually agreed professional means within acceptable risk tolerances. 

2.252 CONTRACTOR SYSTEM TESTING 

Contractor will be responsible for System Testing each Custom Software Deliverable in Contractor’s 
development environment prior making the Custom Software Deliverable available to the State in the vendor-
hosted environment for User Acceptance Testing and approval.  Contractor’s System Testing shall include the 
following, at a minimum, plus any other testing required by CMM Level 3 or Contractor’s system development 
methodology: 
 

Contractor will be responsible for performing Unit Testing and incremental Integration Testing of the 
components of each Custom Software Deliverable.  
 

Contractor’s System Testing will also include Integration Testing of each Custom Software Deliverable to 
ensure proper inter-operation with all prior software Deliverables, interfaces and other components that are 
designated in the Statement of Work as inter-operating with such Custom Software Deliverable, and will 
include Regression Testing, volume and stress testing to ensure that the Custom Software Deliverables are 
able to meet the State’s projected growth in the number and size of transactions to be processed by the 
Application and number of users, as such projections are set forth in the applicable Statement of Work. 
 

Contractor’s System Testing will also include Business Function Testing and Technical Testing of each 
Application in a simulated production environment.  Business Function Testing will include testing of full work 
streams that flow through the Application as the Application will be incorporated within the vendor-hosted 
environment.  The State shall participate in and provide support for the Business Function Testing to the extent 
reasonably requested by Contractor. Within ten (10) days before the commencement of Business Function 
Testing pursuant to this Section, Contractor shall provide the State for State review and written approval 
Contractor’s test plan for Business Function Testing. 
 

Within five (5) Business Days following the completion of System Testing pursuant to this Section, Contractor 
shall provide to the State a testing matrix establishing that testing for each condition identified in the System 
Testing plans has been conducted and successfully concluded.  To the extent that testing occurs on State 
premises, the State shall be entitled to observe or otherwise participate in testing under this Section as the 
State may elect.   
 

2.253 APPROVAL OF DELIVERABLES, IN GENERAL 

All Deliverables (Written Deliverables and Custom Software Deliverables) require formal written approval by 
the State, in accordance with the following procedures.  Formal approval by the State requires that the 
Deliverable be confirmed in writing by the State to meet its specifications, which, in the case of Custom 
Software Deliverables, will include the successful completion of State User Acceptance Testing, to be led by 
the State with the support and assistance of Contractor.  The parties acknowledge that the approval process 
set forth herein will be facilitated by ongoing consultation between the parties, visibility of interim and 
intermediate Deliverables and collaboration on key decisions. 
 

The State’s obligation to comply with any State Review Period is conditioned on the timely delivery of 
Deliverables being reviewed.  If Contractor fails to provide a Deliverable to the State in a timely manner, the 
State will nevertheless use commercially reasonable efforts to complete its review or testing within the 
applicable State Review Period.   
 

Before commencement of its review or testing of a Deliverable, the State may inspect the Deliverable to 
confirm that all components of the Deliverable (e.g., software, associated documentation, and other materials) 
have been delivered.  If the State determines that the Deliverable is incomplete, the State may refuse delivery 
of the Deliverable without performing any further inspection or testing of the Deliverable.  Otherwise, the review 
period will be deemed to have started on the day the State receives the Deliverable and the applicable 
certification by Contractor in accordance with this Section. 
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The State will approve in writing a Deliverable upon confirming that it conforms to and, in the case of a Custom 
Software Deliverable, performs in accordance with, its specifications without material deficiency.  The State 
may, but shall not be required to, conditionally approve in writing a Deliverable that contains material 
deficiencies if the State elects to permit Contractor to rectify them post-approval.  In any case, Contractor will 
be responsible for working diligently to correct within a reasonable time at Contractor’s expense all deficiencies 
in the Deliverable that remain outstanding at the time of State approval. 
 

