(4) Consider asking local businesses to post flyers as well for additional promotion.

(5) Reach out to local media outlets by completing and sharing the enclosed press release highlighting your efforts.

(6) Collect food or monetary donations at the coordinated drive on September 11.

(7) Donate the food or present a check to your local Food Bank, which you may locate on the enclosed sheet.

The September 11 National Day of Service and Remembrance is the culmination of an effort originally launched in 2002 by 9/11 family members and support groups. It became officially recognized following the passage of the Edward M. Kennedy Serve America Act of April 2009.
