To a Farm or Feedlot without
an Agreement:

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Direct to Slaughter Plant:

1. Requires an ICVI or OSS

2. Arrives with either an AIN, Brucellosis
or NUES eartag, or a backtag

To Exhibit:

1. Exhibits may have ID requirements
above Federal and State requirements,
but minimally all cattle are required to
be tagged with either an AIN,

If cattle are not slaughtered Brucellosis, or NUES eartag
after three (3) days at the plant: . Cattle may return to out-of-state farm

cattle must receive RFID eartags of origin with the ID used to entered
Michigan

If animal moves from exhibit to
Michigan farm it must be eartagged
with RFID tag prior to leaving exhibit
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
