MICHIGAN ELECTRONIC GRANTS SYSTEM (MEGS) TRAINING:
 

As a reminder, MEGS training information is available on our adult education website regarding the following MEGS training opportunities: 

 

MEGS Training Available for State (Section 107) Adult Education Funded Recipients Only: These sessions will provide a general overview of the MEGS system, and are specific to the Section 107 application, which will be covered in the training. Districts will also have an opportunity to work on their Section 107 applications. Please refer to our website for training requirements. DLEG Office of Adult Education staff will be available to provide assistance and answer questions.

 

MEGS Training Available for Federal and State Funded Adult Education Programs: The Michigan Department of Education will provide MEGS statewide training, which is recommended for all new users. The training will provide an overview of all MEGS functions, including the latest updates and features. Security levels, local administration, system navigation, and grant reporting will be covered. In addition, the new Cash Management System (CMS) will be reviewed. System experts will be available to answer questions after the formal training presentation.  Note:  Specific federal and state adult education applications will not be covered in these trainings.

 

2007-08 CAPPED ALLOWANCE INFORMATION FOR SECTION 107 FUNDED DISTRICTS: 

 

At this time, final capped allowance information for 2007-08 is not available. This information will be provided once the State School Aid Act for 2007-08 has been signed by the Governor. 

 

The Section 107 Program Operation form for 2007-08, through MEGS, requires a budget to be submitted. The budget may be based upon 2006-07's capped allowance data, however, once the final figures become available, districts will be required to modify their budgets accordingly.

Note: The following grant sources are available for selection within the application itself: Section 107, Tuition and Fees, and Other Local Funds. Check "Apply Now" for all funding sources used to support your adult education program. A budget will be required for each funding source selected. 

 

If your district does not charge Tuition or Fees or does not use local funds (K-12 funds, private donations, etc.) to support the adult education program, please check "Do Not Apply". 

 

If you are a district which also receives federal funding, only include Tuition and Fees, and Other Local Funds not already reported in the WIA Core Program application.