If, after three (3) opportunities (the original and two repeat efforts), Contractor is unable to correct all 
deficiencies preventing State approval of a Deliverable, the State may:  (i) demand that Contractor cure the 
failure and give Contractor additional time to cure the failure at the sole expense of Contractor; or (ii) keep this 
Contract in force and do, either itself or through other parties, whatever Contractor has failed to do, in which 
event Contractor shall bear any reasonable excess expenditure incurred by the State in so doing beyond the 
contract price for such Deliverable and will pay the State an additional sum equal to ten percent (10%) of such 
excess expenditure to cover the State’s general expenses without the need to furnish proof in substantiation of 
such general expenses; or (iii) terminate this Contract for default, either in whole or in part by notice to 
Contractor (and without the need to afford Contractor any further opportunity to cure).  Notwithstanding the 
foregoing, the State shall not use, as a basis for exercising its termination rights under this Section, 
deficiencies discovered in a repeat State Review Period that could reasonably have been discovered during a 
prior State Review Period.   
 

The State, at any time and in its own discretion, may halt the UAT or approval process if such process reveals 
deficiencies in a Deliverable in a sufficient quantity or of a sufficient severity as to make the continuation of 
such process unproductive or unworkable.  In such case, the State may return the applicable Deliverable to 
Contractor for correction and re-delivery prior to resuming the review or UAT process and, in that event, 
Contractor will correct the deficiencies in such Deliverable in accordance with the Contract, as the case may 
be. 
 

Approval in writing of a Deliverable by the State shall be provisional; that is, such approval shall not preclude 
the State from later identifying deficiencies in, and declining to accept, a subsequent Deliverable based on or 
which incorporates or inter-operates with an approved Deliverable, to the extent that the results of subsequent 
review or testing indicate the existence of deficiencies in the subsequent Deliverable, or if the Application of 
which the subsequent Deliverable is a component otherwise fails to be accepted pursuant to Section 2.250.  
 

If the State fails to timely deliver a notice of deficiencies as required in Sections 2.253 through 2.256, the CGI 
project manager will notify the State project manager, who shall promptly deliver the required notice of 
deficiencies.  If the State’s delay in delivering the notice of deficiencies impacts CGI’s ability to meet its 
obligations under the Statement of Work, CGI shall be entitled to an adjustment to the Project Schedule to 
compensate for the State’s delay.  In no event will CGI incur liability or penalties for any delay resulting from a 
delay by the State in meeting its obligations under Sections 2.253 through 2.256. 

2.254 PROCESS FOR APPROVAL OF WRITTEN DELIVERABLES 

The State Review Period for Written Deliverables will be the number of days set forth in the applicable 
Statement of Work following delivery of the final version of the Written Deliverable (failing which the State 
Review Period, by default, shall be five (5) Business Days.  The duration of the State Review Periods will be 
doubled if the State has not had an opportunity to review an interim draft of the Written Deliverable prior to its 
submission to the State.  The State agrees to notify Contractor in writing by the end of the State Review Period 
either stating that the Written Deliverable is approved in the form delivered by Contractor or describing any 
deficiencies that shall be corrected prior to approval of the Written Deliverable (or at the State’s election, 
subsequent to approval of the Written Deliverable).  If the State delivers to Contractor a notice of deficiencies, 
Contractor will correct the described deficiencies and within five (5) Business Days resubmit the Deliverable in 
a form that shows all revisions made to the original version delivered to the State.  Contractor’s correction 
efforts will be made at no additional charge.  Upon receipt of a corrected Written Deliverable from Contractor, 
the State will have a reasonable additional period of time, not to exceed the length of the original State Review 
Period, to review the corrected Written Deliverable to confirm that the identified deficiencies have been 
corrected. 
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2.255 PROCESS FOR APPROVAL OF CUSTOM SOFTWARE DELIVERABLES  

The State will conduct UAT of each Custom Software Deliverable in accordance with the following procedures 
to determine whether it meets the criteria for State approval – i.e., whether it conforms to and performs in 
accordance with its specifications without material deficiencies.   
 

Within thirty (30) days (or such other number of days as the parties may agree to in writing) prior to 
Contractor’s delivery of any Custom Software Deliverable to the State for approval, Contractor shall provide to 
the State a set of proposed test plans, including test cases, scripts, data and expected outcomes, for the 
State’s use (which the State may supplement in its own discretion) in conducting UAT of the Custom Software 
Deliverable.  Contractor, upon request by the State, shall provide the State with reasonable assistance and 
support during the UAT process. 
 

For the Custom Software Deliverables listed in the Statement of Work, the State Review Period for conducting 
UAT will be as indicated in the Statement of Work.  For any other Custom Software Deliverables not listed in 
the Statement of Work of this Contract or as identified in a future amendment, the State Review Period shall be 
the number of days agreed in writing by the parties (failing which it shall be five (5) days by default).  The State 
Review Period for each Custom Software Deliverable will begin when Contractor has delivered the Custom 
Software Deliverable to the State accompanied by the certification required by this Section and the State’s 
inspection of the Deliverable has confirmed that all components of it have been delivered. 
 

The State’s UAT will consist of executing test scripts from the proposed testing submitted by Contractor, but 
may also include additional testing mutually agreed to be appropriate.  If the State determines during the UAT 
that the Custom Software Deliverable contains any deficiencies, the State will notify Contractor of the 
deficiency by making an entry in an incident reporting system available to both Contractor and the State.  
Contractor will modify promptly the Custom Software Deliverable to correct the reported deficiencies, conduct 
appropriate System Testing (including, where applicable, Regression Testing) to confirm the proper correction 
of the deficiencies and re-deliver the corrected version to the State for re-testing in UAT.  Contractor will 
coordinate the re-delivery of corrected versions of Custom Software Deliverables with the State so as not to 
disrupt the State’s UAT process.  The State will promptly re-test the corrected version of the Software 
Deliverable after receiving it from Contractor. 
 

Within three (3) business days after the end of the State Review Period, the State will give Contractor a written 
notice indicating the State’s approval or rejection of the Custom Software Deliverable according to the criteria 
and process set out in this Section. 

2.256 FINAL ACCEPTANCE 

“Final Acceptance” shall be considered to occur when the Custom Software Deliverable to be delivered has 
been approved by the State and has been operating in production without any material deficiency for fourteen 
(14) consecutive days.  If the State elects to defer putting a Custom Software Deliverable into live production 
for its own reasons, not based on concerns about outstanding material deficiencies in the Deliverable, the 
State shall nevertheless grant Final Acceptance of the Project.   
 

2.260 Ownership  

2.261 OWNERSHIP OF WORK PRODUCT BY STATE 

Except for Contractor Technology, the State owns all Deliverables, as they are work made for hire by the 
Contractor for the State.  The State owns all United States and international copyrights, trademarks, patents or 
other proprietary rights in the Deliverables.   Contractor retains all right, title and interest, including all 
copyrights, in any Contractor Technology. Upon payment for services, the State shall have a royalty-free, 
nonexclusive, and irrevocable license for the State and the U.S. Federal government to reproduce, publish, or 
otherwise use Contractor Property and to authorize others to do solely for the development and/or use of a 
government-operated health insurance exchange and eligibility automation system in accordance with the 
Affordable Health Care Act and applicable regulations or other Federal purposes.  The State shall not have any 
other rights in or to Contractor Technology.  Neither the State nor any third party, may remove or modify (or 
allow any third party to remove or modify) any notice of Contractor’s proprietary rights in and/or on Contractor 
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Technology.   The State’s rights to use any Pre-existing Software shall be set forth in the license agreement for 
such software. 
 

For purposes of this Section, “Contractor Technology” means intellectual property owned by Contractor and its

The Contractor will adhere to the statements in the following list.  The contractor’s MAGI Eligibility Service will 
only communicate and interface with the SOM Data Hub.  The SOM Data Hub will interface and aggregate the 
collection of data from the Federal Data Hub and all state backend-systems; such as Champs, Bridges, and 
MaxStar. 
 

Clarification Item 

1. The MAGI Eligibility Determination service will utilize the MAGI methodology established in the ACA to 
determine whether an individual qualifies for MAGI related Medicaid under one of the four new Medicaid 
categories or for CHIP. 

2. The four new MAGI related Medicaid categories are: Adult, Parents/Caretakers, Pregnant Women and 
Children.   

3. The MAGI Determination Service shall utilize the SOM Hub solution to provide connectivity to all required 
systems. 

4. The MAGI rules engine will perform MAGI related eligibility determinations and may be required to utilize 
data from federal as well as State of Michigan trusted data sources in order to perform data validations. 

5. The MAGI rules engine solution must be capable of performing asynchronous data enrichment requests, 
via the SOM Hub solution, to trusted data sources. 

6. The MAGI Eligibility Determination service will provide each business partner with each determination, the 
data supplied by the applicant, data used for data validation and the outcome of the determination 
including the MAGI group, legacy category and TOA code. This is a federal requirement, and it serves to 
keep all related agency stakeholders informed and all related agency systems synchronized. 

7. The MAGI Eligibility Determination Service will store all information used to make the determination as 
well as the validation information and the determination outcome in order to perform future year 
redeterminations and respond to current enrollment checks. In order to perform redeterminations in the 
first year, existing beneficiary information will need to be imported from the current Medicaid processing 
system and Medicaid enrollment system. 
a) The source systems for conversion are the existing Medicaid and CHIP enrollment and eligibility 

services 
b) The beneficiary information to be stored will include the information in the NIEM Account Transfer 

Schema as well as the validation information and determination information 
c) All beneficiary information needs to be included 
d) This data needs to be available at the time of the initial deployment 

8. The Contractor is required to provide end user training for approximately 10 users on MAGI Eligibility Rule 
Creation, Maintenance and Regression Testing 

9. The Service will generate the electronic file of printed materials. Existing State systems generating 
correspondence will take care of the physical mailing.  

10. The electronic correspondence files will include but are not limited to requests for information which is are 
currently not available within existing State of Michigan systems as well as notices of determinations. This 
would be true of determinations as well as redeterminations.  
Final MAGI determinations are done by the Michigan MAGI Determination Service. The Determination 
Service evaluates eligibility utilizing business rules and compares their self attested data with trusted data 
sources in order to determine eligibility. 

1) The message will be identical and will be tagged with information to enable the downstream systems 
to properly process the information send to them. 
Future eligibility determinations refers both to redeterminations and the ability to properly process 
repetitive applicant requests. 

2) There is currently no specified data retention period. However, vendors are encouraged to provide 
solutions which include partitioning and archiving in order to meet the long term retention goals of the 
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solution. 

11. The MAGI Eligibility Determination Service will supply a centralized data store for the purpose of 
responding to the Federal Data Hub current enrollment checks, supporting the administrative hearing 
process and will be utilized for redeterminations. Data in systems of record is operational data to be used 
by the system of record. 

 

CGI will plan to complete the conversion activity to populate the Centralized Data Store during 
Phase 1 provided certain conditions can be met.  Specifically, 1) the data conversion for the 
Centralized Data Store is limited to two data sources-- Bridges for Medicaid and MaxStar for CHIP; 
2) the SOM or their respective vendor will supply CGI with data extracts for the conversion; 3) the 
data model to support the Centralized Data Store will include the data elements composed of the 
Account Transfer transaction and up to twelve additional data elements defined by SOM; and 4) the 
SOM will define the additional twelve data elements by the completion of the Requirements phase 
defined in the workplan.  If these conditions cannot be met, then completion of the Centralized Data 
Store conversion could require a second phase whose completion would follow Phase 1. 

12. The MAGI Eligibility Determination Service will generate the data for correspondence for use by the 
systems of record to perform the physical printed correspondence. 

13. The MAGI Determination Service must assign an indicator identifying the income level of the applicant.  
For example, an indicator identifying that the applicant has income between 0%-100% of the federal 
poverty level and an indicator identifying whether the applicant has income of > 100%-133% of the federal 
poverty level. These ranges are illustrative examples only and do not reflect State law or policy. 

14. The MAGI Eligibility Determination Service must support asynchronous requests to trusted data sources 
including the Federal Data Hub.  

15. The MAGI Eligibility Determination Service must ensure reasonable compatibility between self attested 
data and trusted data sources before making a final determination. 

16. Michigan supports a “No wrong door” policy which means that a person could apply for Medicaid or CHIP 
through various entryways such as the federal exchange, a State DHS office, the State’s MIBridges 
system, or the State’s MAXSTAR system.  The State’s system of record for Medicaid cases is the Bridges 
system.  The State’s system of record for CHIP cases is the MAXSTAR system.  These systems will 
continue to be the systems of record for Medicaid and CHIP respectively. 

17. Prior to the system go live date, the Contractor will have provided the State with the State standard 
turnover documents including a solution run book and technical support documentation. The State is 
expecting two sessions on infrastructure support training prior to go live: an initial turnover of materials 
and a second session in which the State may ask questions. 

18. The Contractor may rely on the existing State of Michigan RSA Secure ID token based VPN in order to 
enable access to SOM hosted solution components for staff assigned to the project 

19. Data at rest should be secured using OS or SAN based encryption is used for file based storage. 
Databases should use native database encryption. 

20. Encryption algorithms and key strengths should follow AES 256 (preferred) or AES 128 (acceptable). 

21. The Contractor will solely configure and/or implement the solution. State staff will not participate in the 
configuration or implementation, but will participate in the creation of the MAGI Eligibility rules. 

22. The Contractor will provide system administration training for State personnel who will be responsible for 
ongoing maintenance and administration of the system, including security. 

23. Contractor will utilize existing system development and deployment methodologies. However, the 
Contractor will be responsible for creating all State of Michigan SUITE artifacts and CMS Electronic Life 
Cycle artifacts listed in Attachment C at the direction of the PCO which will be assigned to this project. 

24. The disparate levels of anticipated availability amongst the component solutions will be managed by 
queuing in the Hub Solution. 
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25. The State will be an FPE and all MAGI Eligibility Determinations will be done within the State of Michigan. 

26. The State is requesting a MAGI Eligibility Determination Service which validates user data from trusted 
data sources and determines MAGI related eligibility for Medicaid and CHIP. 

27. The Michigan Data Hub is the single point of contact between State of Michigan systems and the Federal 
Data Hub.  

28. Determination results refer to the technical data used to make the determination, the outcome of each 
rule, data used to validate user data, the MAGI determination, the legacy category and the legacy Type of 
Assistance (TOA) code.  

29. The current conceptual architecture requires determinations being simultaneously delivered to the DHS 
Bridges System, DCH Maxstar System and DCH Champs System simultaneously. This is to ease the 
routing requirements and minimize impact to these systems by allowing them to parse through the 
incoming determinations and utilize the data they need and thus precluding extensive system 
modifications.  

30. Systems of record will be made available to supply the information needed to perform current enrollment 
checks and for redeterminations for determinations which were not done using the MAGI service. The 
Contractor is encouraged to propose a strategy to access this data from the historical systems and 
expose it when needed.  

31. Capturing enrollment data into a managed care plan is not in scope for this RFP. The Contractor is 
encouraged to expose as much information as needed to respond to current enrollment checks from the 
Federal Data Hub, respond to administrative hearings and to perform redeterminations for MAGI related 
eligibility. 

32. The State of Michigan will expose a web service to the Federal Data Hub. During the electronic data 
capture process the Federal Data Hub will utilize this service to determine if an applicant is already 
enrolled in Medicaid. If an applicant is already enrolled in Medicaid the applicant is routed to the State for 
Medicaid services. 

33. The Contractor should assume that both aggregating and longitudinal reporting services are required but 
are yet undefined. 

34. Proposed solutions must provide for independent unit and system testing and will be expected to 
participate in enterprise level integration testing and user acceptance testing as described and directed by 
the State of Michigan PCO Test Lead 

35. Contractor shall implement a solution which scales up during open enrollment to handle all Michigan 
citizens utilizing the Federal Portal and existing determination systems during open enrollment.  

36. The Contractor is expected to establish the Contractor specific Michigan portion of the overall UAT test 
environment. The Contractor will be expected to fully participate in UAT testing. The Project Control Office 
(PCO) will own the coordination of UAT testing across the various enterprise components of the solution. 

37. The Contractor will be required to provide production like data volumes for data to be processed by their 
proposed solutions. PHI must be masked. 

38. The Contractor shall propose a plan to respond to current enrollment checks and provide a data source to 
support administrative hearings and redeterminations. 
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
